
BOONSBORO MAYOR AND COUNCIL
 REGULAR MEETING MINUTES
December 3, 2007

The Mayor and Council of Boonsboro regular meeting session convened at 7:00 PM with the pledge and invocation.  In attendance were Mayor Kauffman, Assistant Mayor Long, Councilmen Chambers, Hawkins, Nuice, Grove, and Councilwoman Mose.  Also in attendance were Town Manager Smith and Police Chief Hewett.
Motion by Hawkins, second by Nuice to approve the November 5, 2007 Regular Session Minutes and motion carried.

Motion by Chambers, second by Grove to approve the November 27, 2007 Workshop Meeting Minutes, and motion carried.

Motion by Grove, second by Hawkins, to approve the November 2007 Treasurers Report, with amendment to Title, and motion carried.

Motion by Grove, second by Mose to approve the November 2007 bills to be paid, and motion carried.


Mayor Kauffman introduced Megan Clark who was begun as the new Town Planner on December 3rd.

NEW BUSINESS
Hagerstown Magazine Contract: Representatives from Hagerstown Magazine attended the Mayor & Council workshop to discuss the expiration of the magazine contract with the town. Mayor & Council asked the representatives to contact the local businesses that previously advertised in the magazine and see if they were satisfied with the contract and were willing to sign for another year, and results were positive. Motion by Hawkins, second by Grove to renew Hagerstown Magazine contract for another year to endorse the local town businesses.  Motion carried. 

TT&K Sewer Easement Agreements and Partial Termination of Easement: a 20’ utility easement for the construction of the sewer interceptor line for the new wastewater treatment plant across the property of TT&K, LLC has been requested along with a temporary 10’ construction easement on the southern boundary of the 20’ easement. A 10’ sewer easement acquired in 1962 for the existing sewer to the lagoons will no longer be required and will be abandoned. Attorney Wantz reviewed the easement agreements prepared by TT&K’s Attorney, and has recommended approval of the documents by the Mayor & Council.  Motion by Hawkins, second by Chambers to approve the termination of easement agreement for the existing 10’ sanitary sewer line and the deed of easement for a new 20’ easement and temporary 10’ construction easement. Motion carried. 
Police & Public Safety Commission Membership: Four candidates were interviewed as possible candidates to fill two vacancies on the Police and Public Safety Commission. Members are recommending the appointment of Bob Glausier to complete the term of Brian Murphy through June 2009.  Motion by Long, second by Hawkins.  Motion carried. The Commission is also recommending the appointment of Ken Eshbaugh to complete the term of Bo Quinn through June 2008. Motion by Long, second by Grove.  Motion carried.
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County Commissioners Meeting in Boonsboro – the County Commissioners schedule one of their meetings each year with each of the nine municipalities and will meet in Boonsboro on December 4, 2007. Some of the topics the Mayor and Council would like to address with the County Commissioners include; 
· POS Funding for the park expansion project which also benefits South County

· The Mayor’s annual request to bring public transportation back to Boonsboro
· The Commissioners need to become involved in the Boonsboro CAC

· Making recycling a county wide responsibility
· Chief Hewett to address K-9 funding – Coverage in South County

· Commissioner participation in Municipal meetings – earlier in year

COMMISSION REPORTS


Planning Commission:  Councilman Nuice – No meeting held in November and none scheduled for December.  Two individuals are interested in filling the vacancy on the Commission.  
BDDA: Town Manager for Dick Keesecker – Nora Roberts held a special book signing for her first of seven trilogies called Blood Brothers. Trick-or-Treating went well. Members continue to work on Welcome Packets for new businesses and residents.  Christmas Decorating Contest this month.  Two individuals are interested in filling the vacancies on the Commission.  
Police & Public Safety: Assistant Mayor Long – Two individuals recommended to fill vacancies were approved this evening.  There is no meeting scheduled for December.
Police Department Report: Chief Hewett – 287 calls for service in November.  Attempted robbery at the Liquor store.  The towns new K-9 “Speedy” was introduced at the Mayor & Council Workshop. 
Utilities: Councilman Chambers – grant funding for the Alt40 Waterline is in the Maryland Board of Public Works December 12th agenda for approval.  WWTP agreement signed by USDA, and notice to proceed issued November 16th and some of the preliminary excavation has begun. Warrenfeltz Spring Project is complete and retainage has been released.  Boonsboro/Keedysville Regional Water Board met on November 7th and will meet again on December 11th to discuss the annual true-up with Keedysville.   
Park Board: Councilman Hawkins – Commission members prepared luminaries for Olde Tyme Christmas.  There are two openings on the Commission.  Brownie Troop requests to walk in Olde Tyme Christmas parade.  New playground equipment has been installed.  New Library Update – February 2008 opening is tentative due to problem with carpet. 
Town Manager: Town Manager Smith –
· A meeting is scheduled for 2:00 PM on Tuesday, December 11, with Craig Paving and CDM to discuss the pending punch list items for St Paul Street on location.
· A meeting is scheduled with Roberta Adams of USDA to discuss the Letter of Conditions for funding the construction of the WWTP at 1:00 PM on December 12 at Town Hall.

· LGIT will be performing an on-site Hazard Evaluation Survey at 10:00 AM on Monday, December 17.  Request for a representative from the Water and Sewer Department and the Police Department attend.
CITIZEN COMMENTS

Laura Kirby questioned the Town’s policy regarding door-to-door sales men.  Officer Hewett stated that a peddler’s license must be obtained from Washington County.  Barinda Golden had another story and small gift for the Mayor.
