BOONSBORO MUNICIPAL UTILITIES COMMISSION

REGULAR MEETING

May 14, 2009

The Boonsboro Municipal Utilities Commission held their regular monthly meeting on Thursday, May 14, 2009 in the Town Hall Conference Room.  In attendance were Chairman Kevin Chambers, Assistant Chairman George Messner, Commission Members Shirley Metz, Rob Hutzell, Todd Kennedy, and Harold Kirby.  Also in attendance: Superintendent Bobby Mose. The meeting convened at 7:00 P.M. 

Motion by Metz, second by Kennedy to approve the April 9, 2009, 2009 Minutes as written, and motion carried.

Motion by Hutzell, second by Kennedy to approve the April 15, 2009, 2009 Minutes as written, and motion carried.

Motion by Kennedy, second by Metz to approve the Water and Sewer Funds Treasurer Reports for April 2009, and motion carried.  

Motion by Kennedy, second by Metz to approve the April 2009 Bills to be Paid, and motion carried.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

40A Waterline Extension Project Update: Chairman Chambers provided and reviewed a timeline for proposed activity outlining the Alternate 40 Waterline Extension Project. He stated that on June 1, 2009 the Pre-Construction meeting will be held at Town Hall at 1:00 PM, and the Notice of Award and Notice to Proceed will be announced at the Mayor and Council Meeting at the Regular Meeting that evening. Construction is slated to begin on June 3, 2009 followed by a Public Informational Meeting to be scheduled for June 10, 2009 at Boonsboro High School at 7:00 PM

Waste Water Treatment Plant Construction Update: Chairman Chambers stated that the construction is at 92% completion. Superintendent Mose explained that Town employees are in the process of being trained to operate the new facility. He stated that the Lagoon will be pumped out within the next 30 days. Chairman Chambers stated that all Developer Agreements have been approved by MDE and coordination is occurring with both MDE and USDA to finalize the project loans of which a portion will reimburse the Sewer Fund for project engineering fees by the end of the summer.

Reservoir Cover Installation: Superintendent Mose stated that the Reservoir cover replacement installation has begun but is behind schedule due to inclement weather, and should be complete within the next week.
Draft Fiscal Year 2010 Water and Sewer Fund Budget Review: 

Chairman Chambers explained that the commission members proposal to create an enforceable billing policy will require a Charter amendment to BMUC, Powers and Duties, Article 9, Section 910 (4) To collect such service rates, water rents, ready to serve charges, or other charges for water supplied and for the removal of sewage. These charges are to be billed and collected by the Commission and if bills are unpaid for a period of six (6) months, three (3) months, the service may be discontinued. All charges shall be a lien on the property served, collectible in the same manner as town taxes or by suit at law. Secondly, the addition of Section 914 Billing Policies and Procedures. Motion by Kennedy, second by Metz to approve and recommend Resolution 2009-01 to Amend the Town Charter under BMUC to the Mayor and Council for their approval, and motion carried.

Chairman Chambers reviewed the final drafts of the Water and Sewer Funds Fiscal Year 2010 budgets with the Commission, along with the proposed Commercial Water and Sewer Rate structure and the proposed Residential Sewer Rate increase adding that the increase is due to an increase in operations and maintenance that will include the new wastewater plant but it is not associated with any of the debt service stating that all costs are covered by the Developer Agreements.  Motion by Kennedy, second by Hutzell to approve the recommendation of the Fiscal year 2010 Budget to Mayor and Council, and motion carried.

NEW BUSINESS:

Review of Re-Appointments: Chairman Chambers stated his Commission position as Chairman and Shirley Metz’s Commission position are scheduled for reappointment. Commission Member Metz stated that she would like to be reappointed to serve another term on the Commission. Chairman Chambers explained that further information needs to be gathered to determine if he is eligible to continue serving as both Chairman of the Utilities Commission and a Council Member. He stated that he will consult with Attorney Wantz and the Mayor and Council, and report their decision back to the Commission at the June meeting. 

· Motion by Metz to recommend reappointing Kevin Chambers to serve another 4 year term, and motion carried.  

· Motion by Messner to recommend reappointing Shirley Metz to serve another 4 year term, and motion carried.  

Chairman Chambers stated that Officer Elections will take place at the June 2009 Meeting.

MAYOR & COUNCIL REPORT: The Meeting was held on May 4, 2009.  A Public Hearing was held at 6:30 PM to introduce the proposed Fiscal Year 2010 Constant Yield Tax Rate.  The Regular Meeting began at 7:00 PM. Guests included Bettie Hull, who announced Gracie Burker as the 2009 Miss Poppy. New Business included the approval of the Fiscal Year 2010 Constant Yield Tax Rate of $.300 on every $100, the 2008 Annual Planning and Zoning Report presentation and approval, the approval of the Police Department Proposed Citizenship Patrol Unit, and a $50 donation request from Drew Wren for a Leadership Conference.   
SUPERINTENDENTS REPORT: Town employees are beginning their training for the Waste Water Treatment Plant.

Town Managers Report: Town Manager Smith was not in attendance due to a family emergency.

Motion by Metz, second by Kennedy to adjourn the meeting at 8:25 PM.
