
BOONSBORO MAYOR AND COUNCIL
 REGULAR MEETING MINUTES
November 5, 2007

The Mayor and Council of Boonsboro regular meeting session convened at 7:00 PM with the pledge and invocation.  In attendance were Mayor Kauffman, Assistant Mayor Long, Councilmen Chambers, Hawkins, Nuice, Grove, and Councilwoman Mose.  Also in attendance were Town Manager Smith and Police Chief Hewett.
The regular session of the Mayor and Council on Monday, October 1, 2007 closed at 8:35 PM. and moved into executive session to discuss two personnel matters as stated under 10-508-1 of the Annotated Code of Maryland. In attendance were Mayor Kauffman, Assistant Mayor Long, Councilmen Chambers, Hawkins, Nuice, Councilwoman Mose, and Town Manager Smith.  

Motion by Chambers, second by Mose to approve the October 1, 2007 Regular Session Minutes and motion carried.

Motion by Hawkins, second by Nuice to approve the October 1, 2007 Executive Session Minutes and motion carried.

Motion by Chambers, second by Grove to approve the October 29, 2007 Workshop Meeting Minutes, and motion carried.

Motion by Chambers, second by Grove, to approve the October 2007 Treasurers Report, and motion carried.

Motion by Grove, second by Mose to approve the October 2007 bills to be paid, and motion carried.

Smith, Elliott, Kerns & Company: David St. Clair of Smith Elliott and Kearns presented the financial report for FY07 stating that the Town’s net assets in the general fund increased 25% to $3,222,117 and net assets in the water and sewer funds increased 1% to $4,956,234 as a cooperative effort of the Mayor and Council and staff to adhering to the guidelines of the approved budget. Liabilities decreased due to the towns commitment to focus on the completion of open projects.

Motion by Chambers, second by Nuice to award the sanitation contract to the low bidder of Pecks Refuge at $188,337.60 to include the alternate bid for bulk trash pick-up.  Motion carried. The sanitation contract will increase from $155,766 to $188,337 or by $32,570 for calendar year 2008. A summary was presented to the M&C by the Town Manager to show the new sanitation expense compared to sanitation revenues for budgetary purpose. The M&C concurred that they would not consider a sanitation rate increase at this time due to the positive position of the general fund previous stated in the audit presentation.  
Recycling: Councilman Chambers and Town Manager Smith are working with the Recycling Task Force to find a suitable location to relocate the county co-mingle recycling bin while members are conducting a door-to-door community recycling survey that will be used for consideration of the curbside recycling quotes.
National Road Heritage Foundation Lease Agreements for Trolley Station and Museum: lease agreements between the Mayor and Council and the National Heritage Road Foundation were presented for the Trolley Station and Warrenfeltz Building both being located at 214 N. Main Street. Each lease agreements stipulates a 7-year term renewable every 5-years for the buildings and property for the purpose of rehabilitation and establishment as museums.  Motion by Grove, second by Mose.  Motion carried.  
Triad Geotechnical and Pavement Design Quote for Wolfsville Commons: Quote for geotechnical and pavement design consisting of asphalt coring and probes to determine the condition of the thickness and condition of the subgrade of the paved area at Wolfsville Common is $1,500. Motion by Hawkins, second by Grove.  Motion carried.  
Boonsboro Rescue Company Request for Funding: The Rescue Company in need of funds to purchase a new ambulance and ALS equipment. Due to the service that the Rescue Company provides it is recommended that a loan of $50,000 for 5 years at 3% interest be issued. Motion by Grove, second by Mose to extend the loan and have Attorney Wantz prepare the agreement.  Motion carried.  
Letter of Commitment to Fund Library/Park Parking Lot: Callas installed the parking lot at the new library to include the entire 78 parking spaces in lieu of the approved contract for 55. Councilman Hawkins was made aware of the matter on Friday, October 12th and notified the Mayor that project officials were proposing to remove the asphalt for the additional spaces to eliminate a change order. Because the additional 23 spaces is proposed for future park expansion, the Mayor gave approval to submit a letter to the County requesting the area remain as constructed to provide the additional parking for the park expansion with the town covering the additional expense of $22,066.51. Council was notified by phone on Monday, October 15th with a formal vote being requested. Motion by Grove, second by Long to approve the letter. Motion carried.   
Recommendation for Permanent Full Time Status of Administrative Assistant: Town Manager Smith is recommending that Administrative Assistant Kim Miller be recommended for permanent full-time status now that she has completed her 60-day probationary period. Councilwoman Mose inquired as to why she does not attend Mayor and Council meetings. It was made clear at the time of hire that she had evening commitments with her family and as long as she could transcribe the minutes from the tape and notes, it would not be an issue. Motion by Chambers, second by Hawkins, with Long motioning against. Motion carried.
Appointment of Carvel Wright as Temporary Zoning Administrator: For the purpose of signing building permits while he is performing the duties of temporary Zoning Administrator.  Motion by Hawkins, second by Grove.  Motion carried.
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Renewal of Hagerstown Magazine Contract: Completed the 1 year contract commitment with the magazine at a cost of $300 per issue for 6 issues. Motion by Chambers, second by Nuice to table the renewal and have Hagerstown Magazine provide more information at the Mayor and Council Work Shop. Motion carried.
Donation Request: A donation of $150 to the American Legion Post 10 Ladies Auxiliary for the Children’s Christmas Party.  Motion by Grove, second by Long. Motion carried.

Planning Commission:  Councilman Nuice – Have not filled the Town Planner position – Commission did not meet in October.  Next meeting scheduled for November 14, 2007.  
Police & Public Safety: Assistant Mayor Long – One vacancy open at this time. Meeting to be held at 7:00 PM in Community Center next week to interview possible candidates. Recommendation to purchase $25 gift certificates for Paul Rohrer and Rick Stevens for their dedication and help during National Night Out.  Motion by Long, second by Hawkins. Motion carried.  
Police Department Report: Chief Hewett – 369 calls in October – Trick-or-Treat went well – October 18, 2007 Officer Poffenberger started on the Police Force – Request to bring officers to meet Mayor and Council at next Workshop Meeting– Officer Morgan with K-9 dog in Indiana.
Utilities: Councilman Chambers – ALT 40 funding expected to be approved by January – WWTP: USDA needs to sign agreement before Notice to Proceed can be issued to Kinsley Construction – Warrenfeltz Spring: punch list pending & electric has been approved – Security cameras at Warrenfeltz Spring operational – Calibrations of meters and meter replacements finished – Hydrant flushing complete – Water Fund Budget Amendment 
Park Board: Councilman Hawkins – New playground equipment is in the process of being installed.  Old equipment went to Mt. Nebo Church – Park Expansion to be bid December 10, 2007 – Library moving along – Olde Tyme Christmas planned - Concern over summer concert crowds dwindling – Suggestion of showing movies – Laura Schackenburg and Terri Solomos recommended for re-appointed to Board for 4 years – Motion by Hawkins, second by Mose.
