BOONSBORO MAYOR AND COUNCIL

REGULAR MEETING MINUTES

 JULY 6, 2010
The Mayor and Council of Boonsboro Regular Meeting Session convened at 7:00 PM in the Eugene C. Smith Community Center with the pledge and invocation. In attendance were Mayor Charles Kauffman, Jr., Assistant Mayor Howard Long, Council Members Kevin Chambers, Cynthia Kauffman, Natalie Mose, and Barbara Wetzel. Also present were Town Manager Debra Smith, Planning Director Megan Clark, Police Chief Jeffrey Hewett, and Administrative Assistant Kimberly Miller. (Council Member Janeen Solberg was on vacation.)
· Motion by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman, second by Assistant Mayor Long to approve the June 7, 2010 Swearing in of Newly Elected Officials Minutes, and motion carried.

· Motion by Council Member Chambers, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to approve the June 7, 2010 Fiscal Year 2011 Proposed Budget Public Hearing Minutes, and motion carried.

· Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Mose to approve the June 7, 2010 Regular Session Minutes, with amendments noted by Council Member Wetzel and to be reviewed, and motion carried.

· Motion by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman, second by Council Member Chambers to approve the June 2010 Treasurers Report and motion carried.

· Motion by Council Member Chambers, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to approve the June 2010 Bills to be Paid, and motion carried.

NEW BUSINESS

Recommendation to Proceed with Invitation to Bid King Farm Drive: ARRO has completed the engineering portion of the proposed King Farm Drive project with additional comments from Town Planner Clark being addressed. The total project includes the overlay of two-(2) existing gravel parking areas, the overlay of the existing gravel access road and the installation of approximately a 78 linear ft access drive with curb, gutter, and sidewalk. The project does not include any sediment and erosion control issues in a space over 5,000 sq. ft. and should be completed in a period of 60-days or less. The project does require inspections by an engineer for roadway subgrade, roadway aggregate base, curb & gutter and storm drainage, and paving. Quotes are being obtained from ARRO and Triad for these associated inspections. Because this project is being funded under the MOU with the County for distribution of ARRA funds, with the Towns portion being $37,816.00, recommendation is to proceed with the bidding process by advertising the Invitation to Bid, with the base bid to include the access drive with curb, gutter, and sidewalk, and three-(3) alternate bids. One for each of the two-(2) parking areas, and an alternate bid for the overlay of the existing access road. This will allow the town to financially structure the project if it exceeds the allowable funds. This will make bids due on August 13th, (which provides a 4-week period bid preparation period). Bids will be presented to the M&C at their August 30th workshop. If the Mayor and Council award the contract at the September 6, 2010 meeting and establish that date as the Notice to proceed date as well, the project should be completed by the last week of November. Councilmember Chambers stated that breaking down the components of a small project like this one, could prove to be costly for both the contractor and the town and recommended reversing the process by requesting bids on the entire project and listing the alternates as deducts. Motion by Council Member Chambers, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman, to proceed with the Invitation to Bid King Farm Drive to include, Base Bid- bids based upon the entire project scope of work, deduct1- base bid without paving of the northern area parking lot, deduct2- paving of the eastern area parking lot, and deduct3 – paving of the existing access driveway. Motion carried. 
Planning Commission Recommendation for Appointment of Vacancy: Planning Director Clark stated that after interviewing many applicants, the Planning Commission is recommending the appointment of Dan Ebersole, of 103 Burton Way, to fill the vacancy on the Commission for a term of five (5) years to expire July 2015. Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Mose to appoint Dan Ebersole to the Planning Commission for a term of five years. Motion carried.
Board of Zoning Appeals Recommendations for Reappointment: Planning Director Clark stated that Laura Kirby, Chair of the Board of Zoning Appeals, and Steve Jamison, Secretary of the Board of Zoning Appeals, terms will be complete at the end of July 2010, and that both members are interested in reappointment for a term of three (3) years. She further stated that the Board of Zoning Appeals recommends reappointing Ms. Kirby and Mr. Jamison for three (3) year terms to expire July 2013. Motion by Council Member Mose, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to reappoint both Laura Kirby and Steve Jamison to the Board of Zoning Appeals for a term of three years. Motion carried.
Council Member Wetzel proposed the Mayor and Council establish a formal service recognition program to pre-determine when and what form of recognition should be offered for volunteers, elected officials and employees. The Mayor stated that further discussion on recognitions will take place at the July Workshop and commended Council Member Wetzel for her efforts.
Council Member Wetzel also proposed moving the Mayor and Council Workshop meetings to the third Monday of each month rather that the last Monday of each month due to conflicts with the Maryland Municipal meetings that are held on the 4th Monday of every other month and various Monday holidays. The Mayor stated that he will take her proposal under advisement and the Town Manager will prepare monthly calendars showing meeting dates. 
COMMISSION REPORTS
Public Safety Commission – H. Long. Meeting held on June 17, 2010. Discussions included the approval by Mayor and Council of the ‘no parking’ area on St. Paul Street, updates and plans for National Night Out on August 3, 2010, the inability to enforce 10 mph speed limits on Knode Circle and Reeder’s Alley, placing a ‘do not enter’ sign on Park Drive, which is now closed to traffic, and the continued work on naming the un-named ally’s around Town.
Police Chief Report – J. Hewett. The Police Department received 446 calls for service, which included 52 motor vehicle violations. Arrests for the month of June included one (1) adult and one (1) juvenile. In addition, fifteen (15) adult arrests and two (2) juvenile arrests were made for felony CDS distribution relating to a (3) three month joint investigation conducted between Washington County Narcotics Task Force, Maryland State Police Gang Enforcement Unit and the Boonsboro Police Department.
Park Board – Cynthia Kauffman. Meeting held on June 23, 2010. Discussions included updates on the Independence Day Celebration, the purchase of signs to advertise Park activities, the painting of the gazebo, sound system and speaker issues in the Park, the removal of the merry-go-round in the Park due to deterioration, and the on-going geese problems at the Boonsboro Pond.
· The Mayor stated that the Independence Day Celebration was very successful and that the fireworks were outstanding.

