BOONSBORO MUNICIPAL UTILITIES COMMISSION

REGULAR MEETING

NOVEMBER 11, 2010
The Boonsboro Municipal Utilities Commission held their regular monthly meeting on Thursday, November 11, 2010 in the Town Hall Conference Room. In attendance were Chairman Kevin Chambers, Assistant Chairman Todd Kennedy, Members Shirley Metz, George Messner, Rob Hutzell, Harold Kirby, and Jerry Wolfe. Town Manager Debbie Smith was attending another town committee meeting and Operator Rick Painter was excused due to having provided extended hours in the wastewater plant. The meeting convened at 7:00 PM. 
Motion by Kirby, second by Kennedy to approve the original October 13, 2010 Regular Meeting Minutes without amended changes, with Wolfe abstaining, and motion carried.
Motion by Hutzell, second by Messner to approve the Water and Sewer Funds Treasurer Reports for October 2010, and motion carried.  
Motion by Kennedy, second by Wolfe to approve the October 2010 Bills to be paid, and motion carried.
NEW BUSINESS

Recommendation to Transfer Developer Sewer Taps: Chairman Chambers reviewed comments from Planning Director Clark concerning a request to transfer the 40 allocated commercial water and sewer taps to the Easterday 17 acre Commercial Property Parcel established in an Annexation Agreement between the Town and Easterday Land Development in December 2006, to the prospective new owner of TF Properties. Under the terms of the agreement, reassignment of the taps requires the approval of the Mayor and Council and is a required condition of the prospective buyer’s settlement agreement. Motion by Metz, second by Kennedy to recommend to the Mayor and Council, approval of the transfer of the 40 allocated water and sewer taps on the Easterday commercial parcel to TF Properties. Motion carried.  
AC&T Store Expansion: Chairman Chambers presented the Commission with a follow-up of the plans for the AC&T Store expansion provided to him by Planning Director Clark. Chairman Chambers reviewed that the preliminary plan for the upgrades to AC&T were presented to the Commission at the May 2010 meeting for their recommendation for the water and sewer connections. At that time, Planning Director Clark proposed that the Utility Commission recommend that AC&T upgrade the terra cotta sewer pipe located at the rear of the property in accordance with the APFO Ordinance, which the Commission motioned to approve. Since that time, AC&T has looked at different options for replacement/repair of the line, in conjunction with the redevelopment of the AC&T property, and has provided the Commission with their findings for their recommendation. Chairman Chambers read the report from AC&T’s engineer Frederick, Seibert and Associates, and their proposal for the existing sewer lines. Chairman Chambers stated his opinion that the terra cotta sewer pipe needs to be replaced, but that he is unsure as to who should be responsible and that he has asked Planning Director Clark for her recommendation. The Commission discussed the cost associated with replacing/repairing the line and the associated construction issues and responsibilities. Consensus is to table the AC&T expansion and sewer line replacement/repair discussion until additional information is provided about the slip-lining process and how laterals are affected and a cost analysis of the project from both Frederick, Seibert and Associates and the Town Engineer. 
MAYOR & COUNCIL REPORT – K. Chambers. The meeting was held on November 1, 2010. Discussed items included the success of the Shafer Park and stream clean-up day on October 10th, the proclamation that November is Municipal Government Works Month, the request and approval to accept the bid for the sale of the Police Department’s 2003 Ford Crown Victoria, the recommendation and approval to place the 1994 Ford Explorer and 1994 GMC Utility Pick-Up truck out to bid, the BMUC request and approval to use the Municipal Excise Tax Funds to cover the cost of the emergency Crestview “C” Sewer Pump Station shut-down, the approval for Triad Engineering to perform an engineering analysis determine how to correct the former library basement dampness issues, the introduction of Ordinance 2010-02; Amendment to the Boonsboro Zoning Ordinance to Revise the Sign Regulations and the scheduling of a Public Hearing for Monday, December 6 at 6:45 PM, the review of a draft letter to the Washington County Commissioners regarding the Monroe Road improvements, and the approval of a $100 donation to the Boonsboro Band Boosters.

Motion by Messner, second by Kennedy to adjourn the meeting at 8:15 PM.
