BULK TRASH PICKUP     one day – one time only

Early on the morning of Saturday, April 18th, a special bulk trash pick up will be collected by our trash hauling firm, Peck’s Refuse. Your items should be placed at the curb by Friday evening.  Any objects not out at that time will have to be stored by the property owner until the next scheduled bulk collection in the fall.  Appliances, including those with Freon will be taken. Cans of paint must be thoroughly mixed with sand or kitty litter and the lids must be securely sealed.  

Items that will NOT be collected are: car batteries, tires, construction and/or remodeling items or toxic materials.

Yard Debris and Brush: The collection of yard debris, brush and grass will resume on Monday, 

April 6th. Place yard debris and brush at the curb by Sunday night for collection on Monday 


ONLY. (If Monday is a town honored holiday, pickup will be Tuesday) You may also take your own debris to the town’s yard debris site located 6927 Monroe Rd. by obtaining a free permit from town hall. Remember that the town amended Section 16-2. Placement Of Containers And Removal Of Contents of the Garbage and Refuse Ordinance in September 2008 to stipulate containers for Garbage and Household Refuse OR Yard Debris shall be placed in front of their premises at the edge of the curb, (NOT in the public street) no earlier than 4:00 P.M. on the eve of the day before on which the collector shall make rounds; and to return the containers to a convenient place on the premises out of view, as soon as possible after the being emptied. 

Water Meters and Fire Hydrant Clearance: We know that water meters and fire hydrants are not the most attractive lawn ornaments and many property owners try covering them up with grass, flowers and landscaping. Please keep in mind that they are an important part of the town’s infrastructure and they need to be accessed on a regular basis by town staff and must be kept clear and visible. 
Speed Limit Reminder:  The speed limits on all of the streets in Boonsboro are 25 miles per hour except for Main Street and Maple Avenue where the limit is 30 miles per hour.  The deputies are keeping a lookout for speeders.
Building Permit Requirements: A building permit is required for external construction on an existing building; any interior renovation involving electrical, plumbing, mechanical or structural modifications; all new buildings including garages, play houses, sheds, swimming pools, etc.  Should there be any questions about obtaining a building permit, please contact the Town Planner directly at 301-432-5690.
