Vice-Chairman Rob Maricle called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

Vice-Chairman Maricle declared the meeting minutes of the June 22, 2010 Regular Meeting of the Planning Commission approved with corrections 

NEW BUSINESS

FINAL PLAT: Fletcher’s Grove Commercial Lots
Bill Brennan, B & R Design, presented a final plat for three commercial lots and Ringley Drive. He stated the Planning Commission had recently approved the construction drawings for Ringley Drive with contingencies. Mr. Brennan stated the final plat proposes to create three lots that would be accessed off Ringley Drive. 
Vice-Chairman Maricle read the staff report which listed the following technical comments to be included on a revised drawing: 

a.   A note should be included on the plat that states building setback requirements will based upon the use, in accordance with the Boonsboro Zoning Ordinance. 

b.  A note should be included on the plat that states Commercial Lots 3-5 will not be built upon until a Site Plan has been approved by the Boonsboro Planning Commission. 

c.   A bond estimate needs to be submitted and approved prior to final approval of the plan.

d.   A Maintenance Agreement will need to be signed and approved prior to recordation of the plan.

e. The Parcel reference needs to be revised to parcel “563” and road names should be included in the vicinity map. 

Mr. Brennan agreed to the changes. 
Town Planner Clark stated she had spoken with Chairman Wright prior to the meeting and he commented on Chase Six Boulevard needing to be completed. Mr. Jim Draper with 8486 LLC stated they were aware of the requirements for the completion of Chase Six Boulevard and would be working on gaining approval of the access to Route 66. 

Secretary Koerting made a MOTION TO APPROVE THE FINAL PLAT CONTINGENT UPON TECHNICAL COMMENTS BEING ADDRESSED, RECEIVING A BOND FOR THE ENGINEER APPROVED AMOUNT, A SIGNED MAINTENANCE AGREEMENT, AND SEWER PRE-PURCHASE PAYMENTS UP TO DATE.  Commission Member Ambrose seconded the motion. THE MOTION PASSED UNANIMOUSLY. 

COMMENTS REGARDING ORDINANCE 2010-01: STREET STANDARDS
Town Planner Clark stated she had received comments from Bill Brennan with B&R Design group and Mike Wiley with Piedmont Design Group on the proposed street standards. She stated the Mayor and Council had held a public hearing on July 6th and no one offered comments on the proposed Ordinance. Town Planner Clark said she has revised the Ordinance to reflect a 6” standard curb which is SHA Type D Curb as the Commission had discussed previously. She stated all roads except Warrior Boulevard will now have the standard 6” curb. Town Planner Clark also presented several comments she received regarding sidewalk width, parking, and gutter pan detail to the Commission. The Planning Commission agreed there would not need to be any more changes to the proposed standards. 
Commission Member Parmelee made a MOTION TO RECOMMEND TO THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL APPROVAL OF ORDINANCE 2010-01 STREET STANDARDS AS REVISED. Commission Member Ambrose seconded the motion. THE MOTION PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.
