REGULAR MEETING

September 13, 2007
The Boonsboro Municipal Utilities Commission held their regular monthly meeting on Thursday, September 14, 2007 in the town hall.  Members present were Chairman Kevin Chambers, Shirley Metz, Harold Kirby, Rob Hutzell, Todd Kennedy and George Messner. Also in attendance were Superintendent Bobby Mose, Operator Rick Painter and Town Manager Debra Smith. The meeting convened at 7:00 P.M.

Motion by Metz, second by Kirby to approve the August 9, 2007 minutes as written.  Motion carried.

Motion by Kennedy, second by Metz to approve the Treasurer’s reports for August 2007.  Motion carried.  

Motion by Kennedy, second Kirby to pay the bills for August 2007. Motion carried.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

40A Water Line Extension Project Update: project funding is still pending smart growth committee approval, environmental review and Board of Public Works approval. Debt service cost to all new users on the waterline will be based on the complete construction cost and each customer will also pay the $19/quarter filtration debt service.  Brian McMurtrie was in attendance from 20129 Scenic View Court and stated that he still feels that Scenic View Court should be bypassed by the waterline.
WWTP Update: USDA to submit the debt service schedule to Attorney Wantz to complete the developer agreements so he can distribute the agreements to the developers for review. The grading and construction permits are pending finalization with the County.  Pre-construction meeting is pending.  
Warrenfeltz Spring Protection Project Update: Fan to be wired, steps to be corrected and inspected and 2 security cameras to be proposed to Mayor and Council at workshop. 
NEW BUSINESS:

Replacement Gate Valves at South End Pump Station: Operator Rick Painter is requesting replacement of the gate valves at the S. End Pump Station because of the ongoing leak repairs having to be made due to the age of the valves dating back to 1960’s. Replacement cost is $2,348 and a pumper truck- Motion by Kennedy, second Metz to approve the request. Motion carried. 
Calibrations: LAWCO performed flow meter calibrations on September 5th at the Warrenfeltz Spring, Park Well, Well 8, Boonsboro Plant combined flow and finished water, Keedysville Plant finished and spring raw water and all 3 meters in the master meter vault. The calibration report shows Warrenfeltz spring to be reading 5.9% fast, Boonsboro Plant finished water 19% inaccurate not meeting AWWA & PUC standards for accuracy, and the 1.5” meter in the master meter vault was not reading. Members agreed to replace the 3 meters as soon as possible to help determine if the meter readings are causing a margin of error in the reporting of water loss percentage.

Reservoir Cover Replacement: Operator Painter stated that he obtained a replacement cost of $130,000 for the reservoir cover and is concerned that it may not last very long and the town will need to make an emergency repair/replacement. This item will be considered for next years budget if grant funding cannot be found.  
 Boonsboro/Keedysville Regional Water Board Report: Meeting was scheduled for September 12, 2007 but their was scheduling conflicts.  

MAYOR& COUNCIL REPORT: M&C met on September 4, 2007.  A Public Hearing was held on zoning ordinance  amendments and approval of ordinance.  Ratification of the WWTP award, donation requests, specs for new truck, bulk trash October 13, 2007. Halloween Trick-or-Treat October 31, 2007.  BOE facilities discussion, in Executive meeting - hired Alex Smith as Planning/Zoning Director.
TOWN MANAGER REPORT: Hydrant flushing to begin next Wednesday, September 19, 2007, north to south.  
Motion by Metz, second by Kennedy to adjourn at 8:05 PM.  Motion carried.
