REGULAR MEETING

OCTOBER 13, 2010
The Boonsboro Municipal Utilities Commission held their regular monthly meeting on Wednesday, October 13, 2010 in the Town Hall Conference Room. In attendance were Chairman Kevin Chambers, Assistant Chairman Todd Kennedy, Members Shirley Metz, George Messner, and Rob Hutzell. Also in attendance were Town Manager Debbie Smith and Operator Rick Painter. Harold Kirby and Jerry Wolfe were both absent. The meeting convened at 7:00 PM. 

· Motion by Metz, second by Hutzell to approve the September 9, 2010 Regular Meeting Minutes as amended, and motion carried.

· Motion by Kennedy, second by Messner to approve the Water and Sewer Funds Treasurer Reports for September 2010, and motion carried.  

· Motion by Hutzell, second by Metz to approve the September 2010 Bills to be paid, and motion carried.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS
Park Drive Water Service Line Replacement Project Update: Town Manager Smith stated that the existing ¾-inch water service line to the property of Mr. Leonard Thomas of 3 Park Drive was replaced from Potomac Street to the meter vault. The Town Manager stated that she followed up with Mr. Thomas after the new connection was made and he appeared to be very pleased stating that he now has adequate water volume and pressure. 
Crestview Pump Station Replacement Status: The Town Manager informed BMUC members of the incident regarding the Crestview “C” sewer pumping station that occurred on September 14, 2010, stating that the pumping station experienced electrical problems that shut down the entire pumping station, placing it on a temporary back-up system. Emergency technicians and staff worked through the night and found that the wiring to the main circuit breaker which protects the entire system was not protected and the over-temp and seal failure sensors for the two pumps were not connected. As a result, this caused major damage to the control panel and submersible pumps. This resulted in the fabrication of a new control panel, modification and rebuilding of the submersible pumps, rental of an emergency back-up system, and emergency pumping and hauling of sludge at an estimated cost of $35,000. The Town Manager stated that the FY11 Sewer Fund Budget does not provide ample funds for Capital Improvements and suggested that the BMUC consider requesting approval from the Mayor and Council for use of the towns Municipal Excise Tax Funds to cover the emergency repair and replacement expenses due to a provision in the Excise tax Ordinance that allows for capital improvements of water and sewer infrastructure. Motion by Kennedy, second by Messner to request approval to transfer funds from the Excise Tax to the Sewer Fund to cover the CIP cost of the Crestview C Sewer Pumping Station from the Mayor and Council.  Motion carried.  
North Main Street Sewer Line Semi-Annual Maintenance Report: Town Manager Smith informed members that Roto-Rooter was just completing the routine 6-month maintenance and televising of the sewer line and laterals between Weis Market and North Main Street on the day of the BMUC meeting last month (September 9, 2010). The preliminary report from Roto Rooter at that time stated that there is still grease in the sewer line with approximately a half-inch build-up in some areas, which is minimal compared to six months ago. They also reported that they found evidence of roots in the sewer line behind the homes on North Main Street. The final report received on September 30, 2010 stated that some stones in the line believed to be from new development (Fletchers Grove) before tying in at Weis Market. Found grease in the line below Weis Market. Also had tree root growth in old terracotta pipe down towards manhole #29 at Main Street.  Todd Kennedy referenced a root dissolver that is utilized by Frederick County, which he will obtain information on and submit to the Town Manager.   
Alternate 40 Waterline Connection Update: Town Manager Smith informed members that thirty-three (33) of the sixty-one (61) properties along the new Alt40 waterline have connected to date. She will forward this information to Mr. David Barnhart at the Washington County Environmental Health Department so that he can follow up on the pending connections that are subject to enforcement provisions set forth by Washington County, if they have not connected to the new waterline by January 29, 2011.
MAYOR & COUNCIL REPORT – K. Chambers. The meeting was held on October 4, 2010. Discussed items included the adoption of Resolution 2010-03; Stormwater Management Ordinance Update, updates on the rehabilitation of the Warrenfeltz Building by the National Road Heritage Foundation, the approval and implementing of an automated emergency notification system in the Town through Global Connect, the approval to purchase two additional new Park entrance lights to complete the streetlight circuit, information on the Washington County Energy Purchasing Venture, the Board of Zoning Appeals alternate appointments of Paul Gudelski and Carol Long for three year terms, and the approval of a three year contract with Fireworks Extravaganza and the establishment of the fireworks date of July 1, 2011.
