
BOONSBORO MAYOR AND COUNCIL
 REGULAR MEETING MINUTES
October 1, 2007

The Mayor and Council of Boonsboro regular meeting session convened at 7:00 PM with the pledge and invocation.  In attendance were Mayor Kauffman, Assistant Mayor Long, Councilmen Chambers, Hawkins, Nuice, and Councilwoman Mose.  Also in attendance were Town Manager Smith, Police Chief Hewett, and Superintendent Mose.  Councilman Grove was absent.
The regular session of the Mayor and Council on Tuesday, September 4, 2007 closed at 8:20 PM. and moved into executive session to discuss a personnel matter as stated under 10-508-1 of the Annotated Code of Maryland. In attendance were Mayor Kauffman, Assistant Mayor Long, Councilmen Chambers, Grove, Hawkins, Nuice, Councilwoman Mose, and Town Manager Smith.  

Motion by Long, second by Chambers to approve the September 4, 2007 Public Hearing and Regular Meeting Minutes and motion carried.

Motion by Chambers, second by Hawkins to approve the September 4, 2007 Executive Session Minutes and motion carried.

Motion by Hawkins, second by Long to approve the September 25, 2007 Workshop Meeting Minutes, and motion carried.

Motion by Nuice, second by Mose, to approve the September 2007 Treasurers Report and motion carried.

Motion by Chambers, second by Long to approve the September 2007 bills to be paid and motion carried.

NEW BUSINESS

Warrenfeltz Spring Security Options/Quotes:  In February, the M&C approved the elimination of the fencing from the scope of the project after discussing the significant cost of the fence and determining its purpose was more for aesthetics than for security. It was also proposed that security could be provided by the new camera system that bids were being received for. With the Warrenfeltz Spring Protection project now complete, a request is being made to install 2 additional high definition self contained dome unit cameras with wireless application to cover the spring house that will be viewed and recorded with the existing DVR located in the Police Dept. Tele-Plus has provided a quote of $4,549.50 for the equipment and installation. As requested by the M&C for cost comparison, a revised fence cost was obtained from Hiser Construction of $9,243 to install an aluminum railing system and $19,280 for the ornamental iron fencing proposed in the original scope. Councilwoman Mose opposed the cameras, stating she was not satisfied with the present security cameras installed at the park.   Motion by Hawkins, second by Nuice to approve the installation of the security camera from Tele-Plus and also have them publicly advertise the use of security cameras at the Park. Motion carried 4 to 1.  

Delegate Request for Use of Office Space:  Discussion that Delegate Chris Shank requests the use of office space in Boonsboro, preferably in the Library building or Town Hall.  The Town Manager stated that officials have been working to find office space that would suit Delegate Shank’s needs. Mayor and Council stated that more information is needed concerning renovations to the Library before a formal decision can be made.  
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FY08 1-Ton 4x4 Truck Bid Approval:  Approval for the one ton 4x4 truck, cost budgeted for FY08 and split between all three funds, for the purchase price of $33,685 from Hagerstown Ford.  Motion by Chambers, second by Hawkins. Motion carried. 

Purchase of Uniform Shirts for Administrative Staff:  The Town Manager presented a request at the Mayor and Council Workshop for the purchase of polo uniform shirts to be embroidered with the town seal for the administrative office staff employees at Town Hall. M&C concurred with the request that would now have all town staff be identifiable to the public with Councilman Hawkins stating that the Town Manager’s shirts should include her title.  Motion by Hawkins, second by Chambers. Motion carried.  

Salt Spreader Pump Replacement:  Superintendent Mose stated that the 2004 Ford F-350 is in need of another replacement pump to operate the salt spreader, which seems to go out every year. Five quotes have been obtained for both gas and electric powered pumps.  The low bid for the gas-powered pump is recommended at the cost of $4,315, with the parts coming from Annapolis S&S and labor by Dutch’s Equipment Repair.  Funds will be used from the new vehicle reserve. (The new pump will come with a warranty of more than six months on parts and labor.) Motion by Long, second by Hawkins. Motion carried.  
Repair Quote for the Town’s 1994 Ford Explorer:  The Town Manager gave a repair quote from Hagerstown Ford for $1,167 to repair the 1994 Ford Explorer to replace two relays, a crank sensor & processor, spark plugs, and wires. In January 2007, Chief Hewett obtained a repair quote from Boonsboro Motor Company of $2,600 on the Explorer, during the time it was utilized by the Police Department, for a radiator, rear brake drums, ball joints, front and rear shock absorbers, and wheel alignment. It was at that time the Mayor and Council decided to forgo the repairs, place the vehicle back into the general fund, and run it locally until it dies. Now that another $1,167 is needed for repairs, consensus is requested to 1. Forgo the repairs and take it off the road, 2. Pay for the repairs and sell it as is, or 3. Pay for the bids and continue to run it. Consensus was to contact Hagerstown Ford and see if they have incorporated at least half of the proposed repair cost into the vehicle then phone poll the Mayor and Council for their opinion.   
Donation Request: A donation of $100 to support Fred Reeder in the Breast Cancer Step-n-Stride Walk.  Motion by Hawkins, second by Long. Motion carried.  
COMMISSION REPORT



Planning Commission:  Councilman Nuice – No quorum.  Issues to be discussed in Executive Session.
BDDA: Commission Member Keesecker, presented by the Town Manager – Members continue with plans to put together “Welcome” packets for new residents and businesses in Town. 

Police & Public Safety: Assistant Mayor Long – National Night Out was held in lieu of a formal meeting.  August 5, 2008 will be the date of next years National Night Out.  Very good year with donations from local businesses.  Committee recommends that the town send a letter to the property owner beside GESAC for high weeds and address the problem with weeds between bricks on Main Street sidewalks with one already being sent.       
Police Department Report: Chief Hewett – 386 calls for service in September – Washington County Sheriff‘s Department request for demonstration permit needs further clarification for events, rallies, fireworks, and exhibit within Washington County and how this affects Boonsboro.      
Utilities: Councilman Chambers – Alternate 40 Waterline pending Board of Public Works approval by MDE.  Wastewater Treatment Plant received notice to proceed and begin work in September, but is still awaiting MDE to finalize the authorization of funding.  Pre-construction meeting on October 4, 2007.   
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Park Board: Councilman Hawkins – Chairman Joe Scalese position is still vacant.  Discussed park concert equipment and moving of playground equipment.  Dave Wade to chair Olde Tyme Christmas. Library turn over date is October 23, 2007.  Working with BAAA to allow field usage.
Town Manager: Town Manager Smith – St. Paul Street to gear back up with installation of inlet and overlay on October 3, 2007 – Grease problem resolved on North Main Street at Chase Six Boulevard – Hydrants flushed on North Main Street to Kinsey Heights, and will start again on October 2, 2007 moving towards South Main – Mayor and Council were provided with a copy of the employee meeting minutes from September 28, 2007 - Upgrade and improvements made to the new town website.  
CITIZEN COMMENTS

Concerns about Water and Sewage bill increase.  (Increase due to flat rate of $23 for the first 6,000 gallons.  Every 1,000 gallon over the minimum will be $3.50 per 1,000 gallons that became effective on July 1, 2007) – Problems with children skateboarding at Crestview Pump Station.
Motion by Chambers, second by Long to close the regular session at 8:35 PM and move into executive session to discuss two personnel matters.  Motion carried.
