BOONSBORO MUNICIPAL UTILITIES COMMISSION

REGULAR MEETING

August 14, 2008

The Boonsboro Municipal Utilities Commission held their regular monthly meeting on Thursday, August 14, 2008 in the Town Hall.  Members present were Chairman Kevin Chambers, Shirley Metz, George Messner, Harold Kirby, Todd Kennedy and Rob Hutzell.  Also in attendance: Operator Rick Painter The meeting convened at 7:00 P.M. 

Motion by Metz, second by Kennedy to approve the July 10, 2008 Minutes as written.  Motion carried.

Motion by Kennedy, second by Messner to approve the Treasurer’s Reports for July 2008.  Motion carried.  

Motion by Kennedy, second by Metz to approve the July 2008 Bills to be Paid. Motion carried.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS:
40A Water Line Extension Project Update: CLSI has submitted a scope amendment to provide a subsurface exploration study to better define the location of subsurface rock layers along the proposed utility line. Proposals include:

· Option #1 for 1500 probe hole drillings @ $6/LF for $16,300 
· Option #2 for 1500 normal soil test borings @ $14.74/LF for $41,100 
90% drawings will be provided to the Town Manager by the end of August with 100% to be reviewed with the BMUC at their September meeting along with an engineer’s project cost estimate that will help estimate the user debt service. Motion by Kennedy, second by Messner to approve Option #1, changes to boring drilling, from CLSI. Motion carried. 

WWTP Construction Update: A construction meeting was held on Wednesday, August 13.  Rick Painter was in attendance and provided an update, stating that all construction is on schedule.  Minutes from July 16th and August 13th meeting were presented to the Commission.  The grant reimbursement check was received from MDE for $1,841,293.00, and was placed against the loan principal. The ending principal balance as of July 15, 2008 was $2,052,300.92. The Town Manager applied a payment of $1,841,293.00 leaving a principal balance of $211,007.92.  
Water Rate and Cost of Service Study Status: A project status report has been requested from Jimmy Dennis and Richard Parks, of ARRO Consulting, Inc.

Hydrant Maintenance Update: All hydrants have been painted and marked, and all information will be updated as soon as the fire department installs the new hydrant software at Town Hall. Town staff are scheduled to begin testing and flushing the hydrants again in October.
Proposed Ordinance Regulating Hydrant Clearance: Information has been obtained from the fire department and Chief Griffith, and further research is being obtained from other municipalities for comparison.  A full draft Ordinance will be presented to the BMUC in September for review, and then presented to Mayor and Council.

Recommendation to Place TV Truck Out for Bid: Vehicle information, including the camera equipment, has been obtained, and a request for equipment is still pending to complete the proposal.  
NEW BUSINESS 

Aerator Repair Request:  Rick Painter explained that the Town currently has two aerators down.  One was removed on August 6, and one more is going down on the secondary pond.  M&M Motors estimate is $5,920 for new aerator, and $2,100 for a repair. Discussion was held with the Town staff on the investment in aerators that will not be used with new Waste Water Treatment Plant. The staff stated that the summer months are critical for the aeration process in order to maintain compliance, and that all of the aerators need to be in operation in order to maintain compliance. Motion by Metz, second by Messner to repair the three aerators in lieu of full replacement. Motion carried.
Reservoir Cover Proposals: Rick Painter presented four quotes for the replacement of the current floating hypalon cover, with the possible replacement with a polypropylene cover, ranging in price from $137,000 to $ 207,000.  He stated that the original hypalon cover has been in place for 21 years, and that he would prefer to remain with a hypalon cover, with the polypropylene offering a 20 yr warranty and the hypalon offering a 30 yr warranty.  The proposals include a quote to remove and replace the fencing during installation which is at least 50% of the cost of full replacement. Rick Painter will get exact cost amounts for reservoir covers, discuss with Town Manager, and perform a pole vote of the BMUC and present to the Mayor and Council in September.
MRWA Drinking Water Protection Area Signage: BMUC opinion was requested on the MRWA recommendation to place four signs for “Drinking Water Protection Areas” at each entrance of the Town.  The Commission voted unanimously that the signs should not be placed at the entrances of the Town, especially in light of the September 11th attacks.
