REGULAR MEETING

November 8, 2007
The Boonsboro Municipal Utilities Commission held their regular monthly meeting on Thursday, November 8, 2007 in the town hall.  Members present were Chairman Kevin Chambers, Shirley Metz, George Messner, Harold Kirby, Todd Kennedy, and Rob Hutzell.  Also in attendance were Superintendent Bobby Mose, Operator Rick Painter and Town Manager Debra Smith. The meeting convened at 7:00 P.M.

Motion by Metz, second by Hutzell to approve the October 11, 2007 minutes as written.  Motion carried.

Motion by Kennedy, second by Metz to approve the Treasurer’s reports for October 2007.  Motion carried.  

Motion by Messner, second Hutzell to pay the bills for October 2007. Motion carried.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

40A Water Line Extension Project Update: the project is expected to be on the Maryland Board of Public Works agenda in December and funding approval by January 2008 at which time engineering will begin.
WWTP Update: the Agreement for Construction was signed and approved by USDA on Monday, November 5th at which time the Notice to Proceed was also issued. The first construction meeting is scheduled for Wednesday, November 14th @ 10 AM in town hall with the first day of construction to begin on Friday, November 16th. (contract time is 548 days with a completion date of May 17, 2009).
Warrenfeltz Spring Building Project: all items are complete and the retainage has been released. 
Boonsboro/Keedysville Regional Water Board Report: Water Board met last night for the annual true up and will hold a second meeting on December 11th. Members would like to submit an additional principal payment on the filtration debt service loan along with the large principal and interest payment in January by applying all reserve funds to the principal leaving a balance of $100,000 in the account to cover the annual payments. Also discussed was the preparation of an RFP for a rate study that should consist of a review of the true up formula and request a per thousand gallon rate from Keedysville in lieu of the 35% and look at a tiered rate for Boonsboro that differentiates commercial users from residential. The Town Manager will prepare a draft RFP to be reviewed by the BMUC.
MAYOR and COUNCIL REPORT: Mayor and Council met on November 5, 2007.  the annual audit was presented for FY07, Sanitation Bid for 2008 was awarded to Pecks Refuse, National Road Heritage Foundation Lease Agreements for Trolley Station & Museum was approved, Triad Geotechnical and Pavement Design Quote for Wolfsville Commons, Boonsboro Rescue Company Request for $50,000 loan to help with new ambulance was approved, Letter of Commitment to the County to pay for Library/Park Parking, permanent full time status of Administrative Assistant Kim Miller was approved, Appointment of Carvel Wright as temporary Zoning Administrator and the Renewal of Hagerstown Magazine Contract was tabled pending further discussion.
