BOONSBORO MUNICIPAL UTILITIES COMMISSION

REGULAR MEETING

SEPTEMBER 9, 2008
The Boonsboro Municipal Utilities Commission held their regular monthly meeting on Tuesday, September 9, 2008 in the Town Hall.  Members present were Chairman Kevin Chambers, Shirley Metz, George Messner, Todd Kennedy, Harold Kirby, and Rob Hutzell.  Also in attendance: Superintendent Bobby Mose, Operator Rick Painter, and Town Manager Debbie Smith.  Guest included Marshall Green and Tom Hackett of CLSI. The meeting convened at 7:00 P.M. 

Motion by Metz, second by Messner to approve the August 14, 2008 Minutes as written.  Motion carried.

Motion by Kennedy, second by Messner to approve the Treasurer’s Reports for August 2008.  Motion carried.  

Motion by Kennedy, second by Hutzell to approve the August 2008 Bills to be Paid. Motion carried.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS:
40A Water Line Extension Project Update/CLSI Drawing Review:  CLSI presentation of the Construction Draft/Drawings presented by Marshall Green and Tom Hackett. They stated that directional boring would minimize the crossing of the road.  Due to the overhead wires running along the waterline route on Route 40A, construction will require a piece of equipment with a lower boom that will not be available until September 16, 2008. CLSI can proceed with the preparation and advertisement for bids without the rock information on the plans, and specify in the RFP that additional information regarding the results of the probes will be forthcoming as an addendum to the bid documents. In the meantime, the Town is coordinating with the State Highway Administration to get a permit to perform the probes and is submitting the associated traffic control plans. CLSI may need more than four (4) months to complete the boring project. CLSI is preparing to submit the design to MDE for approval before the project can be put out to bid.
WWTP Construction Update: The next construction meeting is scheduled for September 17, 2008.  Superintendent Mose stated that the roof and electrical are on schedule.  A developer ad-hoc committee meeting was held on Wednesday, September 3, 2008 concerning developer agreements.  The committee met with the owners of TT&K and King Road Associates, and the results appear to be positive concerning sewer tap purchases.  Comments should be received by the end of September. 
Water Rate and Cost of Service Study Status: Town Manager Smith remarked that reviews are being considered for the rate, but that the rate is not ready to present to the Commission yet.  A water rate proposal has been submitted, and staff is reviewing various options. The cost of service study is under review with ARRO.   
Status of TV Sewer Truck Bid: One (1) bid was received from Ewing Company, of Havre De Grace, Maryland, in the amount of $6,000. Motion by Kennedy, second by Messner to recommend approval of the bid submitted by Ewing Company to the Mayor and Council. Motion carried.
Reservoir Cover Replacement: The Mayor and Council approved the reservoir cover replacement at their September 2, 2008 meeting for the purchase price of $137,764.00 from Hallaton, Inc., as recommended by the Commission.  Notice to proceed will be issued this week, 3 to 4 weeks until project will begin due to the ordering of materials.  The water in the reservoir will not be lowered during the installation of the new cover.  The reservoir fencing will not be replaced at this time due to funding and will be a FY10 budget item.
NEW BUSINESS 
Proposed Ordinance Regulating Hydrant Clearance: The Town Manager’s research states that the Town can maintain landscape issues surrounding hydrants.  Certified notices will be sent to residents giving a warning to clear shrubs within five (5) days.  Attorney Wantz was consulted, and informed the Town Manager that an ordinance is not required for the Town to regulate the clearance surrounding a hydrant on a property. An easement typically should have already been obtained on a property where a hydrant was placed that will allow the Town to enter the property and maintain the hydrant.  As for parking regulations, Article 21-1003 subsection (m) of the Annotated Code on Transportation specifies that a person may not stand or park within 15 feet of a fire hydrant. This can be enforced by the Police Department under traffic regulations, but the issue of red curb enforcement will need to be verified with the State Highway Administration.
Rick Painter stated that the Shafer Park Well Pump is broken, and a new one is on order.

Mayor & Council Report:  Meeting was held on September 2, 2008.  Rosemary James presented the Recycling Task Force first annual report and stated their agenda/activities for the upcoming year.  Approval of the Town Planner’s master degree tuition agreement.  Streetlights were approved for the Park Expansion Project. Held a discussion on the Washington County workforce-housing proposal.  Agreed upon a second year sanitation contract with Peck’s Refuge, with a 3.5% increase to cover fuel charges.   Approval of Amendment Resolution 2008-04 Garbage and Refuse Ordinance. Recommendation and appointment of Dennis Reese to the Police & Public Safety Commission. Park Expansion meeting set for September 16, 2008. Bulk Trash pick-up will be held on October 11, 2007.  Trick-or-Treat will be held on October 30, 2008.
Town Manager Report:  The Town Manager remarked on FEMA and processes to obtain funding. She stated that bi-weekly employee meetings are held in Town Hall to discuss employee and Town needs.  Concerns are being addressed on stormdrain grates that are being pried open through out Town.  Quotes are being obtained for possibly flushing of sewer lines various repairs.
Motion by Metz, second by Kennedy to adjourn the meeting at 9:00 PM.
