BOONSBORO MUNICIPAL UTILITIES COMMISSION

REGULAR MEETING

FEBRUARY 10, 2011

The Boonsboro Municipal Utilities Commission held their regular monthly meeting on Thursday, February 10, 2011 in the Town Hall Conference Room. In attendance were Chairman Kevin Chambers, Assistant Chairman Todd Kennedy, Members Shirley Metz, George Messner, Rob Hutzell and Harold Kirby. Also in attendance were Planning Director Megan Clark and Superintendent Rick Painter. The meeting convened at 7:00 PM. 

Motion by Hutzell, second by Metz to approve the January 13, 2011 Regular Meeting Minutes with amendment made and motion carried.

Motion by Kennedy, second by Messner to approve the Water and Sewer Funds Treasurer Reports for January 2011, and motion carried.  

Motion by Metz, second by Kirby to approve the January 2011 Bills to be paid, and motion carried.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS
Alternate 40 Waterline Connection Notification Process Status: Chairman Chambers stated that a letter was sent from Dave Barnhart of the Washington County Health Department to all of the property owners who have not connected to the waterline on January 21, 2011, noting the connection deadline of January 29, 2011. He further stated that as of February 8, 2011 there are only four (4) remaining properties that need to connect to the waterline out of the original sixty properties. The Commission will further discuss the status in March.
Waste Water Treatment Plant Lighting Expense Review: Chairman Chambers stated that the Town Manager contacted the Town’s representative Dave Kline of Allegheny Power concerning the WWTP lighting expense. The lighting cost for the nineteen (19) lights is $.06 per kilowatt hour, and it was determined that at this time the price is $4.50 per light per month, at the cost of approximately $85.50 for the WWTP lighting each month. Superintendent Painter stated that Denny Reeder inspected the lights at the WWTP, and reported that the bulbs are 70 watt pulsating lights, noting that they are the most high energy efficient bulbs on the market today. It was determined by the Commission that $85.50 a month for lights at the WWTP is not a major cost issue, and that the WWTP lighting review can be a closed item.
Capital Replacement Projects in Keedysville: Chairman Chambers stated that Barry Levey of Keedysville was invited to the January meeting to discuss the Operation and Maintenance Agreement Review and the Keedysville Spring House Modification Review, but he did not attend. Chairman Chambers attended the Boonsboro Keedysville Regional Water Board post-holiday dinner and spoke to Mr. Levey, and Mr. Levey would like to attend the March BMUC meeting to address the items discussed at the January BMUC meeting. Consensus is to invite Mr. Levey to the March meeting.
NEW BUSINESS
Thompson Gas Waterline Extension: Planning Director Clark stated that she received the site plans from Thompson Gas to extend the waterline along South Main Street to the Thompson Gas property, due to the requirement to install a sprinkler system when they rebuild their property. Rather than build a water tower, they are requesting the extension of the waterline and the permission to hook into the 12 inch waterline that ends at the Middletown Valley Bank property by extending it under the road at the Easterday property. Planning Director Clark presented the Commission with the Triad Engineering’s comments, noting that the site plan will also have to go to the State Highway Administration for their approval. The applicant inquired if a Public Works Agreement would be required for the project, and Planning Director Clark stated that she would recommend an Agreement be prepared and forward to Attorney Wantz for his approval. Planning Director Clark made the proposal to forward the site plans with the engineer’s comments to the State Highway Administration, noting that Thompson Gas is anxious to move forward with this project. Motion by Metz, second by Hutzell to accept Planning Director Clark and the Triad Engineering’s recommendation to move forward by sending the Thompson Gas waterline extension site plans to the State Highway Administration for their review and require a Public Works Agreement for this project, and motion carried.
Utilities Budget Mid-Year Financial Review: Chairman Chambers stated that due to Town Manger Smith not attending the meeting, the mid-year financial review will be deferred until the March meeting.
MAYOR & COUNCIL REPORT– K. Chambers. The meeting was held on February 7, 2011. Discussed items included the approval of Resolution 2011-01; to repeal and enact the Washington County Animal Control Ordinance-Revision 4, the Park Drive citizen safety concerns involving vehicle speeding and pedestrian safety, the implementing of the Town Commission Volunteer Interest Form to simplify the application process which will be available in Town Hall and uploaded on the Town website, the Planning Commission re-appointment of Carvel Wright, and the Mid-Year Financial Review.
TOWN MANAGER REPORT – K. Chambers. Chairman Chambers stated that due to Superintendent Painter being unable to attend the 2011 Diamond Awards for Engineering Excellence Banquet on February 3, 2011 at the Hotel Hershey for the nomination by CDM, Town Manager Smith attended as a representative of the Town and Utility Commission. CDM and the Town received a Diamond Award Certificate for Engineering Service for Advance Waste Water Treatment Facility Design of the Waste Water Treatment Plant. Superintendent Painter will hang the award plaque at the WWTP. 
SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORT– R. Painter. Superintendent Painter stated that the transducer was installed at the reservoir and the levels can now be read accurately. He further stated that there may be a leak somewhere, but that they are yet to determine where it is. He also stated that during the 2-3 hour power outage during the snowstorm, power was lost at the water plant at Shafer Park causing damage to two of the chart recorders and well level transducer in the Park well. The well pump will have to be pulled, the spare re-built transducer will be installed, and the water levels will be checked with the well level indicator for accuracy. 
Motion by Metz, second by Hutzell to adjourn the meeting at 8:00 PM.
