BOONSBORO MAYOR AND COUNCIL

PUBLIC HEARING AND REGULAR MEETING MINUTES

August 6, 2007
The Mayor and Council of Boonsboro held a public hearing at 6:45 PM on Monday, August 6, 2007 in the Eugene C. Smith Community Center in Shafer Park to gain public comment on Ordinance 2007-10; Developers Rights and Responsibility Agreements.  In attendance were Mayor Kauffman, Assistant Mayor Long, Councilmen Chambers, Grove, Hawkins, Nuice, Councilwoman Mose, Town Manager Smith, and Police Chief Hewett. The notice of public hearing was advertised in the Herald-Mail on July 31 and August 2, 2007.  There was no public comment and the public hearing closed at 6:50 PM.
The regular meeting session convened at 7:00 PM. with the pledge and invocation.  In attendance were Mayor Kauffman, Assistant Mayor Long, Councilmen Chambers, Grove, Hawkins, Nuice, and Councilwoman Mose.  Also in attendance were Town Manager Smith, Administrative Assistant Hart, Police Chief Hewett, and Attorney Wantz. 
The regular session of the Mayor and Council on Monday, July 2, 2007 closed at 8:15 PM. and moved into executive session to discuss a personnel matter as stated under 10-508-1 of the Annotated Code of Maryland. In attendance were Mayor Kauffman, Assistant Mayor Long, Councilmen Chambers, Grove, Hawkins, Nuice, Councilwoman Mose, and Town Manager Smith.  
Motion by Hawkins, second by Chambers to approve the July 2, 2007 Regular Meeting Minutes and motion carried.
Motion by Chambers, second by Long to approve the July 2, 2007 Executive Session Meeting Minutes and motion carried.
Motion by Grove, second by Mose to approve the Workshop Meeting Minutes for July 30, 2007, and motion carried.

Motion by Hawkins, second by Chambers, to approve the July Treasurers Report and motion carried.
Motion by Grove, second by Chambers to approve the July bills to be paid and motion carried.


GUESTS: Barbara Reeder of 4 Groff Court in Middletown serving as representative for the residents of Wolfsville Commons in Valley View Court presented a petition to the Mayor and Council signed by the residents requesting the Mayor and Council take over ownership and maintenance of their private road in front of their town homes now in complete disrepair, as was done in the rear section of Valley View Court. As with every new road in town, it must be constructed in accordance to the town’s standards prior to dedication and acceptance. In this case, the developer or the HOA has never completed this process since this the construction in 1985. The Mayor agreed that the Mayor and Council should help find a solution to assist the property owners in resolving this matter and suggested that staff apply cold patch to the worst areas of the road until a permanent solution is agreed to. Attorney Wantz questioned the preparation of a deed of dedication that would have to be prepared to give ownership to the town once the area is brought up to town standards, and would the property owners want to include the parking area as part of the deed of dedication for the town to maintain.  If so, the property owners would relinquish their rights to the space and the town could use the area for public parking. This matter needs to be resolved by the property owners.

NEW BUSINESS
Approval of Ordinance 2007-10; Developers Rights and Responsibilities Agreement and Enabling Ordinance: Motion by Chambers, second by Hawkins to approve the Ordinance introduced in July with public hearing held prior to this meeting.  Motion carried.  
St. Paul Street Overlay Contract Award: Town Manager Smith presented the bids for the milling and overlay of St. Paul Street opened on July 11, 2007.  Craig Paving - $64,027.50, L.W. Wolfe - $97,765.00 and Ross Contracting, Inc. - $110,280.00. Motion by Chambers, second by Nuice to approve the Town Manager’s recommendation. Motion carried.
General Engineering/Consultant Services Contract Award: Town Manager Smith presented a Cost and Service spreadsheet comparing the various firms that submitted quotes on June 20, 2007.  After comparing locations and service costs, a motion was made by Grove to recommend Arro.  The vote died for lack of a second.  Motion was made by Chambers to award the contract to Triad in Hagerstown, second by Nuice.  Motion carried with Grove voting No and Hawkins abstaining.
Alt. 40 Water Line Project Extension Engineering Services Contract Award: MDE has approved the M/WBE requirements for the project.  PFA status needs clarification before MDE can obtain full funding approval from the Board of Public Works, but the Notice of Award for the engineering services is being recommended for the design, bidding and construction to CLSI for $73,980 in order to proceed as soon as funding approval is finalized with MDE.  Motion by Chambers, second by Nuice to approve CLSI as recommended.  Motion carried. 
Closing of Shafer Park Drive: The Historical Society is requesting closure of Shafer Park Drive during Boonesborough Days on Saturday and Sunday, September 8 and 9, 2007, to protect the large amount of pedestrian traffic during the two-day event.  Motion by Long, second by Nuice approving request.  Motion carried.
COMMISSION REPORTS
Planning Commission:  Councilman Nuice – Update the Mayor and Council on items discussed at their July 25, 2007 meeting.
EDC: Councilwoman Mose – No EDC meeting held in July
BDDA: Dick Keesecker – Members are working on welcome packets for both new businesses and new residents and are preparing for Boonesborough Days.
Police & Public Safety: Assistant Mayor Long – Members reviewing possible candidates to fill a vacancy, which will be discussed further in September.  Members have been preparing for National Night Out on Tuesday, August 7, 2007.
Police Department Report: Chief Hewett – 395 calls for service in July.  A 50% deposit has been submitted for the new K-9 from donations, with balance due by October 2007.
Utilities: Councilman Chambers – Funding documents are being finalized with MDE and USDA for the WWTP.  The Warrenfeltz Spring Project has a few punch list items pending for completion, but the spring is back online. 
Park Board: Councilman Hawkins – New playground equipment approved, concrete table pads installed, Olde Tyme Christmas will be held on Friday, December 7, 2007.
Town Manager: Town Manager Smith – Update on the status of the recycling issue stating that due to misuse of the current location behind the GESAC building on Orchard Drive, the lease was cancelled and a new location for the county co-mingle unit is being sought.  A Recycling Task Force group has been organized with Councilman Chambers serving as the Mayor and Council liaison to search for alternative methods for recycling.  The first meeting will be held in the Community Center on August 15, 2007 at 7:00PM.
Motion by Chambers, second by Grove to close the regular session at 9:00 PM and move into executive session to discuss two personnel matters and a contractual issue. Motion carried.
