
BOONSBORO MAYOR AND COUNCIL
 REGULAR MEETING MINUTES
January 7, 2008
The Mayor and Council of Boonsboro regular meeting session convened at 7:00 PM with the pledge and invocation.  In attendance were Mayor Kauffman, Assistant Mayor Long, Councilmen Chambers, Hawkins, Nuice, Grove, and Councilwoman Mose.  Also in attendance were Town Manager Smith and Police Chief Hewett.
The regular session of the Mayor and Council on Monday, December 3, 2007 closed at 8:30 PM. and moved into executive session to discuss a personnel matter as stated under 10-508-1 of the Annotated Code of Maryland. In attendance were Mayor Kauffman, Assistant Mayor Long, Councilmen Chambers, Hawkins, Nuice, Grove, Councilwoman Mose, Town Manager Smith, and Police Chief Hewett. 

Motion by Chambers, second by Grove to approve the December 3, 2007 Regular Session Minutes and motion carried.

Motion by Hawkins, second by Nuice to approve the December 3, 2007 Executive Sessions Minutes, and motion carried.

Motion by Chambers, second by Mose, to approve the December 2007 Treasurers Report, and motion carried.

Motion by Grove, second by Mose to approve the December 2007 bills to be paid, and motion carried.

NEW BUSINESS
Entrance Agreement for the Boonsboro, MD Library Branch: conditional approval of the Planning Commission provided a waiver to the County of the Standards for Streets in the Towns Subdivision Ordinance to eliminate the curb and gutter requirement in August 2006 at the County’s request  because these provisions were not included in the Library plans and specifications.  To adhere to the towns standards would require a re-design for stormwater management and an extensive increase in project cost. The conditional approval stipulates that an agreement be provided by the County for the maintenance of the entrance be in effect prior to the issuance of the use and occupancy permit for the building. The Mayor and Council were presented with a draft “Maintenance & Service Agreement for the Boonsboro, MD Library Branch” proposed by the County which includes many provisions relative to certain responsibilities for maintenance and operations of the new library which are being reviewed. An Entrance Agreement was prepared by Attorney Wantz to satisfy the conditional requirement of the Planning Commission stipulating that the County is responsible for the library entrance maintenance and repairs for a period of 10-years and the County shall not be responsible for the routine removal of ice and snow from the entrance road.  Motion by Hawkins, second by Grove to approve the Entrance Agreement.  Motion carried. 

Boonsboro Police Officer Two Year Reimbursement Agreement:  Chief Hewett proposed an agreement that will assist the town in recouping expenditures for training, equipment and uniforms should a new police officer resigns, or employment is terminated, before the twenty-four month probation period has passed.  Discussion by the M&C was to exclude the reimbursement cost listed in Attachment A for the handgun, gun belt and handcuffs because they should be automatically returned to the department and can be utilized by the next officer and to include 6-months salary while attending the training academy.  Motion by Grove, second by Long to approve the Two Year Reimbursement Agreement as discussed to be administered to new hires effective from this date. Motion carried. 
Appointment of New Town Planner as Code Enforcement Officer:  Motion by Nuice, second by Chambers to appoint Town Planner, Megan Clark, as Code Enforcement Officer.  Motion carried. 
Request to Place Park Pavilion Repairs (under CP&P Grant) Out for Bid: The FY08 CPP Grant approved for $77,760 provided funds for new play equipment which has been installed and approximately $22,000 to repair the four pavilions at Shafer Park. A phone request for bids only resulted in 2 bids and the Town Manager is requesting to advertise for bids for the replacement of support posts and the addition of vinyl and soffit. The Mayor and Council also requested an alternate roof bid quote for the same pavilions to match the blue seamless metal roof recently placed on the Warrenfeltz Spring building. Motion by Hawkins, second by Chambers to place Shafer Park pavilion repairs out to bid.  Motion carried. 

Donation Requests:  Reach Care Givers donation of $50. Motion by Hawkins, second by Grove for the $50 donation.  March of Dimes Jail and Bail on January 23, 2008 donation of $100.  Chairwoman Mose will participate by being ‘arrested.’  Motion by Long, second by Grove for the $100 donation on behalf of the Mayor and Council. Motion carried. 

Verizon Phonebook Non-Listed Numbers:  Some of the town’s residents have noticed that the phone number for the Town of Boonsboro is not listed in the Verizon Phonebook. The town switched to AT&T in September 2003 to combine the towns 16 phones accounts into an All-in-One Service Plan at a reduced cost. Verizon was contacted regarding the towns not being listed and was told only Verizon customers are automatically listed in the phonebook and the Town could be included for a substantial listing fee.  Town information is listed on every quarterly newsletter and on the town’s website.  Additional magnets will be ordered with town information for distribution.
Vandalism at New Library: Chairman Hawkins reported occurrences of vandalism in the parking lot of the new Library.  No Trespassing signs will be posted and barriers will be placed at Library entrance.  No one should be at the Library until February.  Mayor and Council agreed.

Request for Boonsboro Rescue Company to use Shafer Park for Carnival May 23 through May 31, 2008:  Boonsboro Rescue Company has requested to reserve Shafer Park for the week before and after the carnival dates, from May 18 to June 7, 2008.  Mayor and Council stated that no equipment is to be set up until after the weekend of the National Pike Festival which is scheduled for Sunday, May 18th. Chief Hewett also requested for Park Drive to be blocked for pedestrians during the week of the carnival.  Motion by Long, second by Grove to reserve Shafer Park and close Park Drive for the Boonsboro Rescue Company.  Motion carried. 

Delegate Request for Office Space: The Mayor and Council discussed Delegate Chris Shank’s request for office space once the library moves to its new location in September and October 2007 stating it would be positive for the town to have him located in Boonsboro again but with the time delay on the construction of the new Boonsboro library, it may be early 2008 before the old library space will even be empty. The M&C did extend the offer for Delegate Shank to relocate to the vacant office on the 2nd floor of town hall until the old library space is available. Delegate Shank’s lease expires on his current office space at the end of February and would like to utilize the 2nd floor office for storage until they can move into the old library. The M&C agreed but stated that Delegate Shank needs to be aware that it may be a minimum of 6 months before we can get into the old library space due to the emptying the area, addressing some minor structural issues,  mildew, etc.

Planning Commission:  Councilman Nuice – No meeting held in December.  Planning Commission will meet with ERM to discuss the Comprehensive Plan update on January 10, 2008.  
Police & Public Safety: Assistant Mayor Long –No meeting held in December.

Police Department Report: Chief Hewett – 304 calls for service in December.  Boonsboro Police gave their assistance during the Smithsburg shooting.   [Mayor Kauffman spoke of Officer Nicholson and the incident in Smithsburg] 

Utilities: Councilman Chambers – The Board of Public Works has approved the Alt. 40 Waterline Grant for $677,500.  The loan portion is to be approved on January 30th.  The Waste Water Treatment Plant excavation is under way, and all progress is on schedule.  Attorney Wantz has completed the review process with MDE and USDA of all of the Developers Agreements.  Boonsboro/Keedysville Regional Water Board met for the FY07 True-Up between Boonsboro and Keedysville, and will meet in January and May 2008
Park Board: Councilman Hawkins – Olde Tyme Christmas went well. Fishing Derby scheduled for Saturday, May 10th.  
Town Manager: Town Manager Smith –

· St. Paul Street Project has been completed.  Awaiting invoice from Craig Paving.
