Chairman W. Carvel Wright called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

Chairman W. Carvel Wright declared the meeting minutes of the August 24, 2010 Regular Meeting of the Planning Commission approved as revised.
NEW BUSINESS
Chairman Wright read a letter of resignation from Planning Commission Thurston Faulder effective September 15, 2010. Town Planner Clark stated there would be a blurb in the Town Fall Newsletter and on the webpage advertising the new vacancy on the Commission. 
RECOMMENDATION TO THE BOARD OF APPEALS: 311 SOUTH MAIN STREET Variance Request 
(BZA10-06)
A request to vary the sign area and height requirements for an electronic sign in the Neighborhood Commercial Zoning District had been made and scheduled for the October Board of Zoning Appeals Meeting. Chairman Wright stated the Planning Commission can make a recommendation for approval, a recommendation for denial, or no recommendation at all. 

The Planning Commission discussed the regulations pertaining to Changing Image Signs and Electronic Display signs and agreed that the Ordinance should be revised to better define the types of signs and regulations pertaining to such.
Member Parmelee stated the applicant is asking to vary all the requirements of the sign and felt that the applicant should be able to conform to the existing regulations in place.

Town Planner Clark stated the regulations for the NC Zoning District state that mechanical readerboard signs are permitted, not electronic signs. She stated she would inform the applicant that his request did not meet the Zoning Ordinance and that the Planning Commission would be working on updating the sign regulations and suggest to the applicant they wait until changes are made to the Ordinance to apply again. A recommendation from the Planning Commission would no longer be necessary.

SOUTH MAIN STREET CONCERNS
Vice-Chairman Maricle expressed concerns about parking, traffic congestion, and safety of pedestrians on South Main Street at both Cronise Market and Mountainside Gardens and Deli. The Planning Commission discussed the current conditions at this location and the impact the new entrance at Phase I King Road development would have on the situation.
Vice-Chairman Maricle made a motion to RECOMMEND TO THE PUBLIC SAFETY COMMISSION TO REVIEW THE PARKING AND SAFETY OF PEDESTRIANS AT CRONISE MARKET AND MOUNTAINSIDE GARDENS AND CONSIDER REQUESTING THE STATE TO IMPLEMENT NO PARKING AREAS ABUTTING BOTH PROPERTIES ALONG SOUTH MAIN STREET. Secretary Koerting seconded the motion. THE MOTION PASSED UNANIMOUSLY. 
PLANNING & ZONING UPDATES

Town Planner Clark stated she had met with King Road Associates to discuss utilities and the preliminary plans will probably be submitted in October.
