BOONSBORO MUNICIPAL UTILITIES COMMISSION

REGULAR MEETING

January 10, 2008
The Boonsboro Municipal Utilities Commission held their regular monthly meeting on Thursday, January 10, 2008 in the Town Hall.  Members present were Chairman Kevin Chambers, Shirley Metz, Todd Kennedy, Harold Kirby, and Rob Hutzell.  Also in attendance were Superintendent Bobby Mose, Operator Rick Painter, and Town Manager Debra Smith. The meeting convened at 7:00 P.M.

Motion by Hutzell, second by Metz to approve the December 13, 2007 minutes as written.  Motion carried.

Motion by Kennedy, second by Kirby to approve the Treasurer’s reports for December 2007.  Motion carried.  

Motion by Metz, second Kirby to pay the bills for December 2007, to include annual lump principal payment on Filtration Debt Service Loan of $203,862.62 leaving an account balance of $100,000. Motion carried.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

40A Water Line Extension Project Update: Loan of $490,000 has completed State Environmental Review Process – The amount of $78,000 for the Design Portion to go before the Board of Public Works on January 30, 2008 at which time loan closings will occur and engineering will proceed. The remaining funds will be presented to the Board of Public Works once actual construction bids are obtained.
WWTP Construction Update: The third construction progress meeting is scheduled for January 16, 2008.  Grading, excavation, and head works foundations have occurred. The first engineering/construction bill has been received and will be forwarded to USDA and MDE for approval and payment. Chairman Chambers suggested making a flow chart for reviews of funding cycle.
WWTP Funding/Developers Agreements Update: Final loan amounts have been confirmed from USDA and MDE.  Reviews will go to Attorney Wantz for finalizing Draft Developers Agreements.  
NEW BUSINESS:
SHA Utility Permit for Extension of 12” Waterline at Middletown Valley Bank: BMUC previously approved the subdivided lot of Middletown Valley Bank for 4-EDU’s and for the installation of a 12” line connecting to the new 12” line in front of Middletown Valley Bank and to be capped at the end until the Stiles Farm is developed for completion of the water line.
New EPA Source Water Monitoring Requirement: MDE does not have sufficient staff to carry out the EPA requirement of the Federal Long Term 2 Enhanced Surface Water Treatment Rule (LT2) and implementation is now being handled by EPA. The LT2ESWTR improves control of microbial pathogens requiring source water monitoring at public water systems that use surface water or ground water under the direct influence of surface water. Based on system size and filtration type, systems need to monitor for Cryptosporidium, E. coli, and turbidity. The Town must send EPA six water samples per month for one year until requirements are met for or below contaminate levels at which point, testing can cease for ten years. Sampling will begin now and run through January 2009.  
Draft Request for Proposal for Water Rate Study: The Regional Water Board discussed the proposed study which is to include 2 phases; phase 1) a revised water rate structure for Boonsboro that incorporates both operational and capital improvements expenses and to tier the rates for residential and commercial users. Phase 2) revise the rate method of currently used for services provided to Keedysville by Boonsboro into a per 1,000 gallon rate. BMUC members agreed to incorporate a section to provide a water audit to provide an evaluation of the systems water loss percentage. An email of the proposed cost of services for the per 1,000 gallon rate will be sent to Barry Levey, and CC Austin Abraham and Matt Hull for approval. 
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Boonsboro/Keedysville Regional Water Board Report: BKRWB Annual Post Holiday Dinner to be held on January 23, 2008.  The next meeting will be held May 7, 2008.  
Mayor and Council Report: Mayor and Council met on January 7, 2008.  Entrance Agreement between the County and the Town of Boonsboro for the Library has been signed and approved. Approval of the Police Department new employee cost agreement.  Appointment of Megan Clark as Code Enforcement Officer.  Advertisement of Park Pavilion Repair Bid.  
Donation to REACH Caregivers and March of Dimes for “Jail & Bail.” The Town is not listed in the Verizon phonebook because the Town is customers of AT&T.

Town Manager Report: Construction horses will be placed at the entrance to the Library until it is opened to the public to help deter vandalism. 
Superintendent Report: Fire Hydrant numbering status.  
Chairman Chambers discussed the Charter Home Rule support request that he received from Donna Brightman.
Motion by Kennedy, second by Metz to adjourn at 8:40 PM.  Motion carried.
