Sewer Rate Increase and Commercial Rate Tier Structure

Effective July 1, 2009, the Boonsboro Municipal Utilities Commission is increasing the residential sewer base rate from $48.00 to $53.00 per quarter for the first 10,000 gallons.  The over-the-minimum rate will go from $2.25 per 1,000 gallons to $2.50 per 1,000 gallons to subsidize the rising costs of operations and maintenance of the town’s sewer system.

Also being implemented is a Commercial Rate Tier structure that is based on a per Equivalent Dwelling Unit (EDU) and a rate per thousand gallons. 

Commercial Water Users rate is $26.00 per EDU plus $3.50 per 1,000 gallons of water used.

Commercial Sewer Users rate is $53.00 per EDU plus $2.50 per 1,000 gallons water used.

A Commercial User is a business that uses two (2) or more EDU’s per billing quarter. One (1) EDU is defined as 250 gallons of water per day or 22,500 gallons of water per quarter, therefore, a Commercial User will be established with a minimum water and/or sewer usage of 45,000 gallons of water per quarter.

Alternate 40 Waterline Extension Project

The town’s water line is being extended along Alternate 40 to Mill Point Rd. at the request of the Maryland Department of the Environment and the Washington County Health Department. The project which started at the end of June was awarded to W. F. Delaughter and Son, Inc. The venture should be completed within 180 days or sooner, weather permitting.  The weekly work schedule is Monday through Friday, 8 a.m. to 3 p.m., and, no major traffic issues are anticipated.
