REGULAR MEETING MINUTES

 NOVEMBER 1, 2010

The Mayor and Council of Boonsboro Regular Meeting Session convened at 7:00 PM in the Eugene C. Smith Community Center with the pledge and invocation. In attendance were Assistant Mayor Howard Long, Council Members Kevin Chambers, Barbara Wetzel, and Janeen Solberg. Also present were Town Manager Debra Smith, Planning Director Megan Clark, Chief Jeffrey Hewett, and Administrative Assistant Kimberly Miller. Mayor Charles Kauffman, Jr. and Council Member Cynthia Kauffman were both absent. Council Member Natalie Mose joined the meeting at 7:35 PM.
Motion by Council Member Chambers, second by Council Member Wetzel approve the September 7, 2010 Regular Session Minutes and motion carried.
Motion by Council Member Chambers, second by Council Member Solberg approve the October 4, 2010 Regular Session Minutes and motion carried.
Motion by Council Member Chambers, second by Council Member Solberg approve the October 25, 2010 Workshop Minutes with amendments made, and motion carried.
Motion by Council Member Solberg, second by Council Member Chambers to approve the October 2010 Treasurers Report and motion carried.
Motion by Council Member Chambers, second by Council Member Solberg to approve the October 2010 Bills to be paid, and motion carried.

OLD BUSINESS

Shafer Park and Stream Clean-Up Day Event Review: Council Member Solberg reported that there was a positive response from the public as 28 volunteers participated during the October 10, 2010 Shafer Park and stream clean-up, which coincided with the 10/10/10 Global Work Party. She stated that the volunteers worked for approximately 2 hours. She extended a thank you to the Town staff and all of the volunteers that assisted in the clean-up effort.
NEW BUSINESS

