Your items should be placed at the curb by Friday evening, in the same location as your regular household trash.  Any objects not out at that time will have to be stored by the property owner until the next scheduled bulk collection in the spring.  Appliances, including those with Freon will be taken. Cans of paint must be thoroughly mixed with sand or kitty litter and the lids must be securely sealed.  

Items that will NOT be collected are: car batteries, tires, construction and/or remodeling items or toxic materials.
