BOONSBORO MUNICIPAL UTILITIES COMMISSION

REGULAR MEETING

FEBRUARY 12, 2009
The Boonsboro Municipal Utilities Commission held their regular monthly meeting on Thursday, February 12, 2009 in the Town Hall Conference Room.  In attendance were Chairman Kevin Chambers, Assistant Chairman George Messner, Commission Members Shirley Metz, Todd Kennedy, Rob Hutzell, and Harold Kirby.  Also in attendance were Superintendent Bobby Mose, Town Manager Debbie Smith, and Operator Rick Painter. The meeting convened at 7:00 P.M. 

Motion by Kennedy, second by Metz to approve the January 8, 2009 Minutes as written with amendment made, and motion carried.

Motion by Kennedy, second by Messner to approve the Water and Sewer Funds Treasurer Reports for January 2009, and motion carried.  

Motion by Metz, second by Hutzell to approve the January 2009 Bills to be Paid, and motion carried.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

40A Water Line Extension Project Update: Addendum 2 was issued on January 22, 2009 addressing the revised form of proposal pages, pre-bid meeting questions and answers, revised drawings, and the SHA Blanket Permit. Addendum 3 was issued on February 10, 2009 regarding Prevailing Wage Rates, along with a contractor’s questions and answers sheet. Addendum 4 was issued today, February 12, 2009, on the Form of Proposal. Bid opening date is scheduled for February 19, 2009 at 10:00 AM. Notice was received from MDE today informing the Town that the first loan draw request for the project engineering was approved in the amount of $33,240.00, and will be disbursed in the near future. 
WWTP Construction Update: A meeting was held on February 11, 2009.  The project is 82.7% complete. A transformer pad will finish all of the concrete work. Water tightness testing is complete, and has passed all requirements. Equipment is being installed. This month’s work includes delivery of the generator, permanent power installation, hook-up of the potable water to the filter buildings, and the start of the finish grading.

Brian Lubenow has been in contact with Mitchell Welsh, MDE Compliance Enforcement, regarding the lagoon decommissioning process. The RFP for sludge hauling was advertised and bids are due on March 11, 2009. Superintendent Mose, Operator Painter and Town Manager Smith toured the Funkstown SBR Plant today with MES Regional Assistant Greg Brown. 
Notice was received from MDE regarding renewal of the Town’s NPDES Permit which expires on April 30, 2009. CDM is corresponding with Sherman Ashby, Public Health Engineer with MDE’s Municipal Surface Discharge Permits Division, on details regarding monitoring, sampling, and testing requirements for the new plant as well as preparing the new discharge permit application.  

Update on Developer Agreements: The Amendment to the 2006 TT&K, LLC Annexation Agreement was approved by the Mayor & Council on February 2, 2009, along with the submission of their first sewer tap installment payment for 56 taps.  Town attorney Wantz is negotiating with the remaining developers to finalize their agreements by the March 2, 
2009 Mayor and Council meeting. A meeting is scheduled for February 23, 2009 with the Board of Education to discuss school mitigation. 
Water Rate Study Review: A letter dated January 8, 2009 was received on January 12, 2009 from Richard Parks of ARRO in response to the Towns letters dated December 9 and 29, 2008 regarding opting out of the Water Rate and Cost of Service Study. The letter states that $14,970.00 in charges has been incurred on the $17,500.00 contract; of which the Town has paid $8,400.00.  ARRO is requesting the balance of $6,570.00 be paid to cancel the contract. A response letter was mailed to Mr. Parks on January 28, 2009 asking him to attend this evenings meeting as the BMUC discusses ARRO’s proposal. A voice mail was received by the Town Manager stating that Mr. Parks would be out of town and unavailable to attend the meeting.  A discussion was held between the Commission members, and consensus was that further information is needed from Mr. Parks and that they would like for him to attend the March 12, 2009 meeting of the BMUC.
NEW BUSINESS
Warrenfeltz Spring Modification: A proposal was received from Cronise Construction to install deco stone to the Warrenfeltz Spring House, which is the same process used on the Shafer Park pavilions, for $3,600.  The deco stone will be placed around the perimeter of the Spring House to replace the buckling aluminum wrap installed by Hiser Construction.  Hiser submitted a proposal to correct the problem with 5/8 thick PVC for $2,372. Consensus was to table the matter until the March 12, 2009 meeting to give members ample time to visit the site and decide if this is a matter of necessity or aesthetics. 

BOONSBORO/KEEDYSVILLE REGIONAL WATER BOARD REPORT – BKRWB held their Annual Post-Holiday Dinner at Bulls and Bears, in Hagerstown on February 4, 2009 at 6:30 PM.  No meeting is scheduled until the True-Up between Boonsboro and Keedysville in November.
MAYOR& COUNCIL REPORT: Meeting held on February 2, 2009.  New Business included: Approval of the Amendment to the 2006 TT&K, LLC Annexation Agreement, Introduction of Ordinance 2009-01: Zoning Text Amendment to Article 11, Section 1107 of the Boonsboro Zoning Ordinance, the approval of the request to place the 1991 Dump Truck out for Bid, the approval of the request to purchase a stand-on 52-inch lawn mower, the approval of a request to replace the Community Center water fountain, and the approval of proposed dates for the Independence Day Celebration and Spring and Fall Bulk-Trash pick-up days.  The announcement was made concerning the resignation of Mervin ‘Frank’ Nuice from the Council effective January 23, 2009.  A discussion was held on the Council seat vacancy, and it was decided by a 3-2 vote to appoint Cynthia Kauffman to fill the Council seat vacancy and serve the remainder of Mr. Nuice’s term until the May 2010 election.
TOWN MANAGER REPORT: 
· Maryland Rural Water Association Conference: Scheduled for April 19 to 21, 2009 in Ocean City, Maryland.  Two operators from the Town will be selected to attend the conference.  The price is approximately $575 a person.
· The Board of Education has request that the Town install shut off valves at the Boonsboro School Complex to
       isolate the Complex.
· Delegate Shank has made arrangements for a recognition program in Annapolis at the State House on February 25, 2009 to recognize those that were involved in the February 22, 2008 Town fire. Representatives from the 
       Mayor & Council, the Fire Department, and the Town will attend the program. 
· Jury Duty: The Town Manager has been called to serve Jury Duty from March 9 to April 10, 2009.
