BOONSBORO MAYOR AND COUNCIL

REGULAR MEETING MINUTES

 OCTOBER 4, 2010

The Mayor and Council of Boonsboro Regular Meeting Session convened at 7:00 PM in the Eugene C. Smith Community Center with the pledge and invocation. In attendance were Mayor Charles Kauffman, Jr., Assistant Mayor Howard Long, Council Members Kevin Chambers, Cynthia Kauffman, Natalie Mose, Barbara Wetzel, and Janeen Solberg. Also present were Town Manager Debra Smith, Planning Director Megan Clark, Chief Jeffrey Hewett, and Administrative Assistant Kimberly Miller.

· Motion by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman, second by Council Member Solberg approve the September 29, 2010 Workshop Minutes with amendments made, and motion carried.

NEW BUSINESS

Resolution 2010-03; Stormwater Management Ordinance Update: Planning Director Clark stated that on August 25, 2010 Washington County Commissioners adopted the “Washington County Stormwater Management, Grading, Soil Erosion and Sediment Control Ordinance” to meet the requirements of the Annotated Code of Maryland, and that all municipalities in Maryland are being required to adopt an updated SWM Ordinance. She further stated that in the past the Town has adopted Resolutions to adopt the same regulations as Washington County, and that the Ordinance will only affect new sub-divisions. This ordinance was introduced at the regular meeting in September. Motion by Assistant Mayor Long second by Council Member Chambers to adopt Resolution 2010-03; Stormwater Management Ordinance Update. Motion carried.
National Road Heritage Foundation: Warrenfeltz Building Rehabilitation- Phase I - Richard Keesecker and George Messner of the National Road Heritage Foundation addressed the Mayor and Council stating that the foundation has obtained funding to proceed and complete the exterior restoration/rehabilitation of the Warrenfeltz Building. They further explained that Cronise Corporation, who are certified restoration contractors, will be doing the construction estimated at $65,000.00, which will begin around the end of October and hopefully be finished before winter. Mr. Keesecker stated that the building would be named “The Boonsboro Heritage Museum”. The Mayor and Council gave their support of the National Road Heritage Foundation’s restoration of the Warrenfeltz Building.
Automated Emergency Notification System: Town Manager Smith reported that information regarding various types of Automated Emergency Notification Systems have been reviewed by the staff and presented to the Mayor and Council at the Workshop Meeting, with a final recommendation being made by staff to implement a system known as Global Connect. Global Connect, which is currently utilized by the Town of Middletown, is best suited for the Town due to the web-based account access, overall speed, and ease of communication during a crisis, and cost. During the Workshop Meeting, Council Member Wetzel requested that before implementing the Global Connect system that further clarification is made on a Countywide system that she understands is being proposed by January 2011. Town Manager Smith verified this information with County Administrator Greg Murray and Kevin Lewis, Director of the County Emergency Services, whereby funding is being provided to the County by Homeland Security to implement a County-wide Alert Notification System that will have the capabilities to drill down to various levels. Town Manager Smith stated that the proposed countywide system is still in a concept phase and has not yet been discussed with the Board of County Commissioners, and there are no specifications to date that would deem the proposal ready for bidding. She further stated that the County would need to purchase and install all new servers and software and receive program training prior to implementing such a system. Town Manager Smith reported that a Countywide Emergency Notification System most likely will not be ready for bid until mid-year 2011, and that it will have an associated cost to the municipalities. She further reported that the Mayor and Council were notified of these findings and consensus was made to submit the ‘request for information’ letters to the Town residents in their Utility bills, which were mailed on Friday, October 1, 2010 so that the staff could proceed with implementing the Global Connect System. Council Member Wetzel asked if the Town would tap into the County’s system when it becomes available. Town Manager Smith stated that at this time the County has not even discussed their preliminary plans for a system, but that the Town will consider utilizing the County’s system depending on cost when it becomes available. Motion by Council Member Wetzel, second by Council Member Chambers to formally approve the implementing of the Global Connect Automated Emergency Notification System. Motion carried.
