BOONSBORO MUNICIPAL UTILITIES COMMISSION

REGULAR MEETING

August 11, 2010
The Boonsboro Municipal Utilities Commission held their regular monthly meeting on Wednesday, August 11, 2010 in the Town Hall Conference Room. In attendance were Chairman Kevin Chambers, Assistant Chairman Todd Kennedy, Commission Members Shirley Metz, Harold Kirby, Jerry Wolfe, and Rob Hutzell. Also in attendance were Town Manager Debbie Smith, Operator Rick Painter, and retired Superintendent Bobby Mose. The meeting convened at 7:00 PM. 

Motion by Kennedy, second by Hutzell to approve the July 8, 2010 Minutes, and motion carried.

Motion by Kennedy, second by Metz to approve the Water and Sewer Funds Treasurer Reports for July 2010, and motion carried.  

Motion by Metz, second by Kirby to approve the July 2010 Bills to be paid, and motion carried.
GUEST
Town Manager Smith presented appreciation gifts for the recognition of the June 30, 2010 retirement of Superintendent Bobby Mose for his 22 years of service to the Town and the Utilities Commission. Mr. Mose thanked the Commission for the gift.
NEW BUSINESS
Proposal to Bid Park Drive Waterline Replacement: Town Manager Smith stated that Mr. Leonard Thomas, of 3 Park Drive, formally requests that the replacement of his waterline on Park Drive be placed out to bid. She explained that an estimated cost of $5,000 was obtained from Huntsberry Brothers for budgeting purposes. Chairman Chambers stated that he would like to have bid proposals submitted including connecting via McKeldin Drive and Potomac Street as Bid A and Bid B. Motion by Kennedy, second by Hutzell to place the Park Drive waterline replacement out to bid as budgeted and discussed. Motion carried.  
MAYOR & COUNCIL REPORT – The meeting was held on August 2, 2010. The Mayor and Council presented recognition awards to Jerry and Virginia Strailman, Richard Hawkins, Sr. and Robert Mose. Discussed items included the approval of Ordinance 2010-01; Street Standards, the request and approval to place the correction/repair of the Town Hall and old Library foundation water seepage issues out to bid, the request and approval to place the Town Hall and Police Station outside security systems out to bid, the proposals for an automated emergency notification system for the Town which will be further discussed at the Workshop meeting, the establishment of a non-profit Friends of Shafer Park Foundation, the naming of Gantz Alley and Gaines Place, and the approval of the MML Resolution urging the State of Maryland to reinstate the Highway User Revenue and State Aide for Police Protection.
TOWN MANAGER REPORT
· Follow up on last months request from Diane Smith, of 20029 Mill Point Road, who had questions regarding the hook-up requirements to the new waterline extended along Alternate 40 and onto Mill Point Rd. Town Manager Smiths stated that there is no financial assistance being offered for the $1,000 tapping fee for connection to the new waterline. She further stated that she contacted Dave Barnhart, of the County Health Department, concerning what will happen to the residents who cannot connect to the waterline within the allotted one-year time period due to their financial situation. Mr. Barnhart replied that those residents that cannot connect to the waterline by the allotted time must submit a letter to him stating why they cannot connect and propose a date as to when they can connect, which will then be forwarded to MDE for review.
· Hydrant flushing has been postponed due to the present drought conditions. When the drought lifts, the Town will be sectioned off into quadrants and certain sections of the Town will be flushed at different times instead of the entire Town at once. The Fire Department is in agreement with these plans.

· Chairman Chambers stated that he would like to see the hydrant software that the Town purchased be put to use and updated in accordance with the Fire Department. Town Manager Smith stated that the software has been update with the last flushing, and that the Alternate 40 connections will be added with this flushing. 
· Loreena Wyand, of 707 North Main Street, contacted the Town to request that her Utility bill be adjusted due having to wash 100 loads of laundry which resulted during the sewer back up that occurred on March 8, 2010. Town Manger Smith stated that she reviewed Mrs. Wyand’s Utility bill over the past few quarters and that the billing is rather consistent. She further stated that there does not appear to be much room to adjust the bill due to access usage, but that she reviewed the usage based on the amount of water and sewer a washing machine uses and determined that an adjustment could be made to reduce the bill by 4,000 gallons, which is a reduction of the bill by $24. Motion by Kennedy, second by Metz to reduce Mrs. Wyand’s Utility bill by $24 due to the sewer back up on North Main Street. Motion carried.  
OPERATOR’S REPORT – Operator Painter stated that Ronnie Harrell began working on the maintenance at the Waste Water Treatment Plan by changing the HVAC filters, and repaired the compressor on an air conditioning unit, which was under warranty. He stated that three sludge hauls were made during the past month. He explained that water levels are holding steady but have come down a bit due to the drought conditions. Leak detection is schedule to begin, and the Waste Water Treatment Plant will also be inspected. 
EXECUTIVE MATTER
The Meeting closed at 7:50 PM and moved into Executive Session as stipulated under Section 10-508(a)(1)(i) of the Annotated Code of Maryland to discuss a personnel matter, with a motion by Kennedy and second by Metz.
