BOONSBORO MUNICIPAL UTILITIES COMMISSION

REGULAR MEETING

SEPTEMBER 9, 2010
The Boonsboro Municipal Utilities Commission held their regular monthly meeting on Thursday, September 9, 2010 in the Town Hall Conference Room. In attendance were Chairman Kevin Chambers, Members George Messner, Shirley Metz, Harold Kirby, Jerry Wolfe, and Rob Hutzell. Also in attendance were Town Manager Debbie Smith and Operator Rick Painter. The meeting convened at 7:00 PM. 

Motion by Metz, second by Hutzell to approve the August 11, 2010 Regular Meeting Minutes, and motion carried.

Motion by Hutzell, second by Kirby to approve the August 11, 2010 Executive Session Meeting Minutes as amended, and motion carried.

Motion by Wolfe, second by Messner to approve the Water and Sewer Funds Treasurer Reports for August 2010, and motion carried.  

Motion by Metz, second by Hutzell to approve the August 2010 Bills to be paid, and motion carried.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS

Chairman Chambers read a Thank you card from retired Superintendent Bobby Mose, and shared the article on Mr. Mose in the Maryland Rural Water Association ‘Circuit Rider.’
NEW BUSINESS
Park Drive Water Service Line Replacement Quotes: Town Manager Smith stated that Crew Leader Greg Huntsberry has obtained four quotes to replace the water service line to 3 Park Drive and presented the bid results to the Commission members. Option 1 includes replacing the existing ¾-inch service line of 220 linear feet from Potomac Street to the meter vault at 3 Park Drive. Option 2 includes installing a new ¾-inch service line of 160 linear feet from McKeldin Drive to 3 Park Drive and installing a new tap. She further stated that Crew Leader Huntsberry is recommending Option 1 and awarding the contract to Huntzberry Brothers, Inc at the cost of $8,150 based on their past construction projects in the town. She stated that $5,000 has been budgeted for this project in Fiscal Year 2011, but that the remaining associated fees could be transferred from the Water Fund Contingency Fund. Motion by Hutzell, second by Metz to award the Option 1 water service line replacement to Huntzberry Brothers, Inc. Motion carried.  
North Main Street Sewer Line Maintenance Report: Town Manager Smith stated that maintenance is scheduled to be performed on the North Main Street sewer line every six month. She further stated that Roto Rooter televised the line between Weis Market and North Main Street and assessed the laterals, but did not complete the televising until today due to issues and repairs to their truck. The preliminary report from Roto Rooter shows that there is still grease in the sewer line with approximately a half-inch build-up in some areas, which is minimal compared to six months ago. They also reported that they found evidence of roots in the sewer line behind the homes on North Main Street. The formal report and any additional information will be provided at the next meeting.
Review of Lighting at the Waste Water Treatment Plant: Town Manager Smith stated that she is in the process of reviewing lighting options at the Waste Water Treatment Plant due to the consistently high electric bill. She further stated that she consulted with Operator Painter and visited the site. She reported that there are 19 lights on top of the SBR building which can not be turned on and off individually, and that Operator Painter feels that having the lights on during the night is a security deterrent to individuals who may try to enter the area and for staff safety. Town Manager Smith will provide the Commission with the cost per month breakdown for lighting at the next meeting and a cost comparison to modify the lighting verses the cost of electricity.
Review of Water Supply Status: Operator Painter stated that there are four water supply sources in the Town. He explained that there have been pressure regulator issues at Shafer Park when the spring is running in conjunction with the well, causing the levels to be higher. He further explained that when the well is not running the levels drop to normal. He stated that Boonsboro Spring and Well #8 has dropped a bit due to dry conditions but are holding steady, and that the Keedysville Spring appears normal, but that there is no way to check the levels other than visually. Operator Painter stated that at this time the Town water supply is holding steady, but that residents should be advised to conserve water. The Commission agreed that the Town’s Fall Newsletter should include a note making residents aware of water conservation. 
Town Manager Smith reviewed the Leak Detection Survey results performed by Fluid Conservation Technologies during the last week of August. She reported that two leaks have been detected within service main lines on Knode Circle and Weldon Court, which are producing 5-25 gallons per minute, and five hydrants have been found to have leaks that are less than 5 gallons per minute. She stated that three of the hydrants are located within the school complex. She reviewed that the report states that no significant leaks were detected, and that due to the small number of leaks a system survey could be performed every two years unless conditions warrant otherwise.
MAYOR & COUNCIL REPORT – K. Chambers
The meeting was held on September 7, 2010. The Mayor and Council presented recognition awards to Julie Green and Denny Hockensmith. Discussed items included the approval of the King Farm Road construction contract award to Huntzberry Brothers, Inc and the Notice to Proceed, the approval of Resolution 2010-03; Stormwater Management Ordinance Update, the approval of the Planning Commission recommendation for re-appointment of Rob Maricle for a consecutive five year term, establishing the date for Trick-or-Treat as Sunday, October 31, 2010, the scheduling of the Fall Clean-Up in the Shafer Park parking lot on Saturday, October 9, 2010 from 8:00 AM to 3:00 PM, the request and approval for Assistant Mayor Long to attend the Maryland Municipal League Fall Conference for one day on Thursday, October 21, 2010 at the cost of $225, the items for an agenda to present to the Washington County Commissioners at their meeting in Boonsboro on Tuesday, September 28, 2010 at 7:00 PM (items include the request for a County Commuter bus service for residents, improvements to Monroe Road, the Homestead Exemption, and the suggestion for an Excise Tax Provision for construction engineering costs), and establishing a date for the September Mayor & Council Workshop Meeting of Wednesday, September 29, 2010 due to the MML Meeting being held in Keedysville on Monday, September 27 and the County Commissioners meeting being held on Tuesday, September 28.
TOWN MANAGER REPORT – D. Smith
·  The Town is undergoing the annual audit of the General, Water, and Sewer Funds, which began on September 7, 2010.
OPERATOR’S REPORT – R. Painter
· The Keedysville Water Plant fluoride solenoid went bad, and lost a good amount of fluoride on the floor. A new solenoid is pending.
· A major issue was discovered at the Waste Water Treatment Plant in the Post (DQ) Equalization tank pressure transducer. Aqua Aerobics installed a new pressure transducer, and the bill is pending. They also provided a spare transducer to replace the damaged one. 
· The new Waste Water permit was received with more stringent requirements for the effluent discharge and three additional sample tests. The Waste Water flows were at 195,000 GPD today, with an average 215 – 220,000 GPD per day.
