 Minutes of a meeting of the Planning Commission 
TUESDAY, MARCH 24, 2015
PRESENT: Chairman Carvel Wright, David Ambrose, Curt Conway, Steve Jamison, David Parmelee, Secretary Kim Koerting, and Mayor and Council Liaison Howard Long Absent: Vice-Chairman Rob Maricle

PRESIDING:      Chairman Wright called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. 
Chairman Wright stated the first portion of the meeting is reserved for information about the development of the Easterday property at the intersection of Alternate 40 and Route 67.

Justin Doty, engineer for the proposed development, presented the Concept Plan for the Easterday Property. He stated a roundabout is planned for the intersection of Route 67 and Alternate 40, with commercial development proposed along the frontage of the property. The rear of the property is planned for single family and townhome homes. The proposed development is under review by State Highway and the Town. Approval has been granted by the County for stormwater management. 
The Commission and citizens discussed traffic from the development. Mr. Doty stated the State Highway Administration reviews a traffic study which studies surrounding intersections and requires the area to maintain passing level of services on the state roads. 

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Chairman Wright declared the Regular meeting minutes of the February 24, 2015 meeting approved as submitted.
NEW BUSINESS
RECOMMENDATION TO THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL: EASTERDAY ZONING MAP AMENDMENTS
Chairman Wright stated a recommendation from the Planning Commission to the Mayor and Council is required for a rezoning application.
The Commission discussed the comments heard at the Public Hearing, regarding traffic, stormwater managements, and the type of development. 

The Commission agreed the areas proposed for rezoning are more appropriate for commercial uses than residential and the neighborhood character is changing with the proposed development.
MOTION by Secretary Koerting, second by Member Parmelee, to RECOMMEND TO THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL APPROVAL OF THE TWO REZONING REQUESTS FOR THE PROPERTIES OWNED BY THE EASTERDAY’S. Motion carried unanimously. 


FY2016 PLANNING, ZONING, AND ENGINEERING BUDGET
Town Manager Clark reviewed the FY2015 Budget. Town Manager Clark stated the $6000 line item budgeted for GIS would not be needed, since GIS was purchased and an upgraded version is not required. She stated Town Engineer Hopkins brought his own personal version of AutoCad, used for engineering design, and his 2001 version would need to be updated, since it is not compatible with newer software.
MOTION by Chairman Wright, second by Member Jamison, to USE THE GIS LINE ITEM TO PURCHASE AUTOCAD, A WORKSTATION, AND PLOTTER. Motion carried unanimously. 

Town Manager Clark presented the proposed FY2016 Planning, Zoning, and Engineering Budget. She stated there is a small increase in the projected revenue due to development review fees. She stated there is a decrease in the expenses, since engineering review fees are no longer paid to a consultant, and a decrease in the GIS line item, as only maintenance fees are required. 
MOTION by Secretary Koerting, second by Chairman Wright, to RECOMMEND TO THE COUNCIL THE FY2016 PLANNING, ZONING, and ENGINEERING BUDGET. Motion carried unanimously. 
PLANNING AND ZONING UPDATES
Town Manager Clark updated the Commission on potential future developments. Chairman Wright updated the Commission on the presentation from WasteZero to various commission members.
