APPROVAL OF MINUTES: Chairman Brady declared the approval of January 13, 2015 Regular Meeting Minutes tabled until next meeting.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS
Tree City Application – Jeff Davidson (Park Board) summarized the application. A subcommittee is recommended from both the BEC and the Park Board to work on the extensive application. Deadline: end of calendar year. Many requirements will need to be fulfilled before submitting final application. DNR contact: Celeste Mariana. 

Pay as You Throw Option – Two people are requested from each Town Board at the Stakeholder meeting in late February. Town Manager Clark will find out exact date and time and will resend invitation to commission members.

Community Garden Development – The Community Garden (CG) Subcommittee presented the preliminary outline and CG Rules. One concern is with the current location by the WWTP. The Town-owned vacant lot across from the High School baseball field is closer to both the senior housing (on School House Ct) and the nearby apartments. These citizens might be most interested in the Garden. Secretary Vesely talked to Steve Garland, BHS FFA Advisor. Steve said springtime isn’t the best time for FFA students to help with the Garden, but SSL Coordinator Sally Poole suggested the newly-formed Leo Club might be a possibility for student help. Next step for the Garden: sending out a community survey about location. The CG Subcommittee is tasked with compiling a survey to send out within the month to BEC members. The consensus was that timing is too short this year (planting season) to get the CG off the ground with all the details that need to be finalized. 

NEW BUSINESS
SWM Project Completion – Intern Beth Seabright completed a SWM plan that would treat most of the South end of Town with a new bio-retention swale in Shafer Park. She also helped with mapping sewer manholes and sewer lines. Town Manager Clark requested giving Beth a $500 stipend for the work completed. Motion made by Secretary Vesely, seconded by Vice Chairperson James, for a $500 stipend and a Letter of Appreciation from the Town be given to Ms. Seabright. Motion Approved.
