
BOONSBORO MUNICIPAL UTILITIES COMMISSION
REGULAR MEETING
December 5th, 2019

The Boonsboro Municipal Utilities Commission (BMUC) held its regular meeting on Wednesday December 5th in the Charles F. “Skip” Kauffman Building’s Meeting Chambers.  Participants included Commission Chair Bob Sweeney and Commission Members Eldon “Jake” Jones, Bobby Mose, Stu Mullendore, Ken Eshbaugh and David Wade.  Also, in attendance were Mayor and Council Liaison Anthony Nally, Town Manager Paul Mantello, Planning and Zoning Manager Ethan Strickler, Water/Sewer Supervisor Pete Shumaker and Public Works Supervisor Greg Huntsberry.  Commission Chair called the meeting to order at 6:05 PM.

Public/Other Comments
There were no public comments

Meeting Minutes
The Regular BMUC Meeting Minutes for November 20th were reviewed by the commission members.   Commission member Stu Mullendore motioned to approve the minutes.  The motion was carried 5-0

Treasurer’s Report
The September Treasurers report was reviewed.  Commission member Stu Mullendore made a motion to approve the report.  The motion was carried 5-0 

Unfinished Business
Boonsboro High School well.  Commission member Mullendore reported that Jeff Prioux has turned the project over to the Washington County Maintenance Department. It is now in process for a RFQ.   It was noted that this endeavor could free up 12 taps.

The Arc application for the I and I has been resubmitted with revisions by Ethan that narrows the scope to predetermined, cure, replacement of pipe and manhole rehabilitation. 

Keedysville Springhouse Weir Wall Repairs.   Belt Construction has given a rough figure of 150 thousand for complete repair of the Weir wall.   This will go out as an RFP in order to meet Town and State bid requirements

Meter Replacement Updates.   There has been no progress since last month.

Water Loss Task Force.  Eric Kitchen provided an update on the analysis by the group.

New Business
Wastewater bid discussion. Prior to the regular meeting, three firms had presentations on this subject, with a question and answer session to follow for each.  During the regular meeting it was decided to further define the scope of work for the project to the bidders.  Enabling the them to adjust their bids to the Towns need.  A decision will be made during the January meeting as to which bid will be forwarded to the Mayor and Council.

Shafer Park Well.   The 8 inch well presently in the Park is chronically losing the ability to pump water needed for future needs of the Town.  A motion to replace the 8 inch well with a 12 inch well was made by Commissioner Mullendore.  It was passed 5-0,  A RFP is being prepared by Pete to meet bid requirements.

Advanced Metering Infrastructure (AMI) is in process.

Quarterly Tap Analysis. The metrics to water loss spreadsheet per tap was presented and reviewed
