
BOONSBORO MUNICIPAL UTILITIES COMMISSION
REGULAR MEETING
February 19th, 2020

The Boonsboro Municipal Utilities Commission (BMUC) held its regular meeting on Wednesday Fenruary 22, 2020 in the Charles F. “Skip” Kauffman Building’s Meeting Chambers. Participants Commission Members Eldon “Jake” Jones, Bobby Mose, Stu Mullendore and Kenny Eshbaugh.  Also, in attendance were Mayor and Council Liaison Anthony Nally, Town Manager Paul Mantello, Planning and Zoning Manager Ethan Strickler, Water/Sewer Supervisor Pete Shumaker and Public Works Supervisor Greg Huntsberry.  Assistant Chair Mullendore called the meeting to order at 6:00 PM.



Public/Other Comments:
There were no public comments

Meeting Minutes
The September 18th Regular BMUC Meeting Minutes were reviewed by the commission members.   Commission Member Jake Jones motioned to approve the minutes.  The motion was carried 4-0

Treasurer’s Report
The January Treasurer’s report was unavailable.  Liaison Nally addresses need to repay GF, from WF and SF.  CM Mullendore motions to repay $219,733.54, from WF, and $75,075.65 from SF.  CM Jones seconds.  The motion passes 4-0.

Unfinished Business:

Meter Replacement Program:  PW Superintendent Huntsberry reports continued progress with meter replacement. 

Keedysville Springhouse Weir Wall Repair & Renovations:  TM Mantello reports near-completion of weir wall project. W/S Superintendent Shumaker informs installation is proceeding smoothly.

Boonsboro High School Irrigation Well:  Commission member Mullendore reports little-to-no progress on the HS well project.  Recommends attending the next School Board Meeting, at Boonsboro HS.

Water Loss Task Force:  TF Chair Kitchen informs modest progress.  The trandsducer measuring depth at the reservoir has been identified to be inaccurate, for the same reason the ultrasonic meter was producing inaccurate results. Leak testing at the reservoir can begin again following reinstallation of transducer and proper calibration.

New Business:

Wastewater Model Contract:  After discussion, commission agrees WRA should be awarded contract.  CM Mullendore motions to award WRA the WW Model Contract, CM Jones seconds the motion.  Motion passes 4-0.

Streambank Restoration – Crestview Pump Station:  TP Strickler advises on scope and timeline for project.  CM Mullendore motions to approve the purchase of planning and design through Town engineering contractor, FSA. CM Mose seconds the motion.  Motion passes 4-0.

Shafer Park Well:  TM Mantello explains the need for more diversity in water sources, in light of weir wall issue.  CM Jones motions to approve planning and design purchase of new well.  CM Mose seconds. Motion passes 4-0.

Mayor and Council Report – Mayor and Council Liaison, Anthony Nally, provided a brief summary of Mayor and Council activities since the last BMUC meeting.

Utilities Report – No Report 

Public Works Report – Greg Huntsberry, Public Works Superintendent.  Greg reported that there are 630 water meters left to be replaced.  Completion rate stands at 57%.   One hundred more meters purchased, 530 left to buy.   The fire hydrant rehab is ready to start.

A motion to adjourn was made by Commission Member Mullendore at 7:30, the Motion approved 4-0.
