The Boonsboro Municipal Utilities Commission (BMUC) held its regular meeting on Wednesday, January 15th in the Charles F. “Skip” Kauffman Building’s Meeting Chambers.  Participants included Commission Chair Bob Sweeney and Commission Members Eldon “Jake” Jones, Bobby Mose, Stu Mullendore, Ken Eshbaugh and David Wade.  Also, in attendance were Mayor and Council Liaison Anthony Nally, Town Manager Paul Mantello, Planning and Zoning Manager Ethan Strickler, Water/Sewer Supervisor Pete Shumaker and Public Works Supervisor Greg Huntsberry.  Commission Chair called the meeting to order at 6:00 PM.

Meeting Minutes
The Regular BMUC Meeting Minutes for December 5th, 2019 were reviewed by the commission members.   Commission member Stu Mullendore motioned to approve the minutes.  The motion was carried 5-0

Treasurer’s Report
[bookmark: _GoBack]The Decembers Treasurers report was reviewed.  Commission member Eldon Jones made a motion to approve the report.  The motion was carried 5-0 


Unfinished Business:

Boonsboro High School well.  Commission member Mullendore reported that Jeff Prioux has turned the project over to the Washington County Maintenance Department. The project has now gone out for bid. An email trail is enclosed with this report.  Good work Stu.   It was noted that this endeavor could free up 12

Keedysville Springhouse Weir Wall Repairs.   The town has preliminarily received a bridge loan from CHIEF of Washington Co. for $150,000 interest free for 1 year.  M&C approval to be gotten during workshop on Jan 21st   This will go out as an RFP in order to meet Town and State bid requirements

Meter Replacement Updates.   At present there are 26 meters left in stock. Gregg recommended buying 100 meters to keep the project on track.  Commissioner Jones moved to purchase 100 additional meters; Motion carried 5-0

Water Loss Task Force.  Eric Kitchen provided an update on the analysis by the group.
Looking at production and bill side meter reading timing.  Looking at negative flow in larger pipes when production flow stops.

New Business

Wastewater bid discussion. The adjusted bids for the three contractors where reviewed.  Commissioner Mullendore motioned t forward the Whitman, Requardt & Associates bid to the M&C for review. Motion passed 5-0

Shafer Park Well.   Further review of the well situation revealed that the pump may be the issue, it is still under warranty if it needs to be replaced.

Advanced Metering Infrastructure (AMI) Presentation- Harry Dodson @ Core & Main. Presentation and discussion on different aspects of this meter reading system.  Cost and deliverables vary.  To be discussed at the next month’s meeting

South End Pump Station Plan Change Review   The contractors requested to change phasing of the project so that phase two will be done before and in conjunction with phase I so the well can be worked on once instead of twice.  The replacements for three pumps and installation of the Wet Well Wizard.  Project completion date is September 20, 2020.  Threshold for EDU were changed from 80 to 15.  Commissioner Wade motion for the changes it passed 5-0
