The Boonsboro Municipal Utilities Commission (BMUC) held its regular meeting on Wednesday, April 22 in the Charles F. “Skip” Kauffman Building’s Meeting Chambers. Also, in attendance were Mayor and Council Liaison Anthony Nally, Town Manager Paul Mantello and Public Works Supervisor Greg Huntsberry.  Commission Chair called the meeting to order at 6:10 PM.



Public/Other Comments:

Meeting Minutes
The Regular BMUC Meeting Minutes for February 19, 2020 were reviewed by the commission members.   Commission member Ken Eshbaugh motioned to approve the minutes.  The motion was carried 5-0  There was not a Commission meeting in March due to community health concerns.

Treasurer’s Report
The February Treasurers report was reviewed.  Commission member Wade made a motion to approve the report.  The motion was carried 5-0 


Unfinished Business:
  
Meter replacement program is rounding to an end.  Commissioner Wade made a motion to purchase the last 175 meters to complete the project,  motion was carried 5-0

Eric Kitchen provided an update to the Water Loss mystery with a partial conclusion that it probably is not a physical loss .   Billing issues will be explored.

Wastewater model update Town Manager Mantello.    WRA has starting mapping manholes.  Weekly updates are proceeding every Friday at 9:00 AM       It is becoming more apparent that less as built documentation is available then originally hoped for.  This may affect fee structure for project as it may entail more surveying.

New Business


Removing Article IX & Resolution to establish BMUC. This Commission will become an advisory group for the Mayor and Council.  Final decisions on budget and future infrastructure needs will pass to the elected officials.

Crestview Pump Station Stream Bank Restoration   Awaiting final design plans for final solution. Paul is writing a grant for funds to eventually redirect the stream.  Thirty thousand dollars approved for temporary repair of the bank

Application for Water Service-Dale Ford   Motion made by Commissioner Wade to approve application, motion carried 5-0

SF/WF monies owed to GF    Discussion entailed monies owed the general fund, some from decades ago.    A 250.000-dollar loan was given the commission from the general fund 

MES Emergency Services Agreement.   With the current community health care issues, it has become more apparent that an agreement with MES needs to completed.  Succession planning for key licensed positions also needs to be addressed.  A motion to enter into an agreement with MES for essential positions was made by Commissioner Wade .   The motion passed 5-0

Town Managers report   Paul Mantello

An RFP for a new well in the park is in process  the health department is closed to non-emergency request at this time.

Rate Study Update.  The study is completed and options for rate structure changes will be taken up next month

A new roof is needed at the WWTP   Needs to be in 21-22 budget

Systems Report- Gregg Huntsberry nothing else to report

Mayor and Council Report – Mayor and Council Liaison, Anthony Nally, provided a brief summary of Mayor and Council activities since the last BMUC meeting.
