
BOONSBORO MUNICIPAL UTILITIES COMMISSION
REGULAR MEETING
September 18, 2019

The Boonsboro Municipal Utilities Commission (BMUC) held its regular meeting on Wednesday September 18, 2019 in the Charles F. “Skip” Kauffman Building’s Meeting Chambers.  Participants included Acting Commission Chair Bob Sweeney and Commission Members Eldon “Jake” Jones, Bobby Mose, Stu Mullendore and David Wade. Also, in attendance were Mayor and Council Liaison Anthony Nally, Councilperson Marilee Kerns, Town Manager Paul Mantello and Public Works Supervisor Greg Huntsberry. Acting Commission Chair called the meeting to order at 6:05 PM. 

Public/Other Comments:
There were no public comments

Meeting Minutes
The August 7, 2019 Regular BMUC Meeting Minutes were reviewed by the commission members.   Commission member Jake Jones motioned to approve the minutes.  The motion was carried 5-0

Treasurer’s Report
The August Treasurers report was reviewed.  Commission member Dave Wade made a motion to approve the report.  The motion was carried 5-0 

Unfinished Business:
Boonsboro High School well.  Commission member Mullendore reported that the drilling and holding tank planning was in progress.  It was noted that this endeavor could free up 12 taps.

Volute Press demonstration is scheduled for 11/1 @ 8am

Strategic Plan initial draft of the mission and vision statement was reviewed.  The next step will be to prioritize objectives and goals.

BMUC Application and Interview Ken Eshbaugh. Mr Eshbaugh did not make the meeting.

120 Monument Drive Refund
Lot 82 known as 120 Monument Drive inadvertently paid for water and sewer tap fees twice due to changes in house plans.  Commissioner Wade moved that that a refund of the one tap fee be given to NVR.  Vote 5-0

County Health Department Water Application Verification-Ford Subdivision
The County recommended water allocations for 4 lots in the subdivision and up to 5 additional taps.  This was not an approval of the additional taps by the Commission as it is an Agriculture easement.  Ethan Strickler will do paperwork for the 4 taps.

WRA Proposal-Wastewater Model
It was discussed that we use the 2016 study for a portion of the proposal and ask for greater focus on the INI issue.   Commissioner Wade motioned for the reviewed plan to be forwarded to the Mayor & Council.  Vote 5-0

SB & Company Proposal-Evaluation of Water Utility Production & Billing.
The council wants to hold this proposal in abeyance until after:
1 Members attend the October 15 training in Williamsport on water audits
2 An ad hoc committee composed of Tony Nalley, Marilee Kerns, Paul Mantello and Eric Kitchen will then do an internal survey in an attempt to find a physical leakage of water or a backend problem with software currently used for billing in an attempt to fix this vexing problem
This and the I&I issue have become critical in acceptance of further grant proposals for the both systems.

Capacity Allocations Policy Revisions
This policy was reviewed for establishment of a reservation system for water and sewer taps. 
 Revisions were discussed and to including reservation forms for applications.  Additional review will be next Tuesday 6:30

The following reports were provided to the BMUC Members.

Town Manager Report – Paul Mantello, Town Manager    Reported two EDUs being billed to one address. The Billing is going to a Lakin Ave. address while another dwelling noted as 51 St. Paul St. and is actually in Fireman’s Alley is also being billed to the Lakin Ave. address.   After much discussion Ethan Strickler is going to do a study to define the address of the second house and report back to the commission.

Town Planner/Zoning Administrator Report – Ethan Strickler, Town Planner/Zoning Administrator Nothing to add  

Mayor and Council Report – Mayor and Council Liaison, Anthony Nally, provided a brief summary of Mayor and Council activities since the last BMUC meeting.

Utilities Report – Pete Shumaker, Water/Wastewater Superintendent.  Was not present

[bookmark: _GoBack]Public Works Report – Greg Huntsberry, Public Works Superintendent.   Reported that last month the water pressure in a Brookside area home was 130 psi, it should be 40 psi.   Greg would like to purchase a pressure and flow data logger with GPRS.   This would give staff a message if the psi of the area spiked.  This has been a continual problem in the area and has been an external cause to several leaks past the town’s responsibility

Greg requested the purchase of 100 water meters for the ongoing replacement initiative.  Commissioner Wade made a motion to purchase the meters.  Motion carried 5-0

A motion to adjourn was made by Commission Member Bobby Mose at 8:20. The Motion was unanimously approved.
