

 BOONSBORO MUNICIPAL UTILITIES COMMISSION

REGULAR MEETING

December 18, 2015
The Boonsboro Municipal Utilities Commission held its regular monthly meeting on Thursday, December18, 2015 in the Town Hall Annex. In attendance were Commission Chairman Terry Davis, Commission Members Bobby Mose, Eric Kitchen, Rob Hutzell, Ray Hoffman and Council Liaison Barbara Wetzel.  Town Engineer Brian Hopkins, Utilities Superintendent Pete Shumaker, and Public Works Supervisor Greg Huntsberry were also in attendance. The meeting convened at 7:00 PM.
· Motion by Member Mose, second by Member Hoffman, to approve the November 13, 2015 Regular Meeting Minutes and motion carried.
· Treasurer Kitchen read the Treasurer’s report for the Water and Sewer Funds. He noted that two certificates of deposit had matured and were deposited into the Sewer Fund Checking Account. He requested for $60,000 to be reinvested in a CD with Middletown Valley Bank as they had offered the highest interest rates and the remainder could be used for the I&I Grant Funding Match. Motion by Member Mose, second by Member Hoffman to Recommend to the Mayor and Council to reinvest $60,000 in a CD with Middletown Valley Bank and use the remainder towards the grant match. Motion carried. 

·  Motion by Member Mose, second by Member Hoffman to approve the November 2015 Water and Sewer Fund Treasurer’s Report
· Motion by Member Hoffman, second by Member Mose to approve the November 2015 Bills to be Paid and motion carried.
· Motion by Member Hoffman, second by Member Mose to allow the treasurer to close the $5731.74 water fund money market account to the water user fund checking account.
· Motion by Member Hoffman, second by Chairman Davis to allow the treasurer to close the $3987.37 sewer fund money market account to the sewer user fund checking account.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

Well#8 Rehab: Superintendent Pete Shumaker said new pipe and a pump were installed.
NEW BUSINESS: 
BKRWB True up:  Chairman Davis, and BKRWB Member gave a brief synopsis of the True Up Meeting held on December 9th. He stated that as a result of less money spent and the Town of Keedysville continuing to pay the electric and telephone bills for the booster pump station, Boonsboro owes Keedysville money back that they have already paid. Motion by Member Hoffman, second by Member Mose to approve the proposed true up payment of $8,104 for FY15, as recommended by the BKRWB.
Special Event Water Usage:  Chairman Davis spoke about developing a policy for bulk water users such as special events in the park.
I&I Project, Phase I Recommendation – Recommendation to Council:   Town Engineer Hopkins recommended accepting the Insituform bid to rehabilitate sewer lines for the first phase of the grant project.   Motion by Member Kitchen, second by Member Hoffman to accept the Insituform Bid and recommend it to the Mayor and Council for approval. Motion carried.
Water Meter Specifications:   The Commission discussed having to make adaptations to the water meter setting and meter size in order to meet the state requirement for single family homes to have individual fire sprinkler systems. Consensus given to Town Engineer Hopkins to move forward with changes to the water specifications.
Fire Flow Testing Application – Recommendation to Council:  Town Engineer Hopkins presented an application used for applicants to request fire flows. The Commission discussed adopting a similar method to ensure staff had ample time to prepare for fire flow requests. Motion by Member Mose, second by Member Hoffman to recommend to the Mayor and Council to set a $150 fee plus $15 technology fee for fire flow testing and to allow staff to develop and institute and application form. Motion carried.
CIP Update:   Chairman Davis presented updates to the Capital Improvements Plan for the water and sewer fund. He reminded the Commission the improvements are paid for from tapping fees from new development. The Commission agreed to the updated items within the Plan. 
CIP Purchase – Turbidity Meters: Superintendent Shumaker stated he had met with Hach for a quote for the turbidity meters for Keedysville Plant as well as turbidity meter in Well 8.  Motion by Member Mose, second by Member Hoffman purchase 4 turbidity meters from Hach. Motion carried. 
Site Plan Review and Recommendation: Dollar General: Town Engineer Hopkins presented the staff report for the proposed Dollar General retail store. He stated the plans have been reviewed in accordance with the Water and Sewer Specifications as well as the APFO, Zoning, and Subdivision regulations. He stated the Dollar General is in the area in which as $3,000 per EDU Fee-In-Lieu Payment is required for sewer improvements, and comments from staff are to be addressed prior to final approval. Motion by Member Mose, second by Member Hoffman to recommend approval of the plans continent upon comments being addressed to the Planning Commission. Motion carried. 
MAYOR AND COUNCIL REPORT – B. Wetzel
· Council Liaison Wetzel shared the activities of the December Council meeting. 
TOWN ENGINEER’S REPORT- B. Hopkins

Stated reviews had been completed on Battlefield Estates, a Dollar General site plan, paving preservation, and permits were still on-going.

Stated the pre-bid meeting for the Manhole Rehab and Flow Monitoring took place earlier in the day and bids were due in January.
UTILITIES REPORT- P. Shumaker 

• Stated new testing has begun at the WWTP, as recommended by MCET. 
• Stated a new meter at the WWTP had been purchased to enable additional testing and up to date results

PUBLIC WORKS REPORT- G. Huntsberry

• Stated staff had completed the installation of the larger commercial meters, a leak on Potomac Street had been repaired, and they were working with Chairman Davis on a door hanger for resident notifications.
Motion by Member Mose seconded by Member Hoffman to adjourn the meeting at 9:15pm. Motion carried unanimously.
