BOONSBORO MUNICIPAL UTILITIES COMMISSION

REGULAR MEETING

FEBRUARY 9, 2012
The Boonsboro Municipal Utilities Commission held their regular monthly meeting on Thursday, February 9, 2012 in the Town Hall 2nd floor Conference Room. In attendance were Chairman Kevin Chambers, Commission Members Todd Kennedy, Shirley Metz, Rob Hutzell, George Messner, and Harold Kirby. Town Manager Debbie Smith, Superintendent Rick Painter, Planning Director Megan Clark and Public Works Crew Leader Greg Huntsberry were also in attendance. The meeting convened at 7:00 PM. 

Motion by Metz, second by Hutzell to approve the 
January 12, 2012 Regular Meeting Minutes as amended, and motion carried.
Motion by Kirby, second by Hutzell to approve the Water and Sewer Funds Treasurer’s Reports for January 2012, and motion carried.  
Motion by Messner, second by Kirby to approve the January 2012 Bills to be Paid, and motion carried. 

UNFINISHED BUSINESS
MDE Water Capacity Plan/MDE Source Water Protection Plan Update: Town Manager Smith stated that the preliminary information still has not been completed for the Source Water Protection Plan, but that it is due this month. She stated that there is a staff level preliminary meeting scheduled for February 22, 2012 at Town Hall for the Water Capacity Plan draft review. Town Manager Smith will contact Keedysville to invite a representative to attend the preliminary meeting, and will report discussed draft review items back to the Commission in March.
NEW BUSINESS
Request for Modification: Ringley Drive: Planning Director Clark stated that she received the final engineering review from Triad Engineering of the Site Plans for Ringley Drive and that the applicant is proposing to modify the 18” minimum utility crossing depth to 12” for a sanitary sewer lateral lot connection and to reduce the lateral cover from 5 feet to 4 feet. Bill Brenan, the engineer representing 8486 LLC, further explained the reasons for the proposed modification to the Commission. Motion by Kennedy, second by Metz to approve the two Requests for Modification: Ringley Drive, and motion carried. 
Thompson Gas Waterline Extension: Existing Customers: Planning Director Clark stated that as part of the construction of the Thompson Waterline Extension on South Main Street, the applicant is responsible for tying into the existing 12” main in front of the Middletown Valley Bank as well as tying the existing customers into the new main. In accordance with the Approved Public Works Agreement for the Thompson Waterline Extension, the Town agreed to reimburse the applicant for “the total cost of materials and labor incurred by the applicant to connect any property (currently connected and served by the public water) that Boonsboro requires the applicant  to connect to the 12” Waterline Extension.” Planning Director Clark provided the Commission with a breakdown of cost to date for finding the connection to Eby’s Garage at approximately $4,500.  Public Works Crew Leader Huntsberry stated after 16 hours of labor, the connection is yet to be located, thus he had instructed Brake to connect Eby’s back to the existing 3” main to ensure the property had water. Town Planner Clark stated that staff is requesting direction from the Commission to determine whether additional exploration should be performed or if a new service line should be installed via jack and bore under South Main Street to connect Eby’s Garage to the new main. She noted the amount on the invoice does not include the cost of tapping the other four customer connections. Chairman Chambers and the Commission agreed since there had been multiple failed attempts to connect Eby’s Garage to the new line and since there are no present issues with the existing line, Eby’s Garage should be left on the current line at this time. In addition, Planning Director Clark reported that during the construction of the water main, a leak was discovered in the Town’s portion of the main near Middletown Valley Bank, and after informing Chairman Chamber of the leak, instructed Charles E. Brake, Company, Inc. to repair the main while on site. The invoice total for the repair is $9,069.90. Staff would be contacting Brake to discuss some of the items on the invoice to determine whether Thompson Gas would be responsible for some of the charges and then provide an update back to the Commission. 
Water Fund Budget Mid-Year Financial Review: Town Manager Smith presented the year-to-date Water Fund Budget Mid-Year Financial Review breakdown for the Commission and stated that is it difficult to determine exactly where Water Fund is budget wise until the third quarter, but confirmed that the Fund is in good condition. Town Manager Smith reviewed Expenses, noting that $115,000 was budgeted for Salaries, which will come in under budget based on Frank Lum Jr.’s hiring date and that Maintenance, and Repairs will be slightly over budget by approximately $9,000. She noted that the Contingency Fund has not been used to date, but may be adjusted for a Major Repair Expense. She noted that the $65,000 revenues projected for the User Fees were based on the projected taps from the King Road construction, which may not occur until early summer. Town Manager Smith stated that she does not anticipate any proposed increases in the Water Fund in the next Fiscal Year. 
BMUC Vacancy: Chairman Chambers stated that there is still a vacancy on the Commission with no interest received to date to fill the vacancy. He asked Commission Members to should continue to inquire if any qualified Town resident may be interested in serving on the Commission to fulfill the remainder of the vacant term through 2013.
MAYOR & COUNCIL REPORT– K. Chambers. The Regular Meeting was held on February 6, 2012 at 7:00 PM. Discussed items included the approval of the Request for Bond Reduction for the Thompson Gas Waterline, the adoption of the Annexation Plan for the McKinney Property and the scheduling of a Public Hearing for 6:30 PM on March 5, 2012, the approval of the 1998 Ford Explorer bid results for $650, the approval to hire Charles Stanford as a Certified Police Officer to fill the vacancy on the Police Department, the approval of the State Highway Administration Salt Use MOU, the approval of Chimney Care Plus, Inc repair quote for the former Library chimney liner, and the approval to extend TK & Son Enterprise’s mowing contract for the 2012 mowing season for the same rate as last year of $925. 
TOWN MANAGER REPORT- D. Smith.

· Town staff is continuing their work with the Fire Department on the ISO rating for the hydrants. Chief Griffith is having a difficult time with obtaining cooperation from Keedysville, which is creating a very unsafe situation. 
· Pete Shumaker has received his Class-5 Operator Certification for the Sewer Plant. The Town now has two certified operators in both water and wastewater.
SUPERINTENDENT REPORT- R. Painter. Stated that Frank Lum, Jr. is progressing very well with learning his job and is very trustworthy. Stated that the WWTP is running smoothly, other than a submersible pump having to be pulled and sent in to be repaired. Stated that a representative from Environmental Technologies brought a group from Pennsylvania to tour the plants to get an idea of how their future plant will operate. Stated that he is waiting for a cost estimate on two of the filters that need to be replaced at the Boonsboro Water Plant. 
Chairman Chambers stated that Superintendent Painter would need to attend the Mayor and Council February Workshop Meeting because he missed the January Workshop Meeting due to being out sick. 
Motion by Messner, second by Metz to adjourn the meeting at 8:25 PM and the motion carried unanimously.
