 BOONSBORO MUNICIPAL UTILITIES COMMISSION

REGULAR MEETING

July 9, 2015
The Boonsboro Municipal Utilities Commission held its regular monthly meeting on Thursday, July 9, 2015 in the Town Hall Annex. In attendance were Commission Chairman Terry Davis, Vice-Chairman Paul Loeber, Commission Members Bobby Mose, Eric Kitchen, Rob Hutzell, Ray Hoffman and Council Liaison Barbara Wetzel.  Town Manager Megan Clark, Utilities Superintendent Pete Shumaker, and Public Works Supervisor Greg Huntsberry were also in attendance. The meeting convened at 7:00 PM.
· Motion by Vice-Chairman Loeber, second by Member Hoffman, to approve the June 11, 2015 Regular Meeting Minutes and motion carried.
· Motion by Member Hoffman, second by Member Hutzell to approved the June 2015 Water and Sewer Fund Treasurer’s Report.
· Motion by Vice-Chairman Loeber, second by Member Hoffman to approve the June 2015 Bills to be Paid and motion carried.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS: 
Leak Detection Survey: Town Manager Clark stated Fluid Conservation Technologies had completed the Leak Detection Survey, as approved by the BMUC. Three leaks had been detected: one in the Town’s side of a service line on Potomac Street, which Huntzberry Brothers had repaired, and two leaks in fire hydrants which staff will be repairing once the parts are in stock. 
NEW BUSINESS: 
Well Maintenance Contract: Town Manager Clark provided the Commission with the contract proposal for the Shafer Park Well Rehab and Maintenance, as proposed and presented last month by USG. She stated the contract has been forwarded to Attorney Wantz for review along with the concerns of the Commission, including the 10-year buyout schedule, inflation costs, performance measures etc. She asked the Commission to review and send her comments as well.
The Commission discussed rehabilitation measures for the well, including using carbon dioxide and moving the pump down further into the well. Staff will follow up on options and costs discussed. 
Public Notification of Rates: Town Manager Clark suggested the Commission send an intermittent notice out to the residents about the new tiered water-sewer rate system. She stated the residents were notified in the most recent water bill and will again be notified in September, when the rate is calculated within their bill. Council Liaison Wetzel suggested the mailing include information about conserving water and how the rate is calculated and Chairman Davis suggested the mailing include information about sump pumps as well. The Commission agreed for an additional notification to be mailed to residents in late August.
Water/Sewer Clerk Recommendation: Town Manager Clark stated Chairman Davis, Mayor Kauffman, and she had begun interviewing eight candidates for the Water/Sewer Clerk. She stated she is requesting approval from the Commission to recommend to the Council that they hire the candidate that she, Mayor Kauffman, and Chairman Davis feel is the most qualified for the position. Motion by Vice-Chairman Loeber, second by Member Hutzell recommend to the Council hiring of a water/sewer clerk. Motion carried unanimously.
Check-Valve Request: Town Manager Clark stated she received a request and signed release from the property owner of 10 Della Lane for the installation of a check-valve request. The Commission discussed the property in question and the policy for sewer back-ups. The Commission agreed information pertaining to the policy for sewer back-ups needed to be posted on the web. Motion by Member Mose, second by Member Hutzell to approve the request to install a check-valve. Motion carried 4-1, with Vice-Chairman Loeber abstaining.

· Council Liaison Wetzel shared the activities of the June Council meeting. 
TOWN MANAGER’S REPORT- M. Clark
• Stated she attended the Maryland Municipal League Convention at the end of June
• Stated she has been contacted by Maryland Rural Development Corporation, who may be able to offer assistance to the Town to help obtain grants for water/sewer infrastructure

UTILITIES REPORT- P. Shumaker 

• Stated the Keedysville Spring House project is complete

• Stated the new septum sleeves have been installed and the flusher for Mill Point Road has been ordered
• Stated the pump in the post EQ needs a new seal rather than being replaced completely

PUBLIC WORKS REPORT- G. Huntsberry

• Stated the leak on the Reeder’s Memorial Home property has been repaired after leaking approximately 200,000 gallons for 3 days
• Stated a small leak was repaired on Mill Point Road on the newer water line, and staff will be repairing the hydrants the leak detection survey indicated needed repaired as soon as the parts come it

Motion by Vice-Chairman Loeber, second by Member Hoffman to move into executive session  as provided under General Provisions Article, §3-305(b)(8), to consult with staff, consultants, or other individuals about pending or potential litigation and motion carried. 
Motion by Vice-Chairman Loeber, second by Member Hutzell to move out of executive session and adjourn the regular meeting at 8:35pm. Motion carried unanimously.
