BOONSBORO MUNICIPAL UTILITIES COMMISSION

REGULAR MEETING

JUNE 9, 2011

The Boonsboro Municipal Utilities Commission held their regular monthly meeting on Thursday, May 12, 2011 in the Town Hall Conference Room. In attendance were Chairman Kevin Chambers, Members Shirley Metz, Rob Hutzell, Todd Kennedy, Harold Kirby, George Messner, and Jerry Wolfe. Also in attendance were Town Manager Debbie Smith and Superintendent Rick Painter. The meeting convened at 7:00 PM. 

Motion by Metz, second by Wolfe to approve the May 12, 2011 Regular Meeting Minutes, and motion carried.

Motion by Wolfe, second by Messner to approve the Water and Sewer Funds Treasurer Reports for May 2011, and motion carried.  

Motion by Messner, second by Metz to approve the May 2011 Bills to be paid, and motion carried.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS
Sewer System Smoke Testing Status: Town Manager Smith stated that she had hoped to have the smoke testing completed by the end of May, but that it has been delayed due to staff training and understanding of the testing process. Based on that, Dave Swain, of Maryland Rural Water, will provide staff technical training on June 15, 2011 at 1:00 PM, with testing slated to begin on or about June 20, 2011. She further stated that the north end of Town would be the first area of testing, working in towards Town and concentrating on the Graystone area. She explained that residents will be notified when the smoke test will occur by placing a public advertisement in the Herald-Mail Newspaper and by placing a ‘door-hanger’ announcement on residents’ front door at least 72 hours before the smoke test begins. The local fire, rescue, and police departments and 911 dispatch will also be notified. 
NEW BUSINESS

King Road Associates, Phase 1 Development Plan: Chairman Chambers stated that Planning Director Clark requested that he present the King Road Associates, Phase 1 Development Plan to the Commission for their approval for 104 5,000-6,000 square foot single-family lots on 44.88 acres. Project notes include the proposal to connect a new 8” sewer line into the existing manhole on Monument Drive adjacent to the Young Avenue Pump Station and gravity flow the sewer into the Young Avenue Pump Station, and the proposal to connect a new 8” waterline to the existing 6” waterline in Young Avenue. Staff recommendation is for the Commissions approval of the Plan contingent upon a Maintenance Agreement for the Young Avenue Sewer Pump Station, the approval from MDE for the by-pass pump construction in lieu of a generator, and the engineering comments addressed. Motion by Kennedy, second by Kirby to approve the King Road Associates, Phase 1 Development Plan with the contingencies, and the motion carried unanimously.  

Election of Officers: Chairman Chambers stated that Section 907 of the Town Charter requires that the Utilities Commission conduct an election of officers every June. The election was as follows:
· Shirley Metz to remain the Treasurer for Fiscal Year 2012

· Rob Hutzell to remain the Assistant Treasurer for Fiscal Year 2012

· Jerry Wolfe to remain the Secretary for Fiscal Year 2012

· Todd Kennedy to remain the Assistant Chairman for Fiscal Year 2012

· Kevin Chambers to remain the Chairman for Fiscal Year 2012

Motion by Messner, second by Hutzell to retain all Commission Officers who currently hold the same position for another Fiscal Year, and the motion carried unanimously.  
Allocation to Repair 2nd Pump in Keedysville: Town Manger Smith stated that Superintendent Painter made the Commission aware at the May meeting that when the Keedysville Spring Pump #1 was re-installed it was discovered that Pump #2 was having problems and was pulled as well. The same situation has occurred with Pump #2 requiring a new bowl assembly, the same as Pump #1, at the estimated cost of $9,876. Superintendent Painter stated Barry Levey has been made aware of the situation and that Pump #2 has been in operation since 2002 and never pulled. Motion by Metz, second by Hutzell to approve the allocation to repair Keedysville Spring Pump #2, and the motion carried unanimously.  
Update on Keedysville Pump House: Town Manager Smith provided an update on the Keedysville Spring House modifications, stating that all work has been completed as discussed at the previous meeting with the exception of the installation of the dehumidifier, which was delivered yesterday. Town Manager Smith will notify Barry Levey and Austin Abraham after the dehumidifier has been installed that all work has been completed as provided in the report to MDE. 
Fiscal Year 2011 Water Fund End of Year Budget Adjustments: Town Manager Smith requested the re-allocation of funds within the Water Budget for year-end budget adjustments. Adjustments included $2,150 to Vehicle Gas and $20,000 to Maintenance and Repair from the Contingency Fund, leaving a balance of $70,847. Motion by Hutzell, second by Metz to approve the Fiscal Year 2011 Water Fund End of Year Budget Adjustments and the motion carried unanimously.  
Fiscal Year 2011 Sewer Fund End of Year Budget Adjustments: Town Manager Smith requested the re-allocation of funds within the Sewer Budget for year-end budget adjustments. Adjustments included $2,400 to Vehicle Gas, $5,500 to Maintenance and Repair, $4,500 to Equipment Expense, and $29,600 to Biosolid Removal, taking $10,000 in funds from Insurance, $22,000 from Electricity, and $10,000 from Chemicals. Motion by Metz, second by Hutzell to approve the Fiscal Year 2011 Sewer Fund End of Year Budget Adjustments and the motion carried unanimously.  
MAYOR & COUNCIL REPORT– K. Chambers. The meeting was held on June 6, 2011. The Public Hearing for the introduction and public input of the Fiscal Year 2012 Budgets was held at 6:30 and the Regular Meeting began at 7:00 PM. Guests included Cindy Beckley-Thomas of the American Cancer Society. Discussed items included the adoption of the General Fund, Water Fund and Sewer Fund Fiscal Year 2012 Budgets and the proposed Sewer Rate increase, the Fiscal Year 2011 General Fund year-end budget adjustments, the approval of the Fiscal Year 2011 street repairs by Huntzberry Brothers, a $100 donation to the Annual Dwight Scott Golf Tournament, the approval of the recommendation to re-appoint Harold Kirby to a 4-year term on the Utilities Commission, the approval of Resolution 2011-02; Ninth Amended and Restated LGIT Agreement, and an update on the success of GreenFest. 
TOWN MANAGER REPORT – D. Smith.
· Town Manager Smith provided the Commission with a letter that was received from MDE notifying the Town that we have been selected to participate in a Capacity Management Plan to evaluate Boonsboro’s water supply capacity. Chairman Chambers stated that MDE’s letter should be sent to Attorney Wantz for his review and input by June 17, 2011. 
· Town Manager Smith attended the first of three meetings required for all municipalities to attend to update the five-year Multi-Hazard Mitigation Plan for Washington County. The next meeting will be in August, with the final in September. The Plan will be submitted to the State and Federal Government for formal approval.
· Town Manger Smith stated that the Mayor and Council has requested that Superintendent Painter occasionally attend their Workshop meetings, possibly on a quarterly basis, for a direct input on Utility topics. 

SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORT - R. Painter.
· Reported that flows have receded at the WWTP, but not down to normal levels.
· Reported that there have been few issues with the water plants, noting that the UV is down at this time. Clear Well cleaning will be scheduled, which is budgeted tri-annually. 

· Superintendent Painter will put together a job description for the hiring of the new Water and Waste Water Operator to present to the Commission at the July meeting.
Motion by Metz, second by Kennedy to adjourn the meeting at 8:15 PM and the motion carried unanimously.
