REGULAR MEETING

JUNE 14, 2012

BMUC MEMBER INTERVIEWS 
Interviews were held to fill the 4-year term vacancy on the Utilities Commission.
6:30 PM: Paul Loeber, of 313 Tiger Way.
6:45 PM: Terry Davis, of 325 Lanafield Circle.
The Boonsboro Municipal Utilities Commission held their regular monthly meeting on Thursday, May 10, 2012 in the Town Hall 2nd floor Conference Room. In attendance were Commission Chairman Kevin Chambers, Commission Members Shirley Metz, Rob Hutzell, George Messner, Harold Kirby, Todd Kennedy, and Ray Grove. Council Member Barbara Wetzel was also in attendance. The Regular meeting convened at 7:10 PM. 
· Motion by Hutzell, second by Grove to approve the May 10, 2012 Regular Meeting Minutes and motion carried.

· Motion by Kennedy, second by Messner to approve the May 2012 Treasurer’s Report and motion carried.

· Motion by Grove, second by Metz to approve the May 2012 Bills to be Paid, and motion carried.
Commission Member Grove stated that he wanted to make the Commission aware of the fact that he will be missing three upcoming meeting due to travel.

NEW BUSINESS
Review & Recommendation to Fill BMUC Member Vacancy: Chairman Chambers stated that two individuals submitted Community Volunteer Interest Forms for serving on the Commission to fill the vacancy created by George Messner after stating that he did not wish to be re-appointed for another 4-year term, and that they were both interviewed before the meeting. He stated that Paul Loeber, of 313 Tiger Way, currently works for the US Corps of Engineers, and does quality inspections for the new Waste Water Treatment Plant and newly added Water Treatment Plant at Fort Detrick. He stated that Terry Davis, of 325 Lanafield Circle, was a Boonsboro Fire and Rescue volunteer, was employed by the City of Rockville, and is certified by MDE in water distribution and wastewater collections. The Commission discussed both individuals’ experience and excellent qualifications, but noted that Mr. Davis has lived in the town longer and that he may have a better understanding and background of the town. It was also noted that Mr. Davis was previously considered to fill the vacancy created by Jerry Wolfe’s departure from the Commission, which Commission Member Grove filled. Commission Member Kirby stated that both men are qualified, that he likes the fact that Mr. Davis is a long time resident of Boonsboro and that Mr. Loeber has an engineering background, and that both men could contribute a lot to the Commission. He stated that he feels that both men are more qualified than he is, and that he would step down if the Commission feels that the two men would improve the performance of the Commission body. Chairman Chambers stated that Commission Member Kirby brings a lot to the Commission, is appreciated for his point of view, and input in discussions and decisions, and that the Commission wants him to remain in his position. Motion by Metz, second by Hutzell to make the recommendation to the Mayor and Council to appoint Terry Davis to serve a 4-year term on the Utilities Commission, with Grove abstaining, and motion carried.

Election of Officers: Chairman Chambers stated that Section 907 of the Town Charter requires that the Utilities Commission conduct an Election of Officers each year in June. The election was as follows:

· Kevin Chambers to remain the Chairman for Fiscal Year 2013

· Todd Kennedy to remain the Assistant Chairman for Fiscal Year 2013

· Shirley Metz to remain the Treasurer for Fiscal Year 2013

· Rob Hutzell to remain the Assistant Treasurer for Fiscal Year 2013
· Secretary for Fiscal Year 2013 will remain open until new Commission Member Terry Davis is asked if he is interested in assuming the position.
Motion by Grove, second by Kirby to retain all Commission Officers who currently hold the same position, with the exception of the Secretary position, for Fiscal Year 2013, and the motion carried unanimously.  
MAYOR& COUNCIL REPORT- K. Chambers, Liaison. The Swearing in Ceremony was held on June 4, 2012 at 6:15 PM for Council Member Barbara Wetzel and newly elected Council Member Sean Haardt. A Public Hearing was held at 6:30 PM for the Public Review of the Proposed Budgets for Fiscal Year 2013. The Regular Meeting began at 7:00 PM. Guests included Nathan Hardy who received the Boonsboro Police Department Scholarship from Chief Hewett, Kevin and Susan Moore of the Civil War Railroad Trail Project, Boy Scout Tom Kersting for his Communication Merit Badge, and retired Council Member Natalie Mose who received a Certificate of Appreciation from Mayor Kauffman for her 6 years of service on the Town Council. Discussed items included updates on the recent Town events including the Junior Olympics, Fishing Derby, Green Fest, Wagon Train, Memorial Day Parade and Ceremony, and the Rescue Company Carnival. Additional items included the approval of the Fiscal Year 2013 Budgets for the General, Water and Sewer Funds, the approval to change carriers for the Employee Life and Disability Coverage Policy, the approval to re-appoint Rob Hutzell to the BMUC, the approval to mail letters to all of the Town residents with information regarding the implementation of the new curb-side recycling program, which will begin July 2, 2012, the approval to send Mayor Kauffman to the MML Convention in Ocean City, and the approval of a $100 donation to the BABI 20th Annual Dwight Scott Golf Tournament. 
Council Member Wetzel stated that she and Town Manager Smith met today with a broker from BidUREnergy (BUE) who is offering the Town a ‘free’ energy supply consultant who will take the current electric billing statements and ‘shop’ for lower electric rate quotes for the Town. She reported that Town Manager Smith would contact other Municipalities that have used this broker to see what their opinions are on the program. She further stated that a letter was mailed to Potomac Edison to request an adjustment for the electric rate billing cost of the past year for the WWTP.  
Motion by Grove, second by Kennedy to adjourn the meeting at 8:12PM and the motion carried unanimously.
