BOONSBORO MUNICIPAL UTILITIES COMMISSION

REGULAR MEETING

JUNE 13, 2013
The Boonsboro Municipal Utilities Commission held their regular monthly meeting on Thursday, June 13, 2013 in the Town Hall Annex. In attendance were Commission Chairman Kevin Chambers, Commission Members Shirley Metz, Harold Kirby, Ray Grove, Terry Davis, Paul Loeber and Bobby Mose. Town Manager Debra Smith, Superintendent Rick Painter, Public Works Crew Leader Greg Huntsberry and Billie Swailes of Triad Engineering were also in attendance. The meeting convened at 7:00 PM. Chairman Chambers announced that Todd Kennedy submitted his resignation effective on May 13, 2013 from the BMUC, BKRWB and Environmental Commission. 

· Motion by Grove, second by Metz to approve the May 9, 2013 Regular Meeting Minutes and motion carried.
· Motion by Kirby, second by Davis to approve the May 2013 Treasurer’s Report as amended and motion carried.
· Motion by Metz, second by Grove to approve the May 2013 Bills to be Paid, and motion carried.
Welcome New Members – Chairman Chambers introduced new Commission Members Paul Loeber, of 313 Tiger Way, and retired Town Superintendent Bobby Mose, of 203 Young Avenue. He stated that they would be replacing members Ray Grove, who served on the Commission for 1 year, and Shirley Metz, who served on the Commission for 20 years. He thanked Harold Kirby and his wife for providing refreshments for the meeting. 
UNFINISHED BUSINESS: Billie Swailes, Triad Project Engineer, provided status updates on the following:
Keedysville Spring House Water Discharge Pipe Replacement: Mr. Swailes stated that an acceptance letter was received on May 16, 2013 from MDE for the permitting to replace the 6-inch discharge pipe at the Keedysville Spring House, noting that it generally takes about 30 days for the MDE review process. He stated that the Town should receive the permit by the end of June and that the Project can then be placed out for bids. Town Manager Smith stated that she has requested that Triad Engineering prepare the bid documents so that they are ready when the permit arrives, noting that Triad will be submitting the RFP for the Project. She reviewed that Keedysville requested that Renn Engineering included the weir modifications and corrections as part of the MDE permit in hopes to streamline the process with MDE, noting that Triad has been instructed that anything related to the weir will be reviewed and billed separately to Keedysville. 

Maple Avenue Waterline Upgrade: Town Manager Smith reviewed that there is a 2 inch line that services 10 homes on the south side of Maple Avenue and that Triad Engineering has proposed to eliminate the 2-inch line and bore across the road to connect those homes to the main on the opposite side of the road, which will then be upgraded from a 4-inch line in certain areas of the road to an 8-inch line, starting in the area of the intersection of Alternate 40 and Route 66. Mr. Swailes presented the final drawing from Triad and Crew Leader Huntsberry assisted in explaining the connection process to the Commission, noting that approval is needed to place the Project out for bid. Motion by Loeber, second by Kirby to approve Triad Engineering’s final drawings and to place the Maple Avenue Waterline Project out for bid, and the motion carried unanimously.

Stouffer Avenue Property Sewer Lateral Re-Location: Town Manager Smith stated that the permit has been received from MDE to cross the stream to the rear of the property located at 12 Stouffer Avenue to relocate the sewer lateral to the manhole behind the house. Mr. Swailes presented the scope of work and RFP from Triad for the Commissions’ review. Motion by Grove, second by Loeber to place the Stouffer Avenue Property Sewer Lateral Relocation Project out for bid, and the motion carried unanimously.
NEW BUSINESS
Election of Officers: Chairman Chambers stated that Section 907 of the Town Charter requires that the Utilities Commission conduct an Election of Officers each year in June. The election was as follows:

