

 BOONSBORO MUNICIPAL UTILITIES COMMISSION

REGULAR MEETING

January 14, 2016
The Boonsboro Municipal Utilities Commission held its regular monthly meeting on Thursday, January 14, 2016 in the Town Hall Annex. In attendance were Commission Chairman Terry Davis, Assistant Chairman Paul Loeber, Commission Members Bobby Mose, Eric Kitchen, Rob Hutzell, and Ray Hoffman.  Town Engineer Brian Hopkins, Utilities Superintendent Pete Shumaker, and Public Works Supervisor Greg Huntsberry were also in attendance. The meeting convened at 7:00 PM.
· Motion by Member Mose, second by Member Hoffman, to approve the December 17, 2015 Regular Meeting Minutes and motion carried.
· Treasurer Kitchen read the December Treasurer’s reports for the Water and Sewer Funds. Motion by Member Hoffman, second by Member Hutzell to approve the Treasurer’s reports for December, and motion carried. 
· Treasurer Kitchen read the Bills to be paid report for the Water and Sewer Funds.  Motion by Member Mose, second by Member Hoffman, to approve the bills to be paid and the motion carried.
NEW BUSINESS: 
Yearly Review:  BMUC Chairman Davis gave a report on the activities of the Utilities Commission during calendar year 2015. He stated he is proud and pleased with the progress the Commission and staff is making with water loss, capital improvements, grant funding, and billing. 
Reservoir Building Improvements:  Superintendent Shumaker spoke about interior improvements to the reservoir building that had been completed, and the need for new windows. Consensus to move forward with obtaining quotes for new windows.
2015 Water Audit:   Town Engineer Hopkins spoke about the water audit for 2015 which showed lower net lost water than previous years.

• Stated they would need one more 4” Neptune Protectus III meter for $2,200 for the Middle School after they do some plumbing.  Said they had 66 bad meters this quarter they would replace with ones they had in stock.  Stated the salt pad was done.
Motion by Assistant Chairman Loeber, second by Member Hoffman to adjourn the meeting at 8:23pm and move into executive session. Motion carried unanimously.
