 BOONSBORO MUNICIPAL UTILITIES COMMISSION
REGULAR MEETING
JULY 17, 2014

The Boonsboro Municipal Utilities Commission held its regular monthly meeting on Wednesday, June 11, 2014 in the Town Hall Annex. In attendance were Commission Chairman Terry Davis, Vice-Chairman Paul Loeber, Commission Members Bobby Mose, Rob Hutzell, Eric Kitchen, and Ray Hoffman. Town Manager Megan Clark, Utilities Superintendent Pete Shumaker, Town Engineer Brian Hopkins, and Public Works Supervisor Greg Huntsberry were also in attendance. The meeting convened at 7:00 PM. 
· Motion by Vice-Chairman Loeber, second by Member Hoffman, to approve the June 11, 2014 Regular Meeting Minutes and motion carried.
· Motion by Member Mose, second by Member Hoffman to approve the June 2014 Treasurer’s Report and motion carried.
· Motion by Member Hoffman, second by Vice-Chairman Loeber to approve the May 2014 Bills to be Paid and motion carried.
· Motion by Vice-Chairman Loeber, second by Member Hoffman to approve the June 2014 Bills to be Paid and motion carried. 

PRESENTATION
Mark Sterling and Harry Dotson with HD Supply presented information on Neptune water meters. Information discussed included the cost, lifetime, and data capabilities of the meters. 

UNFINISHED BUSINESS: 
I&I Project Update: Town Engineer Hopkins presented information on studying and identifying I&I projects. He stated minor equipment has been purchased; however the hose and some cc’tving work needs to be completed. Motion by Vice-Chairman Loeber, second by Member Hoffman, to purchase the necessary equipment so a pump-around can be performed as well as areas of infiltration or capacity items identified along Della Lane. Motion carried unanimously. 

Check-Valve Requests: Town Manager Clark updated the Commission on the check-valve requests and waiver of liability forms. She stated Attorney Wantz has reviewed and approved a waiver of liability for when the Town would install any check-valves. Consensus to move forward on the three requests for check-valves along Della Lane, provided the property owners agree to sign waivers. 

NEW BUSINESS: 
CIP Projects: Town Manager Clark stated the Mayor and Council may be obtaining a low interest loan for CIP projects in the General Fund. The Commission discussed the idea of possibly obtaining a loan for some of the Water/Sewer equipment needed and agreed that a new utility truck, vac/con pull-along, and a generator could be funded. The Commission also discussed the need for more storage areas for equipment in the near future. Motion by Vice-Chairman Loeber, second by Member Hoffman, to include projects in with the financing proposal. Motion carried unanimously. 

Project Updates: Public Works Supervisor Huntsberry gave an update on the Maple Avenue Waterline replacement project. He stated approximately 640 feet of pipe had been installed and over 15 feet of rock had been hit when installing the line. He stated other than the rock and a minor change to the alignment to move the line away from the storm drain, the project is going smoothly. Town Engineer Hopkins stated he had inspected over 3,000 feet of new sewer line in Sycamore Run in accordance with the Sanitary Sewer specifications. 

Chairman Davis stated the Boonsboro-Keedysville Regional Water Board had met the previous evening and discussed the MOU for the water tower and booster pump station and he would be presenting information to the Council. 

MAYOR & COUNCIL REPORT- Town Manager Clark. The meeting was held on July 7, 2014. She stated the Council recognized Kevin Chambers for his years of service; introduced a Zoning Text Amendment for domestic chickens and a Ordinance to repeal the $22.50 debt fee; scheduled public hearings for the August 4th Council meeting on the Ordinances, beginning at 6pm; discussed the MML annual conference; approved the Sycamore Run development; approved the solar project at the WWTP lagoon, and deferred the MDE loan for the WWTP construction loan.
