 BOONSBORO MUNICIPAL UTILITIES COMMISSION
REGULAR MEETING
JUNE 11, 2014

The Boonsboro Municipal Utilities Commission held its regular monthly meeting on Wednesday, June 11, 2014 in the Town Hall Annex. In attendance were Commission Chairman Terry Davis, Commission Members Bobby Mose, Rob Hutzell, Eric Kitchen, and Ray Hoffman. Town Manager Megan Clark, Utilities Superintendent Pete Shumaker, Town Engineer Brian Hopkins, and Public Works Supervisor Greg Huntsberry were also in attendance. The meeting convened at 7:00 PM. 
· Motion by Member Mose, second by Member Hoffman, to approve the May 8, 2014 Regular Meeting Minutes and motion carried.
· Motion by Member Hoffman, second by Member Mose to approve the April 2014 Treasurer’s Report and motion carried.

Chairman Davis welcomed new town employee, Town Engineer Dr. Brian Hopkins, P.E. to the meeting. 

ELECTIONS:
Motion by Member Hoffman, second by Member Kitchen to recommend Terry Davis for Chairperson, Paul Loeber for Vice-Chair, Member Hutzell for Treasurer, and Member Hoffman for Secretary. Motion carried unanimously. 

Motion by Member Hutzell, second by Member Kitchen to recommend Member Mose for Assistant Treasurer. Motion carried unanimously.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS: 
Maple Avenue Waterline: Town Manager Clark stated the fiscal year 2015 Water Budget was approved by the Mayor and Council with $160,000 allocated for the Maple Avenue Waterline replacement project. She stated the Council also approved a loan to finance the project, which would open more funding available for other capital projects. She stated at the May meeting the BMUC, the Commission discussed the bids, with the lowest bid coming from Huntsberry Brothers  for $159,950.00 to replace the existing 4” and 2” water line with an 8” main. Motion by Member Hoffman, second by Member Mose, to award the Maple Avenue Waterline Project to Huntzberry Bros for $159,950.00. Motion carried unanimously. 

Weis Market Grease Concerns: Town Manager Clark updated the Commission on correspondence between the attorney’s and engineer’s regarding concerns of an excess amount of grease coming from Weis Market. She stated the engineers’ are recommending Weis mitigate the sewer main from MH26N to MH29N and establish a minimum of grease output at 50mg/L, with monthly monitoring performed by Weis. Any limits over the 50mg/L would be charged an industrial pretreatment surcharge, to be established at a later date. Motion by Member Hoffman, second by Member Kitchen to move forward with sending Weis a letter with the above recommendations. Motion carried unanimously.  

Maryland Water Quality Grant Applications: Town Manager Clark stated she had received the rankings from MDE regarding the two grant application submitted. She stated the replacement of water meters grant application is ranked 39 and the I&I grant is ranked 52. She stated she would update the Commission when she heard more information from MDE. 

Boonsboro Turbidity Meters: Superintendent Shumaker updated the Commission on the replacement of the Boonsboro Turbidity Meters. He stated the proposal cost is $18,000 plus electric since they have to tie into the monitoring system. Motion by Member Hoffman, second by Member Mose to approve the replacement of the turbidity meters. Motion carried unanimously. 

NEW BUSINESS: 
I&I Project Planning: Town Engineer Hopkins presented his first thoughts on the sewer collection system with regards to inflow and infiltration. He stated he has analyzed the trunk line within Shafer Park and feels that this portion of the system is in need of repair and a new alignment since it currently crosses the stream 6 times and is not a straight alignment. He stated the number of stream crossings could be reduced significantly and reduce or eliminate the infiltration from the streams/floodplain entering the terra cotta main.  Replacing with an upside pipe with better slope would provide needed capacity to the trunk main.  In order to verify whether some of the overflows in other portions of the system are from the infiltration, he is proposing a pump-around be performed during the low flow hours and town staff monitor the flows and take photos. Town Engineer Hopkins stated video recording segments of sewer main along Main and Shafer Park must be completed to support the analysis. The Commission agreed to the concept and analysis and discussed the equipment needed to perform the pump around and analysis. Motion by Member Kitchen, second by Member Hoffman to move proceed with the analysis and purchase equipment including a tripod and air monitor, as well as video the lines. Motion carried unanimously. 

Check Valve Requests: Town Manager Clark stated two property owners on Della Lane have requested check valves to potentially eliminate any sewage back-ups in their homes. The Commission discussed the requests and the need for the residents to sign a waiver prior to the installation of the check valves. Motion by Member Mose, second by Member Hoffman, to move forward with the installation of the check valves provided a waiver of liability is signed. Motion carried unanimously. 

MAYOR & COUNCIL REPORT- Town Manager Clark. The meeting was held on May June 2, 2014. She stated the Council approved the FY15 budgets as presented, the Maple Avenue Waterline loan, extended the lease for the National Road Heritage Foundation, EDC projects including recycle bins along Main Street, mural painting on the Maintenance Shop, and powerwashing the old Library, and the reappointment of Ray Hoffman to the BMUC for a four year term.  

TOWN MANAGER REPORT- M. Clark
• Stated the Council is moving forward with the proposed solar project at the old WW lagoon
[bookmark: _GoBack]• Stated Jimmy DeGrange, Mark Austin, and Greg Huntsberry were very appreciative of the opportunity to attend the short course and test results would be mailed in the next 4-6 weeks
• Stated once a pump station analysis is submitted for the Easterday development, a joint meeting with the Planning Commission and Council would be scheduled
• Stated she would be on vacation in July, Town Engineer Hopkins would be present at the next meeting
Chairman Davis stated he would be on vacation as well, and the Commission agreed to reschedule the meeting for Thursday, July 17th

SUPERINTENDENT REPORT- P. Shumaker. 
• Stated the rainfall is causing the flows to rise phenomenally. 
• Stated the booster panel pump needed replaced, otherwise the plants are operating smoothly

PUBLIC WORKS SUPERINTENDENT REPORT- G. Huntsberry
• Stated there was a small leak in Knode Circle which has been repaired

Motion by Member Mose, second by Member Hutzell to close the meeting at 8:17 pm and move into executive session to discuss a personnel matter. Motion passed unanimously.
