BOONSBORO MUNICIPAL UTILITIES COMMISSION

REGULAR MEETING

MAY 10, 2012

The Boonsboro Municipal Utilities Commission held their regular monthly meeting on Thursday, May 10, 2012 in the Town Hall 2nd floor Conference Room. In attendance were Commission Chairman Kevin Chambers, Commission Members Shirley Metz, Rob Hutzell, George Messner, Harold Kirby, Todd Kennedy, and Ray Grove. Town Manager Debbie Smith and Superintendent Rick Painter were also in attendance. The meeting convened at 7:00 PM. 
Chairman Chambers welcomed newly appointed Commission Member Ray Grove. 

· Motion by Messner, second by Kirby to approve the April 12, 2012 Regular Meeting Minutes and motion carried.

· Motion by Kennedy, second by Kirby to approve the April 2012 Treasurer’s Report and motion carried.

· Motion by Metz, second by Grove to approve the April 2012 Bills to be Paid, and motion carried.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

Updates on Status of MDE Water Supply Program Studies: Town Manager Smith provided the Commission with updates on the MDE Supply Program studies. She stated that the Source Water Protection Plan’s first Wellhead Steering Committee meeting scheduled for April 23, 2012 had to be cancelled due to the illness of Washington County Director of Environmental Management Julie Pippel, and that it is rescheduled for Wednesday, May 30, 2012 at 6:30 PM in Town Hall. She stated that she received an update from Whitman Requardt on the Water Capacity Management Plan, noting that they are continuing their process of performing the internal review of the Town’s Capacity Management Plan and that she anticipates the draft Plan submission to MDE in the next week. Town Manager Smith stated that she contacted MDE regarding the Clean Water Sheds Needs Survey and inquired as to why the Town has not been contacted by MCET since the receipt of the notice from MDE in October 2011, which stated that an MCET representative would contact the Town to make an appointment. MDE’s response was that the Clean Water Sheds Needs Survey is still being conducted, that it was started later than anticipated, and that the Town will be contacted by MCET or their contractor to gather the needed information. She further stated that she received notice from MDE in March 2012 regarding the Vulnerability Assessment and Emergency Response Plan and was informed that it would be conducted by Ron Lavender of Maryland Rural Water Association, who has since resigned from his position. She stated that she has not heard from anyone to date and will contact MRWA to see who will be conducting the Plan for the Town.  
NEW BUSINESS
Member Term Expirations/Renewals: Chairman Chambers stated that Commission Members George Messner and Rob Hutzell’s 4-year terms on the Commission expire in June 2012. Commission Member Messner stated that he is not interested in seeking re-appointment at this time, noting that since his retirement he has become increasingly busy and is also serving on the Economic Development Commission; therefore, he will be stepping down from his BMUC position. Commission Member Hutzell stated that he is seeking re-appointment. Chairman Chambers stated that two individuals, Terry Davis of 325 Lanafield Circle and Paul Loeber of 313 Tiger Way, have both submitted Community Volunteer Interest Forms to serve on the Utilities Commission, that their applications will be reviewed and they will be invited to attend the June meeting for interviews. Motion by Kennedy, second by Grove to recommend the re-appointment of Commission Member Rob Hutzell for a consecutive 4-year term on the Utilities Commission to the Mayor and Council and the motion carried unanimously.
MAYOR& COUNCIL REPORT- K. Chambers, Liaison. A Public Hearing was held on May 7, 2012 at 6:45 PM for Ordinance 2012-01; An Amendment to the Zoning Ordinance, Article 6, Parking Regulations. The Regular Meeting began at 7:00 PM. Guests included Bettie Hull of the Boonsboro American Legion and the Proclamation to Miss Poppy 2012, Michaela Wade. Discussed items included the approval of a donation request from the South County Food Pantry, the approval of Ordinance 2012-01; An Amendment to the Zoning Ordinance, Article 6, Parking Regulations, the approval of the purchase of four-4 Main Street planters by the EDC as part of the Downtown Beautification project, the approval to name the four-4 un-named alleyways in Town, the approval of a $600 donation to the Annual Fishing Derby, and the approval to schedule a Public Hearing in July for a Zoning Map Amendment for 309 and 311 South Main Street.
TOWN MANAGER’S REPORT- D. Smith
· Stated that the Public Works staff has been working hard on Work Orders to prepare for the upcoming events in the Town and Shafer Park. 

· Provided an update on Maryland House Bill 366 from the April meeting. Stated that Town Planner Clark contacted Triad Engineering and researched Maryland House Bill 366 regarding Public Safety and Building Standards for mandated automatic sprinkler systems in “all new” townhomes and single-family dwellings effective July 1, 2012. Stated that Planning Director Clark reported that Triad Engineering feels that the Town’s hydrants and water lines are adequate to withstand automatic sprinkler systems. 
SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORT- R. Painter
· Stated that he and Operator Pete Shumaker attend the MRWA Conference in Ocean City, Maryland and that they attended many classes and received a lot of information. 
· Stated that the well pump was pulled 2 weeks ago at the WWTP. It was discovered that a few pieces of pipe needed replaced and that there was a possibility that the pump had not been wired properly because it was causing turbulence in the water along with mud and sediment. Noted that the well is now working fine and everything has been corrected.
· Stated that Ronnie Harrell inspected the HVAC system at the WWTP and discover that there are a few returns that are undersized and in the wrong locations. He will provide a proposal on the cost to correct the returns for the Commissions review and input. 
· Chairman Chambers reported that after Council Member Wetzel’s attendance at the last Commission meeting she proposed that the Mayor and Council submit a letter to Potomac Edison on behalf of the Commission for a rebate on the electric expenses at the WWTP for the past 12 months. He stated that the letter would be signed by Mayor Kauffman and mailed later this week. 

Chairman Chambers inquired if the subcommittee for the BKRWB had met yet to discuss the proposed agreement. Town Manger Smith stated that the subcommittee is still reviewing the agreement and nothing has been proposed to date. 
Chairman Chambers stated that the Public Hearing for the Fiscal Year 2013 Budget will be held on Monday, June 4, 2012 at 6:30 PM. He requested that preliminary information be compiled to help explain the change of the Debt Service charge and the new Sewer Flat Rate in dollars to the public before the next Mayor and Council Workshop.

Motion by Grove, second by Metz to adjourn the meeting at 7:50 PM and the motion carried unanimously.
