 BOONSBORO MUNICIPAL UTILITIES COMMISSION
REGULAR MEETING
MARCH 13, 2014

The Boonsboro Municipal Utilities Commission held their regular monthly meeting on Thursday, March 13, 2014 in the Town Hall Annex. In attendance were Commission Chairman Terry Davis, Vice-Chairman Paul Loeber, Commission Members Bobby Mose and Ray Hoffman. Council Liaison Kevin Chambers, Acting Town Manager Megan Clark, Utilities Superintendent Pete Shumaker, and Public Works Superintendent Greg Huntsberry were also in attendance. The meeting convened at 7:00 PM. 
· Motion by Vice-Chairman Loeber, second by Member Mose to approve the January 9, 2014 Regular Meeting Minutes and motion carried.
· Motion by Vice-Chairman Loeber, second by Member Hoffman to approve the January 2014 Treasurer’s Report and motion carried.
· Motion by Member Hoffman, second by Member Mose to approve the February 2014 Bills to be Paid, and motion carried.
· Motion by Member Mose, second by Vice-Chairman Loeber to approve the March 2014 Bills to be Paid, and motion carried

UNFINISHED BUSINESS: 
Maple Avenue Waterline RFP: Acting Town Manager Clark presented the ad for the Maple Avenue Waterline RFP and the instructions to bidders. She stated she is proposing allow a 45-day bidding process; so bids would be due on May 7th. She stated, with the bids to be opened prior to budget approval, the Commission can include a more exact amount to be placed in the FY15 budget for the project. Motion by Vice-Chairman Loeber, second by Member Mose, to approve the RFP to be advertised and open for a 45-day period, and motion carried unanimously. 

NEW BUSINESS: 
BMUC Vacancy: Chairperson Davis welcomed Mr. Randy Whitsell to the meeting and thank him for his interest to serve on the Commission. The Commission discussed Mr. Whitsell’s interest in serving, his work experience and the duties of the Commission. Chairperson Davis stated the Commission would be interviewing other candidates and would then be making a recommendation to the Mayor and Council. 

Bill Adjustment Request- 6609 Wheeler Road: Acting Town Manager Clark presented a request from the owners of 6609 Wheeler Road to adjust their water bill from January, since an unidentified leak had occurred, and the owners have since corrected the leak. Council Liaison Chambers stated the policy is that if the leak is in the lateral serving the property; there is no adjustment. He stated, the Town can adjust the sewer usage if it is determined that the sewer did not go to the plant. Acting Town Manager stated both she and Town Clerk Higman were unaware of the policy. 

Town Farm Water: Acting Town Manager Clark stated due to new nutrient management regulations; the Council had requested an evaluation of the well that currently serves as a backup to the WWTP to possibly serve the Town Farm property for the purpose of providing water to the existing livestock on the property. She stated Triad had performed an evaluation of the well and found that while the well could provide service to the Town Farm, the well currently does not have enough capacity to serve the decanting process of the WWTP, should the system need to rely on the well. Town Manager Clark stated the Maryland Department of Agriculture provides a grant for 87.5 percent of the costs to extend water to a property and the Commission may want to consider the grant opportunity and extend public water to the plant. The Commission discussed the options and agreed the well should be evaluated further to see what would be needed to provide enough water for the decanting process. Motion by Vice-Chairman Loeber, second by Hoffman, to request a proposal from Triad to evaluate the well, and motion carried unanimously. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Keedysville Meter Installation: Acting Town Manager Clark stated Keedysville Town Administrator Rick Bishop had asked whether the Town installing meters when they need to be replaced. Chairperson Davis supported the idea as it would allow the Town to have a better idea of the number of meters being replaced and to ensure the job is being done correctly. Liaison Chambers stated he would support the idea provided the Town would not be liable for any leaks or breaks that could occur as well as malfunctions with the meter. Consensus was given to check with LGIT about liability. 

FY15 Budget Discussion: Acting Town Manager Clark stated she would begin working on the budget and have a draft for the Commission at the April meeting. 
Sanitary Sewer Connection Compliance Ordinance: Vice-Chairperson Loeber presented a Certificate of Compliance that he thought would be appropriate to use with the Ordinance. Acting Town Manager Clark stated she would begin to work on the draft Ordinance and bring back to the Commission in the next few months. 

MAYOR & COUNCIL REPORT- K. Chambers, Liaison. The meeting was held on March 3, 2014. Jessica Renner, Member of Boonsboro Environmental Commission Chairperson, presented the BEC Strategic Plan Executive Summary. Discussions included hiring a new police officer, awarding the LED Lighting Upgrade/Retrofit Project to Shepherd Electric Supply at the total cost of $23,519.70, after rebates, as part of the MEA Grant Energy Projects, repealing Resolution 2012-05 and adopt Resolution 2014-01 to add two additional permanent members to the Boonsboro Environmental Commission, approving the engineering proposal for $10,000 from Triad Engineering for the Shafer Park Overflow Parking Lot Project, submitting a Letter of Intent to RER Energy Group to take the next step towards solar energy at the WWTP, approving the update of the 2007 Zoning Map, the Annual Easter Egg Hunt in Shafer Park on Saturday, April 19, 2014, the Post 10 Ladies Auxiliary Memorial Day Parade and wreath ceremony on May 25, 2014, EDC Member Reappointments, and the approval of a picnic license for a beer garden at Green Fest on May 10, 2014. 

ACTING TOWN MANAGER REPORT- M. Clark
• Stated MDE would be advertising the WWTP Renewal Application as part of the review process
• Stated more information had been provided to MDE about the MD WQFA Grant for water meters
• Stated she Mayor and Council had given consensus to move forward with a $100,000 grant request through the Appalachian Regional Commission for an I&I Study 
• Reminded the Commission of the Joint Meeting with the Planning Commission on March 25, 2014 at 7pm in the Town Hall Annex

SUPERINTENDENT REPORT- P. Shumaker. 
• Stated that the system is operating well and there hasn’t been any major repair items recently.
