

 BOONSBORO MUNICIPAL UTILITIES COMMISSION

REGULAR MEETING

May 12, 2016
The Boonsboro Municipal Utilities Commission held its regular monthly meeting on Thursday, May 12, 2016 in the 2nd Floor Conference Room of Town Hall. In attendance were Commission Chairman Terry Davis, Assistant Chairman Paul Loeber, Commission Members Bobby Mose, Eric Kitchen, Ray Hoffman, and Council Member Barbara Wetzel.  Town Manager Megan Clark, Town Engineer Brian Hopkins and Utilities Superintendent Pete Shumaker were also in attendance. The meeting convened at 7:00 PM.
· Motion by Member Vice-Chairman Loeber, second by Member Mose, to approve the April Regular Meeting and Executive Minutes and motion carried.
· Treasurer Kitchen read the April Treasurer’s reports for the Water and Sewer Funds. Motion by Member Vice-Chairman Loeber, second by Member Hoffman to approve the Treasurer’s reports for April, and motion carried. 
· Treasurer Kitchen read the Bills to be paid report for the Water and Sewer Funds.  Motion by Vice-Chairman Loeber, second by Member Hoffman, to approve the bills to be paid and the motion carried.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS: 

Drying Bed Facility - Demonstration: Town Engineer Hopkins reported that Envirep is performing a demo of the volute screw press in Manchester on Thursday, May 26th. Members would confirm whether who would be attending. Town Engineer Hopkins also stated Envirep is open to performing a demonstration in the Town and will scheduled for the June BMUC Agenda to discuss pump stations. 

Sewer I&I Project – Project Status Report: Town Engineer Hopkins reported on the progress of the Sewer I&I project. He stated the lining portion of the project (approximately 5,000 linear feet) will begin May 16th. Town Engineer Hopkins shared line graphs from the flow monitoring data that show the amount of rain and the amount of flow during specified time periods. He stated an initial analysis of the monitors show constant infiltration in the area of McKeldin Drive. He stated further analysis will be completed of the data as well as analysis of the videos completed with the videoing and cleaning portion of the project. 
NEW BUSINESS: 
Sewer Specification Amendment: Town Engineer Hopkins provided a proposed amendment to the Sanitary Sewer Specifications for “Detail 16A Manhole Frame and Cover”. Town Engineer Hopkins stated the proposed amendment revises the manhole details to match with the typical state detail; which provides a greater thickness of 2 ½” compared to the existing 1 ½” in the specification. The Commission agreed that a more durable frame and cover should be provided. Motion by Vice-Chairman Loeber, second by Member Hoffman to amend the Sanitary Sewer Specifications to include new detail 16A. Motion carried. 
CIP Purchase:   Town Manager Clark stated the FY16 CIP Budget includes the purchase of a correlator. She stated $9,000 is budgeted; however Keedysville has agreed to pay $9,000 towards the purchase. She stated staff is recommending the correlator is purchased from Ferguson Enterprises for $31,100.40 and purchased using the additional user fees received. The Commission discussed the benefits of a correlator, ensuring a laptop is provided, and the status of user fees. Motion by Member Hoffman, second by Member Mose to purchase the Correlator for $31,100.40. Motion carried. 
Recommendation to Hire: Town Manager Clark reported that two interviews had been conducted for the vacant Water/Sewer Operator Position. She stated staff is recommending the hire of Jeremy Mose as an Operator II. Motion by Vice-Chairman Loeber, second by Member Hoffman to recommend to the Mayor and Council for Jeremy Mose to be hired. Motion carried. 
Recommendation for Reappointment: Motion by Member Hutzell, second by Member Mose to recommend to the Mayor and Council the reappointment of Terry Davis to the Commission for a four-year term. Motion carried. 
ENGINEERING REPORT – B. Hopkins
•Stated development and permits continues to be steady; he is continuing to work on the sewer specifications; and review video of the sewer main
TOWN MANAGER’S REPORT – M. Clark
• Stated the Town ranked #3 and #4 for Sewer Grant projects funded through the Appalachian Regional Commission. She stated more than likely they will be offered funding for Project #3 which is to replace the sewer trunk main through the park ($120,000 grant/$120,000 match). 

•Stated she and Superintendent Shumaker will be attending an Energy Management course for Water/Sewer Systems on May 18th

UTILITIES REPORT- P. Shumaker 

• Stated the power at the Boonsboro Water Plant has been inconsistently varying in the phase provided; similar to what happened at the Keedysville Water Plant approximately 5 or so years ago. He stated Antietam Electric has replaced the panel to ensure the plant can handle various phases and PE will be studying the issue
Commission Chair Davis presented Council Liaison Wetzel with a Certificate of Appreciation for her time and effort as Liaison to the Utilities Commission. 

MAYOR AND COUNCIL REPORT- B. Wetzel, Council Liaison
• Reported on the activities of the May 2nd regular meeting of the Mayor and Council 
•Thanked the Commission for their efforts and dedication
CITIZENS COMMENTS

• L. Wyand, 707 North Main Street, thanked Town Engineer Hopkins for his work on the sewer I&I Project. She stated her plumber informed her that the roots in the lateral between the sewer main and the cleanout may still cause back up problems for her sewer, and she asked the Commission if her lateral would be lined with the upcoming lining project. The Commission stated the current lining project did not include lining of laterals; however lining may be considered as an upcoming phase

• J. Reese, 7644 Old National Pike, stated their sons owned property on Mountain Laurel road and they recently received a bill for approximately $1,200 for charges incurred prior to the change in ownership. Town Manager Clark stated the title companies are responsible for ensuring that all charges, including water, sewer, trash, etc are up to date before the property transfers or these charges are accounted for within the settlement of the property. 

• Motion by Vice-Chairman Loeber, second by Member Mose, to credit the account for former charges to bring the new balance to $247.10. Motion carried. 

Motion by Vice-Chairman Loeber, second by Member Hutzell to adjourn the meeting at 8:53pm and motion carried.
