November 13, 2015
The Boonsboro Municipal Utilities Commission held its regular monthly meeting on Thursday, November 13, 2015 in the Town Hall Annex. In attendance were Commission Chairman Terry Davis, Vice-Chairman Paul Loeber, Commission Members Bobby Mose, Eric Kitchen, Rob Hutzell, Ray Hoffman and Council Liaison Barbara Wetzel.  Town Engineer Brian Hopkins, Utilities Superintendent Pete Shumaker, and Public Works Supervisor Greg Huntsberry were also in attendance. The meeting convened at 7:00 PM.
· Motion by Member Mose, second by Member Hutzell, to approve the October 8, 2015 Regular Meeting Minutes and motion carried.
· Motion by Vice-Chairman Loeber, second by Member Hoffman to approve the October 8, 2015 Water and Sewer Fund Treasurer’s Report.
· Motion by Member Hoffman, second by Member Kitchen to approve the October 8, 2015 Bills to be Paid and motion carried.

Shafer Park Well Rehab: The Commission discussed efforts to alleviate problems at the Shafer Park Well and the current status, the well is producing up to ~120 GPM without drawing the water down to the shutoff point.

WWTP Process Update:  Superintendent Shumaker discussed training he had went to and additional process control testing that was being done now.
Request to Bid Sewer Cleaning and Video Project  Staff member Hopkins presented bid specifications for a sewer clean and video project as part of the sewer rehabilitation and I/I reduction project and grant.  Motion by Member Hoffman, second by Vice-Chairman Loeber to bid the project with any additional items MD DHCD has and the Motion carried unanimously. 

Request to Bid Sewer Flow Monitoring Project  Staff member Hopkins presented bid specifications for a sewer flow monitoring project as part of the sewer rehabilitation and I/I reduction project and grant.  Motion by Vice-Chairman Loeber, second by Member Hoffman to bid the project with any additional items MD DHCD has and the Motion carried unanimously. 

Meter Replacements  Staff member Huntsberry advised new water meters are need to replace defective ones.  Motion by Vice-Chairman Paul Loeber to purchase 150 new meters, 35 replacement meters, 150 meter lids for $42,450 seconded by Member Hoffman and the motion passed unanimously.
