 BOONSBORO MUNICIPAL UTILITIES COMMISSION
REGULAR MEETING
November 13, 2014

The Boonsboro Municipal Utilities Commission held its regular monthly meeting on Thursday, November 13, 2014 in the Town Hall Annex. In attendance were Commission Chairman Terry Davis, Vice-Chairman Paul Loeber, Commission Members Bobby Mose, Eric Kitchen, Rob Hutzell, and Ray Hoffman, and Mayor and Council Liaison Barbara Wetzel.   Staff Members present were Utilities Superintendent Pete Shumaker, Town Engineer Brian Hopkins, and Public Works Supervisor Greg Huntsberry. The meeting convened at 7:00 PM. 

· Chairperson Davis declared the October 2014 Regular Meeting Minutes approved as submitted. 
· Motion by Member Mose, second by Member Hoffman to table the October 2014 Treasurer’s Report and motion carried.
· Motion by Vice-Chairman Loeber, second by Member Hoffman to approve the October 2014 Bills to be Paid and motion carried.

PRESENTATION:  A Salesman from State Chemicals presented on chemicals for sewers.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS: 

Project Updates

Sycamore Run: Public Works Supervisor Huntsberry and Town Engineer Hopkins updated the Commission on the status of the project.  They stated most wet utilities are installed as is curb, gutter, and base pavement.  Dry utilities and sidewalk installation continues.  The developer has submitted plans for the gas line and tank farm and minimum separation from other utilities has been provided.

I&I Analysis – Pump Around Results.  Town Engineer Hopkins stated the park sewer trunk main bypass had been completed.  The investigation revealed that most of this sewer run is clay pipe that has been slip lined with HDPE.  There is infiltration even in dry weather at some of the manholes.  There was discussion of priorities with the Chairman, commissioners and staff.  Because the I/I was not big in the trunk main, some lining of high I/I segments upstream may be a better first priority.  The Chairman and commissioners felt a formal MOU regarding the sewer easement across the TTK property is a high priority if the sewer trunk main is not done soon.

NEW BUSINESS: 

· Maple Ave Waterline:  Town Engineer Hopkins stated the substantial completion had been reached.  The line was inspected and in service.  The only thing that remained was minor touchup of the seeding and sodding.  Staff recommended paying the remainder of the balance owed less a retainage of 1% of the total project cost.  Motion by Vice-Chairman Loeber, second by Member Hoffman to paying the remainder of the balance owed less a retainage of 1% and motion carried.

· New Water Meter Purchase:  Public Works Supervisor Huntsberry stated that meter purchases were needed for Maple Ave. and for inventory.  Tap fees had been collected and would fund the purchase.  Motion by Vice-Chairman Loeber, second by Member Hoffman to purchase water meters and motion carried.

· Water Meter Pits and settings:  Public Works Supervisor Huntsberry and Town Engineer Hopkins presented a new coiled pit setting by AY Mcdonald.  Benefits include the factory assembly and quality control and the ability to pull the meter up to ground level for servicing.  Currently a variety of settings and pits were finding their way to the job sites and the standards are vague and in some places obsolete regarding this issue.  In addition the standards need to be updated to make the min. service size 1”.   Staff proposed updating the town standards to use the new setting as the approved standard.  Motion by Vice-Chairman Loeber, second by Member Hoffman to pursue updating our specification for the new water meter pits and settings and motion carried.

· Unmeasured flow reducers:  Town Engineer Hopkins presented on unmeasured flow reducers.  These cartridge devices allow very low flows to be measured by meters.  Even new meters cannot measure these low but significant flows.

TOWN ENGINEER REPORT- B. Hopkins, Town Engineer
· Surveyed and assessed more manholes in the field and worked on a database and GIS model that includes all the manholes and sewer infrastructure
· Working on improvements to the Keedysville Spring House.
· Working on preliminary plans for a community Town Farm
· Working on Street Standards
· Went to training on new paving techniques and pavement preservation.

SUPERINTENDENT REPORT- P. Shumaker. 
· The cement pad was poured at the Keedysville Spring House.
· Phosphate levels are coming down.

PUBLIC WORKS SUPERINTENDENT REPORT- G. Huntsberry
· Reported on a leak on a water main on Stouffer Ave.
· Reported he was been inspecting a water line job in Keedysville

Chairman Davis declared the meeting adjourned at 9:30 pm.
