

 BOONSBORO MUNICIPAL UTILITIES COMMISSION

REGULAR MEETING

September 10, 2015
The Boonsboro Municipal Utilities Commission held its regular monthly meeting on Thursday, September 10, 2015 in the Town Hall Annex. In attendance were Commission Chairman Terry Davis, Vice-Chairman Paul Loeber, Commission Members Bobby Mose, Eric Kitchen, Rob Hutzell, Ray Hoffman and Council Liaison Barbara Wetzel.  Town Manager Megan Clark, Utilities Superintendent Pete Shumaker, and Public Works Supervisor Greg Huntsberry were also in attendance. The meeting convened at 7:00 PM.
· Motion by Member Hoffman, second by Vice-Chairman Loeber, to approve the August 13, 2015 Regular Meeting Minutes and motion carried.
· Motion by Member Hoffman, second by Member Hutzell to approved the August 2015 Water and Sewer Fund Treasurer’s Report.
· Motion by Vice-Chairman Loeber, second by Member Hoffman to approve the August 2015 Bills to be Paid and motion carried.
PRESENTATION

Chris Dellinger, Mark Turner, and Andrew Bukaty with ABM Building Services presented information on how their company could replace the water meters for all accounts in the Town of Boonsboro. ABM Building Services is a state qualified vendor that can provide infrastructure and facilities maintenance. ABM has analyzed the water usage and understands the Town is looking to replace meters in order to curb the percent of water loss. Mr. Turner presented a proposal for ABM to replace all the meters, install Advanced Metering Technology and equipment and guarantee the accuracy and revenue from the project. 
Council Liaison Wetzel reiterated to the Commission the duties of the Liaison. Chairman Davis thanked Liaison Wetzel for her work with the Utilities Commission. 
UNFINISHED BUSINESS: 
Well Maintenance Contract: The Commission agreed to focus on the well rehab with smaller efforts first before entering into a long-term contract. Motion by Member Hoffman, second by Vice-Chairman Loeber to table the Well Maintenance Contract Proposal from USG. Motion carried unanimously.   
Shafer Park Well Rehab: The Commission discussed efforts to increase the productivity of the Shafer Park Well.  The Commission discussed the proposals previously received to lower the pump well and replace some wiring. Motion by Member Hoffman, second by Member Kitchen to accept the proposal from Philips to lower the pump and replace wiring for an estimated cost of $5200. Motion carried unanimously. 
Charter Amendment/BMUC By-Laws: Town Manager Clark stated staff had been requested to prepare an amendment to allow for additional members on the Commission. In order to do so, the Charter would need to be amended. A proposal to remove the “by-laws” of the Commission from the Charter to its own document as well as provide a general statement in the Charter as to the powers associated with water and sewer was presented. The Commission discussed the language, agreed to a few revisions, and overall agreed to the proposal as presented. Motion by Member Kitchen, second by Member Mose to recommend to the Mayor and Council approval of the Charter Amendment and By-Laws. Motion carried unanimously. 
Water Brochure: The Commission discussed the final draft of the Water Brochure and thanked Council Liaison Wetzel for preparing. The Commission agreed to distribute in the next water-sewer billing (October 1) and send to tenants separately. 
NEW BUSINESS: 
Commercial Meters: Town Manager Clark stated staff has analyzed various commercial meters for the accuracy of the approximately 25 year old meters and found the meters to be about 80-90% accurate. The meters are able to be replaced; either partially or wholly; for a cost ranging from $8,000-$35,000. The Commission discussed the importance of having accurate meters in order to reduce water loss and agreed replacing the larger commercial meters is the appropriate first step. Motion by Vice-Chairman Loeber, second by Member Mose to replace commercial meters as presented. Motion carried unanimously.
