
BOONSBORO MUNICIPAL UTILITIES COMMISSION
SPECIAL MEETING
March 27, 2017

The Boonsboro Municipal Utilities Commission (BMUC) held a Special Meeting on Monday, March 27, 2017 in the Charles F. “Skip” Kauffman Building’s Meeting Chambers.  In attendance were Chairperson Paul Loeber, Vice-Chairperson Todd Kennedy, Commission Members Ernie Harr, Ray Hoffman, Eric Kitchen, and Bobby Mose.  Also in attendance were Mayor and Council Liaison Terry Davis and Town Manager Megan Clark.  Chairperson Paul Loeber called the meeting to order at 5:30 PM.

New Business

Request for Water Service – 20021 Mill Point Road

An e-mail request had been received by Town Manager, Megan Clark from the subject property’s homeowner, Ms. Charlotte Ashton.  That e-mail (from Charlotte Ashton to Town Manager, Megan Clark dated March 16, 2017 Subject: 20021 Mill Point Rd water….URGENT) is incorporated by reference, as is the associated Maryland Department of Environment (MDE) Report (AI ID 1000014041-temporary ID dated March 10, 2017 Subject: Beard Farm 19824 Mill Point Road, Boonsboro, MD 21713) of the potential causal incident.  The causal incident has been identified as an animal/livestock manure release that has contaminated a portion of the groundwater in the area.  This incident has resulted in the contamination of the groundwater that the well servicing 20021 Mill Point Road accesses at levels that renders the water unusable for any human uses.  The contamination levels were measured and reported by the Washington County Health Department.

Ms. Ashton’s request was to be allowed to immediately tap into the Town of Boonsboro water line that runs adjacent to Mill Point Road and to have the BMUC waive the tap fee.  Ms. Ashton’s situation and experience were discussed with her in detail and at length during the meeting.  The limitations of the BMUC’s authority and potentially precedent setting considerations were also discussed.  After careful and thoughtful consideration of all of the information available and presented to the BMUC relative to the request and this situation there were two specifically worded motions made.

1. A motion was made by Commission Member Kennedy to allow the property at 20021 Mill Point Road owned by Ms. Charlotte Ashton to tap into the Town of Boonsboro water line that runs adjacent to Mill Point Road.
2. A motion was made by Commission Member Kennedy to allow Ms. Ashton to work with the Town Manager, Megan Clark on the details of a payment plan for the tap fee with the provision that if the property were ever sold the balance of the tap fee would be payable in full at the time of sale.

Both motions were approved.

The BMUC offered their sympathies to Ms. Ashton on her situation and extended an open offer for any future consideration she night want to bring before the Commission Members.
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FY 18 Budget Planning

The BMUC Members continued to discuss the historical, current, and future budget planning practices and future options that will be used to prepare the materials and recommendations to be presented to the Mayor and Council as part of the FY 18 budgeting process.

A motion to adjourn was made by Commission Member Hoffman.  The Motion was approved.
