Docket No. BZA13-02
To hear a Special Exception Request by Kevin and Theresa Markowski, appellants, to establish an in-home daycare at 3 Chestnut Avenue, zoned Suburban Residential. The Special Exception request is in accordance with the procedures provided under Article 10, Section 1006 of the Boonsboro Zoning Ordinance. 

The Zoning Administrator denied the request under Section 305.B.16 of the Zoning Ordinance, which requires special exception approval for the proposed use, within the SR Zone.
Testifying For:

Theresa Markowski, appellant, testified on the conditions of the Request for Special Exception. Mrs. Markowski stated she would like to open an in-home daycare for a maximum of eight children. She has received the permission of her landlord and included a copy of the lease as part of the application. Mrs. Markowski stated she and her husband had completed the Child Care Certification class and if the request is approved, would like to open by the end of April. 

Member Mose: How many children under the age of 2 are allowed and do your children count towards the maximum allowed?
Appellant Markowski: You are allowed two children under the age of 2 and since my children are school age, they do not count towards the maximum number permitted. 
Member Moser: Will you have any employees?
Appellant Markowski: No, my husband will be certified and he will be considered the substitute.
Chairperson Schlappal asked if there were any others whom would like to speak either for or against Docket No. BZA13-02. There were none and he closed the case.  
Board Discussion:

Chairperson Schlappal asked whether anyone would like to discuss the case further. 
Action on BZA Case No 13-02:

Motion was made by Member Mose, seconded by Member Jones, that the Board of Appeals Approve the Request for Special Exception to establish an in-home daycare at 3 Chestnut Avenue. The MOTION PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.
