APPROVAL OF MINUTES:
Chairperson Schlappal approved the meeting minutes of the March 19, 2013 BZA meeting approved with minor corrections.
Docket No. BZA13-03
To hear a Special Exception Request by Stacey Rogers, appellant, to establish an in-home occupation at 4 Thompson Court, zoned Suburban Residential. The Special Exception request is in accordance with the procedures provided under Article 10, Section 1006 of the Boonsboro Zoning Ordinance. 

The Zoning Administrator denied the request under Section 305.B.15 of the Zoning Ordinance, which requires special exception approval for the proposed use, within the SR Zone.
Testifying For:

Stacey Rogers, appellant, testified on the conditions of the Request for Special Exception. Ms. Rogers stated she would like to start an in-home internet business, using EBAY or another internet outlet, to sell jewelry. She stated she has an extra bedroom which she would turn into the office and the business would enable her to stay at home with her children. She stated there would not be any customer traffic at her home and packages would be delivered via FedEx or UPS approximately once a month. 

Member Moser: Will there be any employees?
Appellant Rogers: No. 
Member Long: How is the jewelry picked up?

Appellant Rogers:I will deliver to the post office, since the boxes are ten ounces or less. UPS or FED EX may deliver once a month. 
Chairperson Schlappal asked if there were any others whom would like to speak either for or against Docket No. BZA13-03. There were none and he closed the case.  
Board Discussion:

Chairperson Schlappal asked whether anyone would like to discuss the case further. 
Action on BZA Case No 13-03:

Motion was made by Member Long, seconded by Member Mose, that the Board of Appeals Approve the Request for Special Exception to establish an in-home occupation at 4 Thompson Court. The MOTION PASSED UNANIMOUSLY. 
Docket No. BZA13-04

To hear a Special Exception Request by Gary House, appellant, to establish an in-home occupation at 202 Burton Way, zoned Town Residential. The Special Exception request is in accordance with the procedures provided under Article 10, Section 1006 of the Boonsboro Zoning Ordinance. 

The Zoning Administrator denied the request under Section 305.B.15 of the Zoning Ordinance, which requires special exception approval for the proposed use, within the TR Zone.
Testifying For:

Gary House, appellant, testified on the conditions of the Request for Special Exception. Mr. House stated he established an LLC, using his home as his business address, for the purpose of providing IT Services to other businesses. He stated he previously worked for a large IT Corporation, and now he would like to work for himself. Mr. House stated his business strategy is not to create a big business, and he would be the sole employee. There is no customer traffic proposed, and mostly he will be traveling to other locations so provide his services. 

Member Long: Most of your work is through the computer?
Appellant House: I have a home office in the basement, however during the day I travel to various organizations that I have a contract with. There will not be any UPS/FED EX traffic or customer traffic.

Member Jones: Will  you have a sign for the business?

 Appellant House: No, I do not want to advertise. 

Chairperson Schlappal asked if there were any others whom would like to speak either for or against Docket No. BZA13-04. There were none and he closed the case.  

Board Discussion:

Chairperson Schlappal asked whether anyone would like to discuss the case further. 
Action on BZA Case No 13-04:

Motion was made by Member Jones, seconded by Member Moser, that the Board of Appeals Approve the Request for Special Exception to establish an in-home occupation at 202 Burton Way. The MOTION PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.