· Council Member Wetzel stated the need for more trash cans at Shafer Park, citing the over flowing containers during the Independence Day Celebration. She also stated that four huge bags of recycling were collected. Citizen Frances Lynch stated that she, too, had problems with the trash during the event and sees the need for more containers.
Utilities Commission – K. Chambers. Meeting held on June 10, 2010. Discussions included the North Main Street sewer back-up update, Alternate 40 sewer line extension options presented by Planning Director Clark, Fiscal Year 2010 year-end budget adjustment for Water and Sewer Fund, and Election of Officers for Fiscal Year 2011.
Planning Commission – H. Long. Meeting held on June 22, 2010. Discussions included the Request for Modification and approval of several of the street standards for Phase 1 of the King Road Associates development, the approval of the letter regarding TT&K Developer Rights and Responsibilities Agreement, the appointment of Dan Ebersole to a 5 year terms as a Commission Member, and a reminder about the Public Hearing for Ordinance 2010-01; Street Standards.
Economic Development Commission – N. Mose. No meeting was held during the month of June.
Council of Governments/Community Outreach – B. Wetzel. Community Outreach will meet on July 8, 2010 and the Council of Governments will meet on July 29, 2010. Proposed agenda is to discuss the By-laws, Recycling and Energy Alternatives.

Town Manager – D. Smith
· The “No Parking” signage has been posted on St. Paul Street and corresponding curbing painted red. 
· Maryland Energy Assistance field and energy audit to be scheduled this month to see if the proposed window replacement project for the Police Department fits the program criteria for the $19,000 Energy Efficiency Grant. An estimate was obtained to replace the 28 windows from Cronise at $11,120.00.