Municipal Government Works Month Proclamation: Assistant Mayor Long read a proclamation from Mayor Kauffman proclaiming the month of November as Municipal Government Works Month in accordance with the Maryland Municipal League. Motion by Council Member Wetzel second by Council Member Solberg to adopt the Municipal Government Works Month Proclamation. Motion carried.
Request for Sale of 2003 Police Ford Crown Victoria Bid Results: Town Manager Smith stated that the 2003 Ford Crown Victoria was originally donated to the Boonsboro Police Department by the County Sheriff’s Department and was utilized by the Citizens on Patrol Program. After determining the vehicle was in need of major mechanical repairs, it was advertised for bid on October 13 and 14, 2010 with one-(1) bid being received on October 22, 2010 for $375. Motion by Council Member Solberg, second by Council Member Chambers to accept the bid for $375. Motion carried. 
Recommendation to Place Town Vehicles Out for Bid: Town Manager Smith presented a recommendation to advertise for sealed bids, the Town’s 1994 Ford Explorer and the 1994 GMC Utility pick-up truck with plow to be sold “as-is” due to the age of the vehicles. Also proposed was to utilize the funds received from their sale towards the purchase of newer model utility pick-up truck for the Public Works Department. Motion by Council Member Solberg, second by Council Member Chambers to place the vehicles out for sealed bids as recommended by the Town Manager. Motion carried. 
Boonsboro Municipal Utilities Commission Request for Municipal Excise Tax Funds for Capital Improvement Project: Town Manager Smith stated that the Fiscal Year 2011 Sewer Fund Budget does not provide ample funding for implementing new and/or the replacement of Capital Improvement projects. Therefore, the Boonsboro Municipal Utilities Commission is requesting approval from the Mayor and Council for use of Municipal Excise Tax Funds to cover the emergency repair and replacement expense of the Crestview “C” Sewer Pump Station totaling $33,426.00 resulting from the emergency shutdown on September 14, 2010. The Excise Tax Ordinance provisions allow for the Capital Improvements of water and sewer infrastructures. Motion by Council Member Wetzel, second by Council Member Chambers to approve the transfer of $33,426.00 from the Municipal Excise Tax Fund to the Sewer Fund to cover the emergency CIP expense of the Crestview “C” Sewer Pump Station. Motion carried.  
Engineering Analysis Cost to Correct Former Library Basement Dampness Issue: Town Manager Smith stated that the Mayor and Council previously reviewed the summary letter provided by Triad Engineering, Inc. regarding the basement dampness issues in both the town hall and former library. Triad’s recommendation to correct the existing condition in town hall has been implemented with the installation of a dehumidifier in conjunction with the containment and redirection of the down spouts located between the two structures into an existing pipe outlet. Due to the severity of the water issue within the basement area of the former library side, Triad has proposed an estimated cost of $2,000 to perform further investigations to develop the most cost effective and feasible solution. Motion by Council Member Wetzel, second by Council Member Chambers to approve the Triad engineering analysis of the former Library basement not to exceed $2,000. Motion carried. 
Introduction of Ordinance 2010-02; Amendment to the Boonsboro Zoning Ordinance by Adding Certain Provisions to Revise the Sign Regulations: Planning Director Clark stated that the Planning Commission voted unanimously at their October 26, 2010 meeting to recommend the approval to introduce Ordinance 2010-02 to amend the Zoning Ordinance to revise Article 7, Sign Regulations and applicable definitions. She further stated that a Public Hearing would be scheduled prior to the December 6, 2010 regular meeting, with a formal recommendation for adoption during the regular meeting. Motion by Council Member Chambers, second by Council Member Wetzel to approve the introduction of Ordinance 2010-02 and scheduling of the Public Hearing on December 6, 2010 at 6:45 PM. Motion carried. 
Monroe Road Improvements: Town Manager Smith stated that the Mayor and Council requested that she prepare a draft letter on their behalf for review at this meeting to be submitted to the County Commissioners regarding the proposal to repair Monroe Road. Council Member Wetzel stated that she felt the opening paragraph should be more direct and Council Member Chambers stated that although he saw her point, he however felt the letter was fine as presented. Town Manager Smith asked all Council members to provide any proposed changes on the draft letter to her, which would then be submitted to the Mayor for final review, approval, and signature. 
Boonsboro Band Boosters Donation Request: Town Manager Smith stated that the Band Boosters are doing their annual fund drive and that in previous year the Mayor and Council has donated $100. Motion by Council Member Mose, second by Council Member Chambers to donate $100 to the Boonsboro Band Boosters. Motion carried.
COMMISSION REPORTS
Public Safety Commission – J. Solberg. Meeting held on October 14, 2010. Discussions included putting a hold on updating the no-parking areas around Shafer Park due to the possibility of future sidewalks being added around the Park area. 
Park Board – H. Long. Meeting held on October 20, 2010. Discussions included Olde Tyme Christmas plans and acquiring volunteers for the event. 
Utilities Commission – K. Chambers. Meeting held on October 13, 2010. Discussions included the update on the Park Drive water service line replacement project and positive feed-back from the property owner, the Crestview “C” Pump Station emergency replacement status and the request to transfer funds from the Municipal Excise Tax Fund to the Sewer Fund to cover the expense, the North Main Street sewer line semi-annual maintenance report from Roto-Rooter, and the Alternate 40 waterline connection update.
Planning Commission – M. Clark. Meeting held on October 26, 2010. Discussions included Ordinance 2010-02; Amendment to the Sign Regulations, and the review of possible candidates to fill the vacancy on the Commission and the decision to interview additional applicants.
Economic Development Commission – N. Mose. Meeting held on October 20, 2010. Discussions included the announcement of the winners in the Town Scavenger Hunt and plans for next year’s event, the renovations of the Warrenfeltz Building, the decision to donate the Boonsboro mugs to the National Road Heritage Foundation to sell at the Trolley Station, and the Garden Committees plans to install permanent poles to affix the Town’s event announcement signs to.
Council of Governments/Community Outreach – B. Wetzel. The Council of Governments will hold their next meeting on December 2, 2010. Community Outreach will hold their next meeting in January 2011 at the Sheriff Department. 
Police Department Activity Report – Chief J. Hewett. The Police Department received 463 calls for service, which included 42 motor vehicle violations. Arrests for the month of October included one (1) adult for a felony theft and zero (0) juveniles.