New Park Entrance Street Lights: Town Manager Smith stated that during the construction of the new Park entrance, the contractor inadvertently purchased and installed two additional streetlight bases, which were amended in a $1,800 change order. A recommendation is being made to purchase two additional streetlights from Capital Tristate (formerly Hagemeyer) at the cost of $3,534.67 each, to be installed by Allegheny Power to complete the electrical circuitry necessary for the use of the five lights on the right side of the new Park entrance, providing a total of ten park entrance streetlights. She further stated that the total of $7,069.33 is being proposed to be funded from the Municipal Excise Tax Fund. Motion by Council Member Wetzel, second by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman to purchase the two additional streetlights from Capital Tristate at the cost of $7,069.33. Motion carried.
Washington County Energy Purchasing Cooperative Venture: Town Manager Smith stated that during the Council of Governments meeting, Karen Luther, purchasing agent for Washington County, presented information regarding an opportunity for municipalities to participate in the Washington County Energy Purchasing Co-Operative Venture that is based on a County paid broker service that bids for reduced electric service rates. In order to participate in the Co-op, a letter from the Town had to be submitted to Washington County by October 1, 2010 along with a listing of the Town’s electric accounts. She further stated that upon investigation of the Town’s electric accounts, it was determined that the Town is paying a lower per Kilowatt hour rate than the Kilowatt rates provided by the County, which are 7.83 for Type 1 (small commercial/industrial) and 7.07 for Type 2 (medium commercial/industrial). Town Manager Smith reported that further investigation finds that the Town’s Waste Water Treatment Plant has a rate code that does not correspond with the County’s provided rate code sheet, but that the Town is currently paying 6.17 cents per Kilowatt-hour for electric at the Waste Water Treatment Plant. Town Manager Smith made the recommendation to look further into the Town’s account information and possibly consider the next round of negotiations in the Co-Operative Venture in the upcoming months.
Board of Zoning Appeals Appointment: Planning Director Clark stated that the Board of Zoning Appeal is making the recommendation to appoint Paul Gudelski, of 306 Green Fern Circle, to fill the vacancy as the Board’s alternate member for a 3-year term. Motion by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman, second by Assistant Mayor Long to appoint Paul Gudelski as an alternate member of the Board of Zoning Appeals for a 3-year term. Motion carried. Planning Director Clark further stated that the Board members would like to have two alternate members and that Carol Long, of 14 Della Lane, is being recommended as the Board’s second alternate member for a 3-year term. Motion by Council Member Cynthia Kauffman, second by Council Member Chambers to appoint Carol Long as the second alternate member of the Board of Zoning Appeals for a 3-year term, with Assistant Mayor Long abstaining. Motion carried.
Fireworks Date for July 2011: Town Manager Smith presented a proposed three (3) - year fireworks contract and agreement with Fireworks Extravaganza to the Mayor and Council. She stated that the contract stipulates that the Town will pay $4,900.60 per year for the total of $14,701.80, and that the proposed scheduled date for 2011 fireworks display is Friday, July 1, 2011 with a rain date of Sunday, July 3, 2011. Motion by Council Member Wetzel, second by Assistant Mayor Long to approve the three (3) - year contract to Fireworks Extravaganza. Motion carried
Council Member Wetzel asked if the date for the town’s special events have been scheduled for 2011. Discussions included the dates for Green Fest as May 7, Junior Olympic as May 7, the Fishing Derby as May 14, and Wagon Train as May 22. Administrative Assistant Miller stated that she would update the online calendar on the Town’s web site. 
Council Member Solberg announced that the Recycling Task Force will host a volunteer Shafer Park and Stream Clean-Up Day to be held on Sunday, October 10, 2010 from 1:00 to 3:00 PM to coincide with the 10/10/10 Global Work Party. She also announced that the Recycling Task Force would host a Master Gardener forum focusing on Composting on October 26, 2010.