· Terry Davis will be the Chairman for Fiscal Year 2014

· Paul Loeber will be the Assistant Chairman for Fiscal Year 2014

· Rob Hutzell will be the Treasurer for Fiscal Year 2014

· Harold Kirby will be the Assistant Treasurer for Fiscal Year 2014
· Secretary for Fiscal Year 2014 will remain open until a Commission Member assumes the position.
Motion by Grove, second by Metz to appoint the BMUC Officers for Fiscal Year 2014 as presented, and the motion carried unanimously.  
Boonsboro-Keedysville Regional Water Advisory Board: Chairman Chambers stated that the Boonsboro-Keedysville Regional Water Advisory Board, under the joint shared water system agreement between Boonsboro and Keedysville, requires that there are two “voting” members and an “alternate” member from each of the Towns. The current BKRWAB requires 2-voting members and an alternate member from each town. Kevin Chambers and Todd Kennedy are the designated voting members with Rob Hutzell as the alternate member for Boonsboro. Kevin Chambers is stepping down and Todd Kennedy has resigned creating 2 vacancies. The Commission discussed who would be best suited to fill the positions and the nominations were as follows: Terry Davis to replace Kevin Chambers; Paul Loeber to replace Todd Kennedy; and Rob Hutzell to remain as the Alternate Member. Motion by Grove, second by Metz to recommend the appointment of the BKRWAB members as presented to the Mayor and Council, and the motion carried unanimously.  
BMUC Member Appointment: Chairman Chambers stated that there is one BMUC vacancy due to Todd Kennedy’s resignation on May 13, 2013, noting that the vacancy was advertised in the newspaper and on the Town’s website. He stated that Ray Hoffman, of 508 North Main Street, submitted a “Community Volunteer Interest Form”. Motion by Grove, second by Loeber to make the recommendation to the Mayor and Council to appoint Ray Hoffman to serve the remainder of Todd Kennedy’s term on the Utilities Commission for the period of 1-year until June 2014, the motion carried unanimously. 


MAYOR & COUNCIL REPORT- K. Chambers, Liaison. A Public Hearing was held at 6:30 PM on May 6, 2013 for the review of the Fiscal Year 2014 Budgets, with no public comments being made. The Regular Meeting began at 7:00 PM. Discussions included the update on the Annual Fishing Derby by Park Board Member Rich Hawkins, the Adoption of Fiscal Year 2014 Budgets, the approval to appoint Paul Loeber and Robert Mose to the BMUC, the approval to hire Michelle Higman as the new Town Clerk replacing Barbara Rodenhiser who will be retiring on July 31, 2013, the approval to advertise two Boonsboro Environmental Commission Internship Opportunities on the University of Maryland’s website, and the approval to donate $100 to the Boonsboro Athletic Boosters, Inc for the 21st Annual Dwight Scott Golf Tournament.
TOWN MANAGER REPORT- D. Smith. 
• Stated that on June 10, 2013 she met with Mark Eisner, of ALWI, to discuss the finalizing of the contract for the MDE Source Water Protection Plan. Mr. Eisner has requested to attend the July BMUC meeting to hold a Public Hearing and provide a flyer to be placed on the Town website. Consensus is to obtain the informational flyer, but another meeting is not necessary. 
• Stated that information would be made available to residents regarding the implementing of the Debt Service for the Waste Water Treatment Plant in the Summer Town Newsletter and Fall Town Newsletter. She stated that the Mayor and Council are proposing a 25% increase of $22.50 per quarter on Utility Bills to begin in January 2014 if there is no new Town development. 
• Stated that the Town has been working with the Fire Department to determine where the strong gas odor is originating from in the area of 101 North Main Street, noting that investigations have been done and the odor is occurring primarily during heavy rainstorms. She stated that a water sample was obtained this week and sent for testing due to the stormwater flowing into the stream in Shafer Park.

SUPERINTENDENT REPORT- R. Painter. 
• Stated that the State of Maryland conducted the Tri-Annual inspection of the WWTP on May 16, 2013, noting that the inspection went well with no violations. 
• Stated that the VFD (Variable Frequency Drives) Conversion Upgrade was completed on the WWTP Water Booster System 
• Stated that the WWTP is now in its 4th year of operation.
• Presented the request for the purchase of a back-up 25 horsepower mixer motor for the SBR at the WWTP from Aqua-Aerobics at the cost of $6,551, plus shipping and distributed the proposal for the Commissions review. Stated that purchasing the back-up mixer motor would enable the Plant to continue running if the current mixer motor would fail. The Commission Members discussed the replacement options, the FY14 Budget, the need to have back-up parts on hand, and determined that the $6,551 could be paid from the Sewer User Fee Fund. Motion by Grove, second by Davis to approve the purchase of a 25 hp mixer motor for the SBR at the WWTP from Aqua-Aerobics at the cost of $6,551 from the Sewer User Fee Fund, and the motion carried unanimously.  
Motion by Grove, second by Metz to adjourn the meeting at 9:00  PM and moved into Executive Session as permitted under Maryland State Article § 10-508(a) Section (8) to consult with staff, consultants, or other individuals about pending or potential litigation, and motion carried.