COMMISSION REPORTS
Public Safety Commission – J. Solberg. Meeting held on September 9, 2010. Discussions included updating the no-parking areas around Shafer Park, the issue concerning vehicles parked on the grass near rented Shafer Park pavilions, and juveniles loitering around Marcy's Laundra-Mat parking lot.
Park Board – Cynthia Kauffman. Meeting held on September 22, 2010. Discussions included requesting to update the Shafer Park facility rental agreement to include ‘no parking on grass,’ the suggestion to have the inmates reseed Shafer Park, the plan for an ‘activities sign’ at the Park, plans for Olde Tyme Christmas on Friday, December 3, contacting Service Bands to perform in the Park, the dates for upcoming events to be held in 2011 and the need for additional trash/recycling receptacles and sani-pots, and the need for additional trees in the flood plain along the stream in the Park.
Utilities Commission – K. Chambers. Meeting held on September 9, 2010. Discussions included quotes for the Park Drive water service line replacement, the North Main Street sewer line maintenance report from Roto Rooter, the review of the lighting at the Waste Water Treatment Plant, and a status update on the water supply sources in Town.
Planning Commission – H. Long. Meeting held on September 28, 2010. Discussions included the resignation of Thurston Faulder from the Commission, a recommendation for a variance request at 311 South Main Street to the Board of Appeals, and concerns regarding street safety on South Main Street around Cronise Market and Mountain Side Gardens and Deli.  
Economic Development Commission – N. Mose. No meeting was held in September. Council Member Mose announced that the EDC would host a Scavenger Hunt from October 1 through October 15, 2010 of Town landmarks. Color photo sheets of the 14 landmarks may be picked up at Town Hall, Boonsboro Library, Crawford's, Icing Bakery, Subway, Turn the Page, and Vesta. Only Town residents are eligible to participate, and the completed photo sheets are to be returned to Town Hall by 4:30 PM on Friday, October 15. A drawing will be held for those correctly identifying all of the landmarks, and gift certificates from local businesses will be awarded to the 1st, 2nd, and 3rd place winners.
Council of Governments/Community Outreach – B. Wetzel. The Council of Governments held their meeting on September 30, 2010. Discussions included information regarding the opportunity to participate in Washington County Energy Purchasing Cooperative Venture. Community Outreach will hold their next meeting on October 14, 2010 at the Sheriff Department. 
Police Department Report – Chief J. Hewett. The Police Department received 499 calls for service, which included 50 motor vehicle violations and 36 parking citations. Arrests for the month of September included one (1) adult for possession of CDS paraphernalia and three (3) juveniles for possession of tobacco products. 

Town Manager – D. Smith
· Recommendation to transfer 1997 Ford Crown Victoria to Police Department: Reported that the 2003 Ford Crown Victoria that the COPS Program is currently using is in need of major repair. A recommendation was made to transfer the 1997 Ford Crown Victoria previously used by retired Superintendent Bob Mose to the Police Department to be utilized by the COPS Program and to place the 2003 Ford Crown Victoria out for bids to be sold as is. Motion by Assistant Mayor Long, second by Council Member Mose to approve the transfer of the 1997 Ford Crown Victoria to the Police Department and to place the 2003 Ford Crown Victoria out for bids. Motion carried.
· Maryland Department of Transportation: MDOT Secretary Beverly Swaim-Staley conducted her annual County tour meeting in Washington County at the County Administration Building on Thursday, September 30, 2010 where she requested representation from all municipalities within Washington County to provide the opportunity to speak with her regarding any transportation or highway issues of importance to their towns. Other than the City of Hagerstown, Boonsboro was the only other municipality represented, where it was stated that the 2010 Transit Development Plan shows the need for a fixed service public transportation route to Boonsboro, but at an additional annual operating expense of $92,611. It was requested that the additional funds be allocated to the County’s budget. This was supported by Joe Kroboth and Kristin Aleshire with the Secretary stating that at this point the State is trying to maintain transit funding at the current level and most likely will not be able to increase any allocations. The urgency to re-instate HUR funding was made with the Secretary being sensitive to this issue, by stating that the Governor stated that HUR funding was the last to be cut and will be the first to be reinstated and they do realize the effects it is having on the smaller municipalities. The SHA notice states that Fiscal Year 2011 and 2012 HUR have again been revised based on updated revenue and formula changes during the 2010 legislative session with estimated funds to Boonsboro for Fiscal Year 2011 being $7,345.64 and $7,736.00 from the proposed $16,000.
